The author analyzes the transformative changes brought about by
the energy transition within the structure of the global fuel and energy complex.

The study contributes to the field by proposing an integrated approach to promoting energy
sustainability in energy-exporting countries. This approach entails the adaptation of the oil
and gas sector to decarbonization processes, while simultaneously embracing the develop-
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ment of carbon-free energy sources within a dynamically evolving geopolitical landscape.
The research endeavor seeks to determine the main directions for transforming the energy
policies of oil and gas producing countries in the Caspian region in response to imperatives
of sustainable development.

At present, the most relevant aspects of energy policy in the Caspian countries involve the
further development of oil and gas projects, strict adherence to environmental standards
and regulations, ensuring energy efficiency across the entire production chain, and the im-
plementation of "operational decarbonization" measures and carbon capture and storage
technologies to reduce the carbon footprint of the fuel and energy complex. Additionally, to
mitigate climate risks in the Caspian region, strategic energy policy priorities should encom-
pass resource diversification towards the advancement of carbon-free generation based on
renewable energy sources.

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Abstract: The increasing importance of Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) assess-
ments in advancing the international sustainable development agenda necessitates the dis-
closure of ESG reporting information by public companies. Such disclosure plays a crucial
role in facilitating effective global business communication with stakeholders and enhanc-
ing the credibility of ESG transparency measurements. The primary objective of this study
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is to develop and validate a robust model for a business transparency index. By leveraging
mathematical tools, this model quantitatively measures the level of Environmental, Social,
and Governance (ESG) transparency, taking into account the requirements of stakeholders
and evaluating a public company's ability to disclose comprehensive information.

The research hypothesis posits that assessing ESG transparency in public company reporting
based solely on the "quantity" of estimated values, while neglecting the critical factors of
"quality" and "reliability," undermines the accuracy and reliability of the results. By utilizing
existing mathematical tools, a business value management model is constructed, incorpo-
rating a balanced system of "quantity," "quality," and "reliability" factors present in the ESG
information disclosed in public company reports.

The research methodology adopts a comprehensive approach, combining logical and struc-
tural analysis, mathematical modeling, and content analysis methods. A thorough examina-
tion of the regulatory framework, international and Russian practices, and scientific research
in ESG disclosure reveals the emergence of authoritative professional standards and frame-
works between 2000 and 2023.These standards and frameworks play a pivotal role in shaping
the disclosure of financial and non-financial information related to sustainable development
in corporate reporting. However, a significant gap exists in established practices for determin-
ing ESG transparency levels. Current "transparency indices" fall short in incorporating these
factors, leading to methodological incomparability and gaps in assessing the "quality" and
"reliability" of estimated values.

To address this gap, the authors propose a novel mathematical model for the ESG transpar-
ency index in corporate reporting. This model effectively integrates the factors of "quantity,"
"quality," and "reliability" within the disclosed information of public companies. Through a
comparative analysis of disclosure and verification practices across various types of activi-
ties within Russian public joint-stock companies (PJSCs), the established model enables the
creation of an industry rating gradation. This rating gradation assists in determining the level
of information disclosure about public companies' activities, fulfilling societal (state) require-
ments and optimizing business objectives.

Keywords: sustainable development, corporate reporting, ESG transparency, index, model.
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Abstract: The article examines the Soviet responses to the Lausanne Process, which took
place from May to November 1923. The process involved the trial of Russian émigrés
Moritz Conradi and Arkadii Polunin, who were accused of murdering Vatslav Vatslavo-
vich Vorovskii, the Soviet representative in Italy and head of the delegation to the Laus-
anne Conference, on May 10, 1923. The acquittal of Conradi and Polunin by a Swiss jury
on November 16, 1923, under the verdict of "not guilty," as they were seen as avenging
victims of Soviet repression, had a significant impact on the Russian emigration. While
the historiography increasingly recognizes the role of various Russian émigrés in turn-
ing the trial into a denunciation of Bolshevism, little is known about the Soviet govern-
ment's response to Vorovskii's killing and the efforts of the People's Commissariat of
Foreign Affairs (NKID) to participate in the legal proceedings. By analyzing unpublished
letters written by Soviet government officials found in the Archive of Foreign Policy of
the Russian Federation and considering the international context of 1923, this study
aligns with the historiographic trend that emphasizes collective leadership and insti-
tutional autonomy in Soviet foreign policy decisions following Lenin's increasing isola-
tion in late 1922. The research demonstrates that when the Swiss government prevent-
ed the Soviet counterpart from participating as a legal party in the process, Moscow
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formal diplomacy, and even involved non-communist actors to present the USSR in a
positive and "objective" light at Lausanne. However, the bureaucratic complexities of
the Soviet state hindered success in court. Thus, the handling of the Lausanne Process

sonal friend of Lenin, was assassinated at the Hotel Cécil in Lausanne, Swit-

zerland, on May 10, 1923. He was attending the Lausanne Conference (No-
vember 1922 - July 1923) as the Soviet delegate while concurrently serving as the
USSR representative in Italy. Vorovskii's secretary, Maksim Divilkovskii, and his aide
and press secretary, Ivan Arens, who was a former Bundist affiliated with the Soviet
security services and assigned to the Soviet embassy in Berlin, were also injured dur-
ing the incident. Six months later, both Divilkovskii and Arens, along with Vorovskii's
widow Dora and daughter Nina, became plaintiffs in the ensuing trial.

The perpetrator, Moritz Conradi, a Russian émigré of Swiss origin, surrendered to
the police and claimed that his actions were motivated by a desire for revenge against
the "red dogs" (the Bolsheviks). Conradi alleged that they had killed his uncle and
aunt in 1918 and caused his father's death by starvation in 1919 due to their affilia-
tion with the bourgeoisie in Petrograd (Conradi 1923). Three days later, the police
arrested Arkadii Polunin, an accomplice and the secretary of the (émigré) Russian So-
ciety of the Red Cross (ROKK) in Geneva, which was headed by Dr. Iurii Lodyzhenskii
(Rossiiskoe Obshchestvo Krasnogo Kresta 1925; Fayet 2014; Lodyzhenskii 2013). On
November 16, 1923, Conradi and Polunin were acquitted by a Lausanne jury following
a rigorous and successful defense campaign that sought to shift the focus of the trial
toward a condemnation of Bolshevism'. Aleksandr Ivanovich Guchkov, the former
Minister of War and Navy in the Provisional Government, led this campaign, with
assistance from Lodyzhenskii and Polunin's lawyer, Théodore Aubert (Ganin 2019a;
Matos 2023).

The "Lausanne Process” held significant relevance during its time. Eighty court
passes were allocated for the attendance of Swiss and foreign press, and the trial gar-
nered extensive coverage in major European newspapers. The trial's appeal derived
from the fact that it involved a judgment on Bolshevism itself rather than solely focus-
ing on the accused individuals. The defense presented "evidence” of Bolshevik "atroci-
ties," which had been compiled by Russian émigrés and utilized by Aubert during his
remarkable nine-hour plea. Aubert's plea can be considered a historical document
of remarkable scholarly ambition, involving genuine research and the comparison of
over 150 sources. It condensed a substantial portion of the anticommunist literature
in multiple languages since the October Revolution (Aubert 1924; Matos 2023). The
British Times remarked that the acquittal had "reminded the whole world of those Bol-
shevist horrors which seemed to be receding into forgetfulness just when foreign co-
operation and recognition had become so necessary for propping up the shaky edifice

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of the Soviets". Aubert's plea was widely published, distributed, and translated in the
subsequent years, even competing with the famous Zinov'ev Letter during the British
election of October 1924 in the context of the "Red Scare™ (Ganin 2019a; Matos 2023).
The Lausanne Process occupied a central position in historian Sergei Mel'gunov's sem-
inal work, Red Terror in Russia (Mel'gunov 1924), as it was partly based on Mel'gunov's
testimony in the Lausanne court and expedited for publication in the aftermath of the
trial by Guchkov (Ganin 2019a; Matos 2023).

The most tangible outcome of the Lausanne Process was the establishment, in
June 1924, of the Entente Internationale Anticommuniste (1924-1950) by Aubert him-
self. This organization emerged as the most ambitious transnational anticommunist
entity of the interwar period (Ruotsila 2010: 26; Caillat 2016).

Not much has been written about the Lausanne Process. The existing literature
focuses on the heated debates during the trial and less on the six previous prepara-
tory months (Gattiker 1975; Senn 1981; Dragunov 1989; Stoeva 2019; Perrot 2020).
Annetta Gattiker provided the first study on the subject, a strong legal and political
critique of the case as handled by Swiss political and judicial authorities. Based on a
wide scope of sources, especially Swiss archive material and the European contempo-
rary press, Gattiker gives a complete picture of the process, yet she quotes no Russian
primary sources, neither of Soviet - difficult, if not impossible, to access at the time
- or of Russian émigré origin (Gattiker 1975). Additionally, Gattiker assumes things
beyond what the sources can say. The other wide study of the Lausanne Process was
written by Alfred Senn, an authority on Swiss-Soviet relations, which incorporated
Russian sources from the Bakhmeteff Archive at Columbia University and the Hoover
Institution Archives. Senn complements Gattiker’s work by broadening the European
and Soviet contexts and has probably the best account and summary of the trial in
the literature. He shed light on the mood around the process, such as the centrality
of religious persecution in the USSR for the Curzon ultimatum (8 May 1923) and for
Conradi’s deed - as the latter stated in his “Confession” (Conradi 1923), or the “Us vs.
Them” rhetoric of the trial. Unfortunately, Senn outdoes Gattiker with a penchant for
getting in the minds of his characters with a more explicit novelistic tone, out of tune
with his previous work and with the basics of academic historical writing. In fact, Senn
does not cite his sources at all, merely supplying a “bibliographical essay” at the end
(Senn 1981).

No other study to date has concentrated solely on the Lausanne Process, but many
have mentioned it in passing, specifically late Soviet and Russian monographies dedi-
cated to “émigré activism’, as the topic became of interest once again since the 1980s
onwards (Genri 1981: 63-73; Shkarenkov 1987: 58-60; Chistiakov 2000: 22-25, 93-98).

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We know more details of the murder, the police investigation and the trial proceed-
ings than about the work backstage done by prosecution and defense: the gathering of
evidence, selection (and rejection) of witnesses, funding, and networking across state
boundaries, situated in the proper context of 1923, the first year without a single war
in Europe in over a decade.

While there are some insights into the involvement of Guchkov and other Russian
émigrés in the defense at the trial (Ganin 2019a; Matos 2023), the actions of the pros-
ecution, and thus the Soviet government, remain largely unknown. As Vorovskii was
deliberately considered a private individual rather than a diplomat, the Swiss govern-
ment strictly prohibited the nascent Soviet Union from participating as a legal party in
the trial. In response, the People's Commissariat of Foreign Affairs (NKID) resorted
to alternative participants and resources to represent and assert its demands through
channels that went beyond formal diplomacy. It is important to note that Moscow and
Bern had no formal relations since the expulsion of the Berzin mission in November
1918, which was blamed for the Swiss General Strike during that time (Senn 1974).
This convoluted and perplexing path led to the Soviet government's defeat at the Laus-
anne trial.

Drawing on predominantly unpublished materials consulted at the Archive of the
Foreign Policy of the Russian Federation (AVPRF) in 2021-22, as well as to a lesser ex-
tent, the Russian State Archive for Sociopolitical History (RGASPI), the State Archive
of the Russian Federation (GARF), and the Lodyzhenskii collection at the Hoover In-
stitution Archives, this study sheds light on the efforts of the prosecution and the So-
viet government regarding the Lausanne Process from May to November 1923. This
occurred against the backdrop of what Soviet and European actors perceived as immi-
nent diplomatic recognition by major European powers, which was being negotiated
during those months. Consequently, Soviet officials adopted a pragmatic approach,
seeking to exclude "communists” from participating in the process and presenting So-
viet life in a favorable light. This approach aimed to gain support not only from the
broader "leftist" camp but also among "centrist” political views. In this context, the
Smenovekhovstvo tendency within the Russian emigration fitted perfectly. Owing to
the Lausanne Process, Smenovekhovstvo, in decay at the time, was given a final boost
as a Soviet tool to achieve concrete results abroad, right before its withering in 1924 as
Moscow achieved full diplomatic recognition by the Entente powers.

The efforts of NKID officials and Soviet diplomats abroad to construct a case in
the Lausanne Process, even at odds with the interests of other Soviet agencies and
actors, provide partial confirmation of the historiographical hypothesis synthesized
by Jacobson (Jacobson 1994: 101). This hypothesis suggests that Lenin's withdrawal
from foreign affairs due to illness since late 1922 led to NKID gaining more autonomy
in policymaking. The role of Deputy NKID Chairman Maksim Litvinov is crucial in
this regard. The existing literature often portrays Litvinov as a secondary figure in the
NKID hierarchy and a constant dissenter from Commissar Georgii Chicherin (Sheinis
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1989; Phillips 1992; Jacobson 1995: 101-105). However, Litvinov's centrality and his
tireless advocacy in letters during the second half of 1923 for an institutional response
to Vorovskii's assassination challenge this perception®.

It is important to acknowledge that the primary sources used in this study are
private letters exchanged between public officials, intended for consumption within
the Soviet bureaucracy and its leadership. While these letters provide valuable primary
sources, they may contain omissions, unverified information, assumptions, and diplo-
matic language that may obscure true intentions. All translations from Russian in this
study are the author's own.

Adapting to a New Order. The USSR and Europe (1921-1923)

Studying the Lausanne Process from the perspective of the prosecution provides
valuable insights into the heterodox and multi-faceted foreign policy of Soviet Russia,
as well as its operational mechanisms. The years 1921-1924 marked a period of transi-
tion from War Communism to the New Economic Policy (NEP) and the Soviet Un-
ion's pursuit of official diplomatic recognition from the Entente powers. During this
time, non-communist actors within the transnational Left were also grappling with the
Soviet experiment. During the early 1920s, divisions among European socialist par-
ties regarding their stance towards the Communist International (Comintern) added
complexity to the relationship with Soviet Russia. While some parties were supportive
of the Comintern's goals, others held reservations or outright opposition. These di-
visions influenced the reception of Soviet Russia among non-communist actors and
further shaped diplomatic interactions during that period (Jacobson 1994: 81-86; Ser-
geev 2019: 371-432). Liberal Prime Minister David Lloyd George even proposed the
inclusion of both Germany and Soviet Russia in the European concert in early 1922.
While the resulting Genoa Conference had limited success, partly due to Moscow's
uncompromising stance (White 2002: 113-116), it granted Soviet Russia a measure of
acceptance following the implementation of the NEP. Relations with Germany, under
the centrist Wirth cabinet, significantly improved during Genoa, culminating in the
signing of the Treaty of Rapallo on April 16, 1922, which marked the beginning of a
mostly positive bilateral partnership in the subsequent decade.

Lenin played a significant role in shaping the Soviet delegation's approach at the
Genoa Conference, engaging in direct correspondence with NKID chairman Chicher-
in (Jacobson 1994: 87-89). Lenin not only included Soviet diplomats in the delegation
but also invited Iurii Kliuchnikov, the leader of the Smena Vekh (Change of Land-
marks) group within the Russian emigration, as an international law expert. Smena
Vekh had accepted the Red Army's victory in the Russian Civil War and sought to
work with Soviet authorities to restore Russia as a global power. Their goal was to in-

fluence Bolshevism from within, envisioning a future "Great Russia" with nationalistic
tendencies. This collaboration, sought by the smenovekhovtsy themselves, particularly
Kliuchnikov, became more serious in the context of NEP, and their publications began
receiving financial support from the Soviet government (Hardeman 1994: 108, 145;
Kozlov 1997; Kvakin 2006: 166-172). The weekly publication Smena Vekh, funded by
the Soviet trade mission in London, was launched in October 1921, followed by the
more "Bolshevized" Berlin daily Nakanune in March 1922. The staft of Nakanune or-
ganized French politician Edouard Herriot's trip to Russia in the summer of 1922,
influencing his nuanced perspective on the Soviet regime (Hardeman 1994: 133, 157).
Smenovekhovstvo proved to be a valuable asset for Soviet foreign projections and a
logical alternative for promoting pro-Soviet sentiments abroad in the absence of of-
ficial diplomatic recognition. As we will see, Kliuchnikov and other members of the
Smena Vekh group, both original and newly affiliated, naturally fit as witnesses in the
Lausanne trial once the Swiss government rejected the participation of their Soviet
counterparts.

The optimistic trend initiated with the Genoa Conference came to an abrupt halt
in late 1922 as European politics underwent significant changes, leading to a series
of setbacks for Soviet interests. In October, Benito Mussolini's rise to power in Italy
through the March on Rome provided a boost to transnational anticommunism. Con-
currently, a new Conservative government was formed in Britain, with Lord Curzon
retaining his position as Secretary of Foreign Affairs from the previous Liberal-Con-
servative coalition under Lloyd George, where he had been a staunch critic of Soviet
policies. Supported by the new Conservative Prime Minister Bonar Law, Curzon is-
sued a note to Moscow on 8 May 1923, often referred to as the "Curzon ultimatum" in
Russian, threatening to disrupt trade negotiations with the USSR unless it curbed its
perceived excesses, including the recent arrest of British subjects in Murmansk, Com-
intern activities in Asia, and intensified religious persecution in Russia’. The Curzon
note posed the most significant diplomatic crisis for Moscow in over two years, with
possible war implications (Sergeev 2019: 433-474).

In addition, the Franco-Belgian occupation of the Ruhr in January 1923 unleashed
a period of instability in Germany, which Moscow sought to exploit by denouncing
French imperialism and, albeit chaotically and unsuccessfully, attempting to foment
revolution in the country (Broué 2005: 709-789). Furthermore, Vorovskii's assassina-
tion on 10 May, just two days after the Curzon note, was followed a month later by the
first successful coup d'état in Bulgaria, which directly blamed communism, and later
witnessed the suppression of a failed communist takeover in September.

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Significant changes were also taking place within Soviet Russia during this period.
The "Socialist-Revolutionaries' Process” in the summer of 1922 effectively eliminated
the only remaining credible opposition to Bolshevism, further isolating the Soviet
government from the transnational Left. In December 1922, Lenin suffered a second
stroke, which led to his withdrawal from direct involvement in foreign policy. The
nominally independent Soviet republics unified to form a single state, the Soviet Un-
ion, in the closing days of 1922. Additionally, the goodwill engendered by the Genoa
Conference had dissipated by April 1923 as religious persecution resumed, exempli-
fied by the trials of Catholic prelates Budkiewicz and Cieplak, as well as Moscow Patri-
arch Tikhon. These intertwined foreign and domestic factors created a unique context
during the late 1922 and 1923 period.

After Vorovskii’s Murder: From Reaction to Inaction

A few hours after Vorovskii's assassination, Arens, who was still wounded, con-
tacted two individuals who would play a central role in the preparations for the legal
process. The first person was Dr. Sergei Bagotskii, the representative of the Soviet Red
Cross in Geneva. Bagotskii, an early Bolshevik and loyalist of Lenin, had accompa-
nied the leader during his exile in both Cracow and Zurich, serving as his personal
secretary (Bagotskii 1971). After the Berzin mission was expelled in November 1918,
Bagotskii effectively acted as the de facto Soviet ambassador to Switzerland through
his Red Cross position until 1936. Given his extensive experience in the local context,
Bagotskii's understanding of Swiss affairs was highly valued in Moscow. In fact, his ini-
tial advice to Arens was to contact another key figure in the Lausanne Process: Jacques
Dicker.

Jacques Dicker, a lawyer from Geneva, was a revolutionary of Bessarabian-Jewish
origin and a former member of the Socialist-Revolutionary Party. Following the 1905
Russian Revolution, he emigrated to Switzerland and obtained citizenship in 1915. By
1923, Dicker had become a member of the Swiss Socialist Party and served as the pres-
ident of its Genevan section since 1922 (Gattiker 1975: 107, 232). Although Dicker was
a socialist deputy in the National Council, he distanced himself from "communist” ide-
als while maintaining a strong pro-Comintern stance. Dicker had previously worked
with the Berzin mission in 1918, and although he was not a communist himself, there
were claims that he and his wife Lea were close to Lenin, although the extent of their
relationship may have been exaggerated®.

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Following Bagotskii's advice, Arens contacted Dicker, who wrote directly to
Chicherin on May 11, 1923, stating that he was acting on Arens's directive since Arens
himself was too weak to write a letter’. Dicker proposed that Arens, Divilkovskii, and
Vorovskii's widow Dora and daughter Nina should be plaintiffs in the case, which
would give the process a "full political character.”" He also suggested two Swiss lawyers
to join the prosecution: Franz Welti, the leader of the small Swiss Communist Party,
and Paul Magnenat, a member of the Radical Party. Dicker emphasized the impor-
tance of refraining from any repressions against Swiss individuals in Russia for the
time being®. A few days later, Dicker made this request public through the Swiss press,
which garnered criticism from various quarters.

Nikolai Krestinskii, the Soviet representative in Berlin, suggested to Deputy NKID
head Maksim Litvinov that Dicker should be removed from the process for turning
a mere opinion into a "condition” that implied "blackmail™. Grigorii Shklovskii, the
Soviet consul in Hamburg, who knew Dicker from the days of the Berzin mission,
categorically opposed his involvement in the process and described Dicker as "one of
our most vulgar opponents.'”" Although Shklovskii did not provide evidence to sup-
port his accusation, Litvinov took his opinion seriously and proposed replacing Dicker
with a Soviet lawyer"'. However, in the end, Dicker was retained as Arens's attorney
for two reasons. First, Bagotskii insisted on Dicker's involvement, defending him as
someone who understood both the "Russian and Swiss conditions" and hailing him as
the "best candidate” for a "serious process” (which demonstrated Bagotskii's authority
in the eyes of Moscow)'?. Second, since the Swiss press had already targeted Dicker, it
would have been politically uncomfortable to remove him from the case®.

The Swiss Federal Council found a way to keep the case as a private matter con-
cerning only Vorovskii's person, confined to a cantonal court instead of a federal court.
The justification was that Vorovskii was not in Switzerland in an official capacity, fol-
lowing the logic of the Allies' invitation to the Soviet delegation for the Lausanne
Conference, which was solely meant to address concerns regarding the Straits ques-
tion - transit rights through the Dardanelles and Bosporus — considered settled since
December 1922. However, Vorovskii had obtained a Swiss diplomatic visa in Rome on
April 23,1923, for the second part of the Conference, although he did not notify his ar-
rival on April 26. This fact became the main pretext for the Federal Council to initially
ignore him, effectively "placing their neutrality at the service" of the Allies (Gattiker

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1975: 200-201). After the assassination, they used this as an opportunity to distance
themselves from any responsibility, labeling it as "an individual act of vengeance" by
Conradi™.

Although the case was framed as a private matter, it did not mean that it would
not have political implications. In fact, the involvement of key figures such as Bagotskii
and Dicker, as well as the proposal for a "political case,” demonstrated the intention
to make it politically significant. However, as Alfred Senn noted, the prosecution's
insistence on a "political trial" instead of a mere criminal case ironically undermined
the chances of convicting Conradi and Polunin. The Vaud prosecutor, August Capt,
expressed his confusion as to why the plaintiffs were insisting on a "political case"
(Senn 1981: 132).

With the terms defined, it was time for the Soviet government to react. From the
beginning, Vorovskii's murder was hardly a priority in Moscow. At the Politburo meet-
ing on May 11, 1923, the case was relegated to the third place on the agenda. The
urgent matters discussed that day included approving Chicherin's memorandum in re-
sponse to Curzon's note of May 8 and addressing a telegram from French prime min-
ister Raymond Poincaré regarding the safe passage of a Soviet Red Cross delegation
in Marseille to repatriate Russian soldiers (MID SSSR 1962: 303-304). Only after these
discussions did the Politburo read Chicherin's briefing on Vorovskii's assassination.
Three decisions were made: 1) instructing Pravda and Izvestiia to extensively cover the
crime and broadcast Vorovskii's biography abroad, 2) informing British Labor leader
Ramsay MacDonald about the murder in response to his telegram calling for appease-
ment following Curzon's note, and 3) sending a note of inquiry to Bern".

In the following days, Vorovskii's murder served as a pretext for various purposes
both inside and outside the Soviet Union. Paired with Curzon's note, and in the most
suspicious minds, seen as a consequence of it, the crime sparked intense reactions in
the USSR. Izvestiia, on May 12, wrote: "It is evident that the British government's note
and the murder of Comrade Vorovskii are links in the same chain of an offensive by
the world bourgeoisie and international fascists against the Soviet Republic." Numer-
ous demonstrations took place across the country. The Moscow Soviet reached out to
its honorary member, Fridtjof Nansen, the League of Nations' High Commissioner
for Refugees, asking him to "speak out against the instigators of war" and emphasizing
Soviet Russia's commitment to peace, stating that "it is unacceptable to address the
great Russian people through ultimatums™®. In Tsaritsyn, a group of physicians used
Vorovskii's murder as an opportunity to express their well wishes for Lenin's health
amid rumors of his illness"".

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Abroad, the Comintern organized demonstrations in England in collaboration
with left-wing Laborites and the Trade Unions Congress, as well as in Germany. Karl
Radek informed Grigorii Zinov'ev and Stalin from Berlin that the German Communist
Party had organized a protest of "almost 100,000 people” in the Lustgarten on May 13,
aimed at opposing any new war'®. Radek also described plans for a subsequent dem-
onstration featuring Vorovskii's coffin, which was set to arrive in Berlin from Lausanne
on its way to Moscow, intending to protest against Curzon's note and the occupation of
the Ruhr". Indeed, on May 16, 1923, a procession of approximately 150,000 people ac-
companied Vorovskii's coflin through the streets of Berlin, marking the largest gather-
ing the German Communist Party had seen thus far (Broué 2005: 707)*. The evening
procession, which took place amidst heavy rain and was illuminated by torches, left a
lasting impression on Krestinskii*'. The event was also described by Victor Serge, who
noted that "the torch-lit demonstration around Vorovskii's coffin marked the begin-
ning of a period of revolutionary mobilization" in Germany.

After Vorovskii's body was sent to Moscow, where it was part of a grand proces-
sion, Arens arrived in Berlin to begin planning the prosecution strategy with Am-
bassador Krestinskii. While Dicker's involvement as a lawyer was still being debated
in Moscow in late May, with only Welti's participation secured, Krestinskii suggested
that NKID choose between two Russian lawyers who were in Berlin at the time and
had experience in Russian imperial and Soviet courts. One candidate was Aleksandr
Bobrishchev-Pushkin, a former member of Aleksandr Guchkov's "Union of October
17" and one of the original members of Smena Vekh since July 1921. Krestinskii justi-
fied his possible involvement by highlighting Bobrishchev-Pushkin's talent as an ad-
vocate, his strong opposition to emigration, and his proficiency in French, despite his
past association with the Octobrists*. The second candidate was Semén Chlenov, an
Economics teacher at Moscow’s Institute of Red Professors, who advised the Soviet
government on international commerce and law. Although not a communist, Chlenov
empathized with Bolshevism and was the first non-émigré who contributed to the
weekly Smena Vekh in late 1921. In the words of critic Gleb Struve, Chlenov was the
publication’s “own Moscow smenovekhovets” (Hardeman 1994: 118). More important-
ly, Chlenov had been picked in Summer 1922 to defend the second, "pseudo-defend-
ant" group of Socialist-Revolutionaries (SR) at their Moscow trial. For this reason, the
perceptive Litvinov favored Chlenov: "Owing to his participation in the SR process,
[he is] acquainted with materials that could be useful at the Lausanne court"*.

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On June 6, 1923, Litvinov sought Stalin's final instruction regarding Dicker's par-
ticipation, expressing his personal preference for Chlenov over Bobrishchev-Pushkin®.
On June 11, the Politburo instructed Chlenov to join Welti as a prosecution attorney
and also approved Dicker's inclusion, citing Krestinskii as the official who proposed
it®. Paul Magnenat, a Genevan lawyer, was added only in late August upon Dicker’s
insistence. Some sources explain Magnenat’s late inclusion as the need for a "moder-
ate”, non-leftist attorney (Gattiker 1975: 108; Lodyzhenskii 2013: 246)*. However, it is
clear that Dicker's preference for Magnenat arose after the Lausanne tribunal hinted at
Chlenov's involvement as a foreign lawyer. Krestinskii reported to Moscow that Dicker
was not pleased with Chlenov's participation, as he believed having a "Bolshevik com-
missar [sic/" in court could negatively influence the trial. Nevertheless, Krestinskii ac-
knowledged that Chlenov possessed knowledge of the "Soviet version” of the Civil War
that Dicker and Welti lacked, a topic the defense would inevitably address. On Septem-
ber 11, Chlenov's participation was approved by the court, once Magnenat received
ratification from the Politburo. While Welti, a communist, did not meet expectations
in his role in the trial, he was still considered a valuable asset as a reliable local lawyer.

In contrast to the defense's constant financial concerns, the prosecution attorneys,
particularly Dicker, spared no expense and expected funding from Moscow (Matos
2023). As early as May 13, Dicker and Welti requested 5000 Swiss Francs each, stating
that they needed the funds immediately for expenses®. Additionally, they requested
their own personal fees, although the exact amount is unclear®. Magnenat requested
3000 Swiss Francs for expenses and fees, and Dicker urged for the immediate transfer
of this amount®. This contradicts earlier claims that the prosecution attorneys repre-
sented their clients for free out of ideological commitment (Gattiker 1975: 109)*.

During the preparations, the People's Commissariat for Foreign Affairs (NKID)
requested assistance from the Central Political Department (GPU) in gathering evi-
dence to present at the Lausanne trial. In an early July 1923 letter, NKID Collegium
member Fiodor Rotshtein summarized the strategy to GPU's foreign department
head, Meer Trilisser. As Conradi’s defense would use materials "on the Red Terror",
GPU "needs then to gather counter-materials on the questions touched upon by the
defense, as well as on White Guard conspiracies and cruelties and on material losses to
the Russian people caused by White generals in the civil war"".

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Arens confirmed this reactive strategy, stating on July 23 that the trial would be
a "struggle against Soviet Russia,” and the prosecution's tactic should focus on ex-
posing and condemning the methods of the Whites and discrediting the monarchist
emigration in the eyes of the broader masses™. Arens basically followed the reasoning
of figures he clearly trusted like Dicker and especially Bagotskii. Indeed, on 20 July,
Bagotskii warned that "the greatest shortcoming" for the preparation of the process
was "the complete absence of materials on White Guard atrocities”, which were pretty
relevant in his view as the accused, Conradi and Polunin, were White army officers®.
Bagotskii urged Arens to acquire any émigré "historical literature” in Berlin, such as
"Gessen's Archive," a collection compiled by émigré publicist losif Gessen, known as
Arkhiv Russkoi Revoliutsii**. This marked the first mention of a document to be used as
evidence by the prosecution in the Lausanne Process™.

The Soviet embassy in Berlin became the gathering place for speculating on the
prosecution strategy in the absence of more specific directives from Moscow. By mid-
July 1923, Krestinskii informed Litvinov that they still did not have a definite plan for
conducting the affair, and the attorneys were unsure about the additional data they
should bring or what to add to the judicial inquiries. Only then did it occur to Kres-
tinskii "to summon [to Berlin] Welti and Dicker from Switzerland, and Chlenov from
Moscow, and here, all together, work out in detail the plan for the conduct of the af-
fair"*. Indeed - to add to the confusion, — Krestinskii ordered Chlenov to go to Mos-
cow in those days, but when he showed up at Litvinov’s office “he could not say why he
came". For Litvinov, Chlenov’s arrival "was totally unexpected"”. This disorganization
and delay are revealing, considering that two months had already passed since Vorovs-
kii's murder, and the trial was expected to take place at the end of August. This meant
the prosecution had over a month to assemble its case. It is remarkable that as late
as August 13, Krestinskii, bypassing NKID, wrote directly to GPU deputy head Iosif
Unshlikht, emphasizing the urgency of obtaining the genuine biographies of the ac-
cused®. Even on August 25, Rotshtein was still unsure about the specific information
Chlenov wanted to know about Conradi and Polunin, citing confusing messages from
Berlin®. The day before, Chicherin personally complained to Stalin that "NKID just
cannot manage to get the necessary responses and materials from other institutions"*.
Fortunately, in late August, the tribunal scheduled the trial for November 5.

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At this point, Moscow's orders oscillated between the Politburo's general direc-
tives and NKID's promises of evidence and funding. The only progress made during
these two months was GPU's rather slow investigation into Conradi and Polunin, as
well as the collection of "counter-materials,” which were ultimately not used in the
trial. It is not an exaggeration to state that, in contrast to the defense's energetic organi-
zation by late Spring 1923, the prosecution made little progress during the summer, re-
lying on several disconnected individuals engaged in different matters simultaneously.
On August 21, Arens and Chlenov expressed this sentiment when they complained
to Chicherin and the Politburo about Moscow's passive attitude. They noted that the
defense's strategy, based on the correspondence they had obtained, was standing on
its own with regard to witnesses and evidence. Arens and Chlenov urged the Politburo
to appoint a responsible figure with decisive capacity to oversee the preparation of the
process*’. The letter also included demands for 1000 British pounds to be sent to the
Berlin embassy, 20,000 gold rubles for the Lausanne Process, urgent information on
Conradi and Polunin, archive material on White atrocities, and relevant witnesses. The
letter ended with a harsh note: "In a word, it is necessary that in Moscow they realize
that this process has no less political significance than the SR process in its day, with
the only difference that it will unfold under more difficult circumstances, and that it
should have the attention it deserves"*.

It was only when the Politburo responded to this petition that things started to
move more swiftly. On August 30, Radek was entrusted with special supervision of
the Conradi affair and was instructed to take every necessary measure for the devel-
opment and coverage of the process. However, only 2,000 gold rubles were allocated
for the matter. Radek brought a member of NKID’s Collegium, Viktor Kopp, to help
organize the process and coordinate with the cabinet "a list of Russian, non-party pro-
fessors, who will go to court to give impressions on Soviet Russia"”. On September
6, the Politburo authorized Krestinskii to confer the necessary expenses in minimal
amounts, not exceeding 5,000 gold rubles, and granted Arens the final say on the use of
intelligence materials for the process*. Finally, after nearly four months since Vorovs-
kii's death, a vertical working dynamic had been established regarding the future trial.

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Building a Case

Who should go to Lausanne, and for what purpose? One of the initial decisions
made at the Soviet embassy in Berlin, agreed upon by Krestinskii and the attorneys,
was to exclude Conradi's living victims, Arens and Divilkovskii, from the courtroom.
Chlenov hinted to Kopp that Arens' presence, in particular, would "raise the tempera-
ture" in Lausanne due to his contentious personality®. Instead, "respected” (uvazhae-
mye) and "prominent” (vidnye) individuals should be brought in to speak in favor of
Soviet Russia, such as Fridtjof Nansen or writers Henri Barbusse and Maksim Gor'kii.
They would demonstrate that "Soviet rule did not engage in any atrocities [during
the civil war], and that its opponents, on the contrary, committed considerable sins."
However, Krestinskii opposed these names for practical reasons. It would be difficult
to control what Gor'kii might suddenly say, Nansen was unlikely to come and his re-
jection would create a negative impression, and Barbusse had not been in Russia*.
Therefore, the witnesses needed to be both "respected” and politically reliable, with
knowledge of Soviet Russia, preferably if they had personal experience there, which
coincided with the defense's approach (Matos 2023).

The intention was to seek "objective” outsiders, not necessarily communists, who
could attest to the harmony of Soviet society and the normalcy of everyday life in the
first socialist state, rather than explicitly defending communism. There was a subtle
attempt to portray the Russian Revolution in non-militant, Thermidorian terms, as
described by Shlapentokh (1995). Chlenov, for instance, suggested to Natal'ia Sedova-
Trotskaia to emphasize in a brief report "what we have done regarding the preservation
of art monuments""’. Kopp asked Education Commissar Anatolii Lunacharskii to find
witnesses of White crimes among "loyal professors of European name" in places like
Tomsk, Kiev, or Odessa*. More realistically, Rotshtein ordered several figures who
witnessed White "atrocities” and worked for NKID’s press service to send "documents
and authentic, exact testimonies”, and to "inform the names and location of people not
in our [ideological] field, yet loyal to Soviet power" who could become potential wit-
nesses”. In this design, Smenovekhovstvo fitted perfectly.

It was Bagotskii, the USSR's representative in Switzerland, who astutely proposed
bringing Iurii Kliuchnikov, the original leader of Smena Vekh, as a witness to Laus-
anne. Bagotskii identified Kliuchnikov in May as a valuable source on ROKK and

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its Geneva representative, Dr. Lodyzhenskii, as Kliuchnikov had served as ROKK's
deputy delegate in Paris while still in the White camp®. Bagotskii reiterated the po-
tential inclusion of the smenovekhovets as witnesses on September 10, and Dicker
supported Kliuchnikov's involvement as an intellectual who would "counter the ideas
expressed by the representatives of the Russian reaction™'. Chlenov went further by
asking Radek for his opinion on including other smenovekhovtsy like biologist Sergei
Chakhotin®. Bagotskii echoed this idea, proposing additional smenovekhovtsy such as
Sergei Luk'ianov and Grigorii Kirdetsov, who had become editors of the Berlin daily
Nakanune since August 1922 (after Kliuchnikov was ousted from the journal and re-
turned to Russia).

Among the original Smena Vekh contributors, only Kliuchnikov went to Laus-
anne”, but the suggestions to include such figures reveal that this current was still seen
in Soviet government and diplomatic circles as a useful element as late as mid-1923, a
year after Smenovekhovstvo started to become publicly criticized in Soviet officialdom
in parallel with Lenin’s growing isolation*. This is supported by the fact that on 30
August the Politburo, on Stalin’s initiative, categorically rejected Krestinskii’s advice to
dissolve Nakanune, based on economic grounds given the financial situation in Ger-
many”. Nakanune, mouthpiece of Smenovekhovstvo and Sovietophile attitudes outside
the USSR, was still needed in Moscow, all the more so given the serious preparations
for a German revolution. The continuous coverage of the Lausanne Process in the
daily did not go unnoticed among Soviet authorities either, and might have been an
additional basis for its prolongation. In that regard, a few days before the Lausanne
trial, Nakanune became a tool to discredit Conradi’s and Polunin’s defense, as Chlenov
confirmed that "we published" in Nakanune one of Guchkov’s leaked letters summa-
rizing the modus operandi of the defense, with full names of émigrés who contributed
evidence or became witnesses™.

Bagotskii pointed out two former White generals to the Berlin staff on 17 Septem-
ber 1923”". One was Sergei K. Dobrorol'skii*®, appointed Governor-General of Novo-
rossiisk during the Civil War by General Anton Denikin. The other was Evgenii I. Dos-
tovalov, who knew Polunin personally as former Chief of Staff of General Aleksandr
Kutepov (Dostovalov 1995). Dostovalov had joined Dobrorol'skii in Berlin after the
latter was expulsed from Serbia for collaborating with the Berlin pro-Soviet journal
Voina i Mir and for his contacts with the Bolsheviks (Ganin 2019b: 188; Lukomskii
2015: 490). Both were valuable eyewitnesses on White misdeeds in southern Russia
during the Civil War and contributed regularly to Nakanune. Fully trusting Bagot-
skii’s choices, Arens informed (never asked!) Kopp in Moscow that "we are negotiating
with two generals of Wrangel's army", adding that Dostovalov’s knowledge of Polunin
was crucial to his "murderous description™”. Arens clearly considered the testimony
of both generals and of Kliuchnikov superior to that of non-Russian witnesses. The
three, however, proved disastrous at court, as Aubert had studied their weak points
beforehand with information provided by Wrangel's headquarters in Belgrade through
Guchkov (Matos 2023).

Another suggestion put forward by Bagotskii was to call upon Italian acquaint-
ances of Vorovskii, who had served as the Soviet representative in Rome at the time of
his murder®. The Berlin staff was uncertain about suitable candidates and delegated
the task to Moscow. To facilitate communication and avoid triangulation with the So-
viet government, Chlenov proposed in mid-September that Radek directly contact the
Soviet legation in Rome through their Berlin counterpart®. Acting upon this sugges-
tion, Chicherin instructed Nikolai lordanskii, Vorovskii's replacement in Rome and an
émigré of Menshevik origin who had returned to Russia in 1922, to establish contact
with Italian politicians who maintained good relations with the USSR (Matos 2023).

Several potential witnesses from both the Italian government and opposition were
considered and summoned for testimony. Chicherin initially proposed Giovanni Col-
onna Romano, Duke of Cesaro, who was serving as the Minister of Posts in Mussolini's
first cabinet, as well as Luigi Facta, Mussolini's predecessor as prime minister and a
liberal®. Additionally, Iordanskii, in consultation with Vorovskii's widow Dora Ma-
mutova, suggested Fabrizio Maffi, a socialist deputy respected "among political circles
in Switzerland" (Matos 2023). Iordanskii had already informed Bagotskii about Maffi's

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candidacy, urging him to consult with the attorneys handling the case®. However, on
September 27, the Berlin staff rejected Maffi on the grounds that he was "too leftist,"
preferring Italian politicians from "more moderate circles"**.

The course of events took a different turn, ultimately leading to the selection of
Mafhi as the sole Italian witness at the Lausanne trial. This decision was influenced
by several factors that shed light on the early relations between the USSR and Fascist
Italy. First, lordanskii reported that Facta was unavailable due to retirement, while
Cesard had become "unfriendly” after joining Mussolini's government®. Neverthe-
less, as late as 22 October, lordanskii assured Chicherin: "We have prepared as wit-
nesses [...] Maffi, Facta and Cesaro. The latter in his ministerial capacity even asked
for Mussolini’s approval for his departure"®. However, Dicker rejected Cesaro to avoid
compromising Rome regarding the Corfu affair, as Mussolini had occupied the Greek
island of Corfu in response to the killing of an Italian emissary (Matos 2023). Given
the sensitivity of the situation and the ongoing League of Nations investigation into
state responsibilities for crimes committed on their territories, Dicker concluded that
Cesaro would be placed in an uncomfortable position at the Lausanne trial®. Iordan-
skii agreed, but his concern was also focused on the future of Soviet-Italian relations,
as Mussolini had hinted at the possibility of de jure recognition of the USSR, a mat-
ter allegedly discussed with Vorovskii®®. The decision reached at NKID was to strictly
avoid any "attacks on the Italian government" and to instruct the lawyers not to build
their accusation on such questionable grounds, emphasizing the need to refrain from
targeting Italy at that moment®. Consequently, Maffi became the sole Italian witness
at the Lausanne trial, despite his futile attempts to lecture on Italian socialism, and
Cesard's brief sympathy letter was also read in court (Matos 2023).

Moscow's significant investment in securing witnesses for the Lausanne Process
included bringing two Americans from different parts of the world to testify about the
White Terror in Siberia. Unable to find suitable candidates in England, Boris Skvirskii,

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the Soviet trade representative in Washington, informed the Soviet embassy in Berlin
on September 11™ that Major Sidney Carroll Graves, the son of General William S.
Graves, who headed the American Expeditionary Force in Siberia, had agreed to tes-
tify in person’. Major Graves had actively participated in the campaign against White
excesses during his time in Siberia (Graves 1921). He agreed to receive a payment of
$2000 for the trip and compensation for his time”".

In his initial correspondence, Skvirskii also mentioned another potential Ameri-
can witness, Charles H. Smith, who was living in Chita at the time and serving as
the American representative to the Inter-Allied Railway Committee (Matos 2023).
Smith had held this position since March 1919 and collaborated with the authorities of
the Far Eastern Republic (Chervonnaya & Evans 2014). Contacted in late September
through the NKID and the Far Eastern Revolutionary Committee’*, Smith agreed to
testify but informed them that all his evidence had already been passed on to Graves.
It had previously been used in April 1922 by the United States Senate Committee on
Education and Labor, chaired by Senator William Borah, in a case against Ataman
Grigorii Seménov when Seménov arrived in America (Bisher 2005: 350-352).

When asked by an insecure Kopp about the potential American witnesses, Arens
cautioned about losing “big money” on them, but was “ready to abide” by Skvirskii’s
opinion”. In turn, Kopp bestowed on Arens the final word on Smith, as he sent the
latter’s exposé, describing it as valuable testimony”™. Arens thought that Smith’s “very
interesting” exposé would only be replicated by Graves’s testimony, and now left the
final decision to Moscow”. It is striking how these men played the hot potato when
actually Smith’s exposé was probably the best documented source in possession of the
prosecution for the Lausanne Process, covering White misdeeds in Siberia from No-
vember 1918 to January 1920. In the end, it was decided to ignore the text, as Smith
indeed went from Chita to Lausanne to rephrase it at court. Probably its reading would
have made a bigger impact at the trial than Smith’s oral testimony, which fell into the
sensationalist mood set by the defense (for example, stating that atamans Seménov and
Kalmykov "lived for their pockets").

Their testimony was indeed gathered by GPU, along with
22 folders of materials on White atrocities”. In the end, such witnesses were not sent to
Lausanne, nor was the material used except for some mentions by Dicker and Chlenov
in their pleas. The reasons behind their exclusion remain unclear, but time constraints
and a delayed start in searching for Soviet candidates may have played a role.

Revealing his rush, Chlenov mentioned that further witnesses could even be com-
munists, as long as they were not well known "as such” and if they testified on "out-
standing and relevant” facts*®. And although another letter from Berlin asked Kopp
the same day to bring a "non-communist” from "the southern front, and not from
Siberia"!, the inclusion of Generals Dostovalov and Dobrorol'skii was reason enough
to cease the look for Soviet witnesses from the south®.

Two interesting witnesses completed the prosecution list. One was the Swiss phy-
sician who upon Bagotskii’s call attended the wounded Arens and Divilkovskii the
night of the crime, Dr. George Montandon. There was more to it for Montandon than
testifying on the wounds of Conradi’s bullets: he was a pertinent example of the larger
influence projections of the Soviet state through non-communist actors*’. Montandon
had been in Siberia during the Russian Civil War on a Red Cross mission, becoming
close to Bolshevik luminaries like Evgenii Preobrazhenskii. Montandon was very close
to Bagotskii — who probably suggested his inclusion, — working with the Soviet delega-
tion to the Lausanne Conference back in February 1923 (Gattiker 1975: 231-232)%.
At the Lausanne trial he testified on the White Terror in Siberia and harshly criticized
atamans Seménov and Kalmykov.

In the hasty mis-
sive sent to him from Berlin as late as 20 October 1923, Rappoport was asked to testify
as his daughter had recently been attacked by a White Army officer: “Given that this
same monarchist gang committed a vile attempt on your daughter, we took the lib-
erty, without asking you earlier due to lack of time, to summon you as a witness™®.
The prosecution thought Rappoport’s testimony would make a good story at court as
the crime of yet another former White officer. At the trial, Chlenov even mentioned
that the publication of Conradi’s “Confession” - the note he left before murdering
Vorovskii - influenced Fanny Rappoport’s attacker, as Conradi exhorted other White
officers to follow his example (Conradi 1923). However, Rappoport’s political speech
from the stand, forced out by Dicker, did not bring any sympathy to Fanny’s suffering
in the quite anticommunist mood at court. The Gazette de Lausanne described him (8
November) as a typical “outmoded nihilist”. Allegedly, Rappoport himself considered
that the prosecution’s case was badly assembled from the start (Senn 1981: 169-170).

Amidst the exchanges and negotiations between Berlin (Krestinskii, Arens, Chle-
nov), Geneva (Bagotskii), and Moscow (NKID), an additional challenge needed to be
addressed. In late September 1923, when the completed indictment bill, signed by the
Vaud prosecutor, was delivered, it deeply unsettled the prosecution to the extent that
they contemplated whether they should even appear in court. Prosecutor Capt pre-
sented a meticulously crafted document that, while accusing Conradi and Polunin of
murder, displayed significant leniency by attempting to provide context for Conradi's
personal circumstances. Furthermore, the bill absolved ROKK (Polunin's employer)
and the Swiss government from any wrongdoing. Naturally, the prosecution inter-
preted this as a blatant justification of the murder. As Chlenov succinctly expressed,
"it is pointless to expect a normal flow of the process."®. Alongside their objections,
the Berlin staff took a more radical approach in mid-October. They proposed to Kopp,
"Wouldn't it make more sense, given the evident bias displayed by the detective, gener-
al prosecutor, and court, to declare at the outset of the session that we demand further
investigation into the case, the annulment of the indictment, the dismissal of the pros-
ecutor, etc.? They will, of course, reject this, and then we will leave, declaring that we
do not wish to be part of this farce.” This perspective represented "one point of view."
The other viewpoint was "to do everything possible to secure a strong conviction of the
assassins, which some comrades familiar with the case believe is achievable." In other
words, actively participating in the trial without "starting with a major scandal or con-

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demning Swiss justice."®” Krestinskii promptly expressed his support for the second
tactic®. Ultimately, Litvinov wrote that "NKID does not agree with Comrade Chle-
nov's suggestion to boycott the trial,” but emphasized that the court's bias should be
condemned "right from the start of the proceedings." If this criticism fell on deaf ears,
the prosecution should then "continue to participate.” A definitive withdrawal should
only be considered if the evident bias became further reinforced®. NKID consistently
advocated for the institutional approach, with "political” backlash seen as a last resort.

Concluding remarks

German sociologist Max Weber thought that the October Revolution was the
imposition of intellectuals through force on Russian society, a military dictatorship
doomed to collapse. As Reinhard Bendix noted (1974: xli), the early Soviet regime
hardly fitted into Weber’s fixed types, and so before his death in June 1920 he failed
to analyze Bolshevik government in terms of his ideas on the virtual indestructibility
of bureaucracy. Around the time of Weber’s death, the British philosopher Bertrand
Russell visited Soviet Russia, and concluded that the country would "likely" see "the
establishment of a bureaucratic aristocracy, concentrating authority in its own hands",
as revolutions usually turn power into an end (Russell 1962: 68).

Contrary to Weber, and nuancing Russell’s prediction, it is clear from all the above
that by 1923 a functioning bureaucracy had been installed in the Soviet Union. The
Lausanne Process provides a hint of how early Soviet foreign policy decisions were
arrived at in the very particular context of 1923. It offers a glimpse of the methods by
which outward decisions were generated, shaped, and implemented at a time when, on
one hand, the European scenario turned more hostile towards the USSR since October
1922 — through the rhetoric and violence of Fascism in Italy, the Curzon note of a
militant Conservative cabinet in Britain, or the first coup détat blaming “communism”
for a country’s misfortunes as in Bulgaria in June 1923 - and, on the other, collec-
tive leadership was reinforced domestically after Lenin’s isolation. The sources show a
massive bureaucratic machine entrenched in its respective specializations, with differ-
ent agencies jealous of their own information, mutually reprimanding each other, and
petitioning a higher authority (the Politburo) to intercede on their behalf. There was
a huge constellation of people doing different things at the same time - precisely the
contrary to what Weber saw in Bolshevik rule three years prior.

In regard to NKID, trust in the judgment of representatives abroad, based on their
sensibility to local conditions, was clearly a working principle. This was the case with
Viktor Kopp's trust in Arens’s judgments (and on his personal impositions!), or the

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leeway with which Sergei Bagotskii — someone who had not even lived in Soviet Rus-
sia—conducted himself in Switzerland. This is all the more remarkable as many of
these figures had not had Bolshevik origins (Arens, Maiskii) or had been anti-Bolshe-
vik agents at some point (Iordanskii, Kliuchnikov), not to talk about the toleration of
non-communist figures with direct responsibility in the Lausanne Process who most
of the time acted on their own (Dicker, Magnenat, Chlenov). There is hardly a better
indicator of bureaucratic specialization than working over ideological lines. Many pro-
posals that materialized in the trial came from Arens, Chlenov or ambassador Kres-
tinskii upwards, were debated at the NKID Collegium - or, in delicate matters, at the
Politburo, - and devolved with approval, amendments, or rejection. At least in foreign
policy terms, this is a far from “dictatorial” or “totalitarian” moment, in which each
actor did what they considered best—and usually got away with it.

Having a concrete working method does not mean NKID bureaucrats took the
initiative. As the attitudes towards the Lausanne Process reveal, the strategies followed
were part of a wider Soviet foreign reactive policy in the early years, a total “deference
to the post-Versailles world order” (Matos 2021: 144), in which international decisions
were taken elsewhere — mostly in the Entente powers — and Moscow adapted to them.
Such a realistic approach helped functionaries like Litvinov to pursue institutional re-
sponses to foreign anxieties, like his clear rebuke towards the prosecution lawyers re-
garding the Corfu affair (“to leave Italy alone at the moment”). Litvinov clearly valued
more the ongoing negotiations for recognition, even with Fascist Italy, than stating a
case with a sound argument at the Lausanne court. This reactive stance infected the
prosecution, which fell into the retaliation game set by the defense: react to Civil War-
era accusations rather than focusing on a simple case of murder. The clear implications
were that, through such a scheme, the prosecution lost the case with Conradi’s and Po-
lunin’s acquittal on 16 November 1923 - in their defense, even if the prosecution case
had been more solid, it would have been hard to wither the extremely anticommunist
mood at court™.

On 10 May 1924, the anniversary of Vorovskii's murder, in the central courtyard
of NKID in Moscow, a statue dedicated to him - still standing on Bol'shaia Lubianka
street — was unveiled. Three days before the opening, commissar Chicherin warned
that "it is ill-timed to give this ceremony a wide, massive, general proletarian charac-
ter, given that such a demonstration of force would [inexorably] be directed against
England and would damage negotiations. It is better to maintain the ceremony within
an intimate character™’. At the ceremony, however, Maksim Litvinov’s speech was
all but diplomatic. Confident that now the Labor Party was in power in Britain, the
NKID deputy head referred to the former British foreign minister Lord Curzon as "the

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worthiest representative of the old, obsolete rotting world” and as a “stinking mrako-
bes and bloody hater of mankind™”. Just as one year prior the most suspicious minds
had linked the issuing of Curzon’s ultimatum with Vorovskii's murder, Litvinov raised
the temperature declaring that two days after the ultimatum "the worthy apprentice
and servant of the British Lord, an offspring of Russian Black-Hundredism, the White
guard Conradi, shot at the representative of the Soviet Republics, comrade Vorovs-
kii"”. This was the only time, at a public event, that Litvinov left his classic careful
wording and cautious tone in his office.

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Abstract: This article examines the efforts of Nicolas Sarkozy, the President of the European
Union (EV) at the time, in facilitating negotiations between Moscow and Thilisi during the
Georgia conflict in August-September 2008. While Sarkozy's primary objective was to end the
bloodshed prompitly, his strategic goals also encompassed preventing Georgia from falling
back into Russia's sphere of influence and demonstrating the EU's capacity to independently
resolve crises in the post-Soviet region.

Sarkozy successfully persuaded Moscow and Thilisi to accept his mediation, known as the
"good offices," to normalize the situation in South Ossetia. Additionally, he garnered support
from the United States and the EU, positioning himself as a representative of the entire "col-
lective West" in dialogue with Russia. Confronted with the parties' entrenched positions, the
French President occasionally resorted to altering the content of his proposed "six-point”
peace plan without prior agreement, ultimately impacting the quality of the resulting agree-
ments. These differing interpretations continue to hinder the reconciliation efforts between
Moscow and Thilisi.

Through Sarkozy's mediation, a full-scale crisis in relations between Russia and the West was
averted in August 2008. Significantly, Sarkozy was the first to officially articulate the threat
of suspending all interaction between the "collective West" and Moscow if Russia employed
military means to oppose EU and NATO expansion in the post-Soviet space. This article sheds
light on Sarkozy's role in resolving the Georgia conflict while highlighting his strong stance
against Russia's actions and aspirations in the region.

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Abstract: This article examines the diplomacy of small states, focusing on the case of Timor-
Leste. It analyzes the foreign policy strategies of small states, which encompass bilateral and
multilateral diplomacy, engagement in international organizations and global governance,
and the utilization of public diplomacy. These diplomatic tools enable small states to pur-
sue their foreign policy objectives despite their limited resources, while also fostering coop-
erative relationships with larger powers. Diplomacy is regarded as a universal mechanism
through which small states like Timor-Leste can integrate into the global international rela-
tions system.

Given the inherent limitations of small states in contesting with major and middle powers,
they seek to enhance their international influence through collective actions, such as forming
orjoining coalitions in international organizations or intergovernmental forums. Additionally,
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small states employ public diplomacy to draw attention to their issues and needs, thereby re-
ducing their reliance on greater powers and forging more advantageous collaborations with
other states. Strategies such as imitation and balancing, participation in coalitions, promotion
of international initiatives, provision of expertise, and adherence to the principles of inter-
national law are utilized to cultivate a positive image of small states as responsible actors in
international relations and reliable partners.

The article concludes that Timor-Leste has been successful in maintaining bilateral and mul-
tilateral relations and actively participating in international organizations. However, it faces
systemic challenges in effectively employing public diplomacy mechanisms. These challeng-
es can be attributed to underdeveloped national public institutions and the enduring influ-
ence of greater powers, which affect not only Timor-Leste but also the wider region.

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Abstract: The Ukrainian crisis has reverberated throughout the troubled region of the Balkans
in Southern Europe, exposing deep-seated cracks and fractures that have long characterized
this geopolitical area. The crisis has not only highlighted divisions between local states but
also between communities and ethno-religious groups. In many cases, these intraregional
contradictions are exacerbated by external actors and their demands. This article examines
the foreign policy priorities and orientations of Western Balkan capitals within the "five plus
one" format states (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, North Macedonia, Serbia,
and the partially recognized "Republic of Kosovo") in light of the crisis in Ukraine, illustrating
the interplay between regional dynamics and international crises.

Drawing on a wide range of sources, including official documents and opinion polls on for-
eign policy, this paper identifies regional discrepancies in the perception and assessment of
the ongoing Ukrainian conflict. The study employs a historical-systemic approach and neore-
alism principles to discern potential directions for political institutions in the external context.
The analysis reveals that a fragile "balance of threats" persists in the region, heavily influenced
by the goals and interests of external actors such as the EU, NATO, the United States, Russia,
and to a lesser extent, China and Turkey.

The military and political disengagement observed in 2022 mirrors the alignment of local
players witnessed in 2014, but with a significant difference: the West now expects all partici-
pants in the "five plus one" format to fully adhere to their joint foreign policy, including im-
plementing restrictive measures against the Russian Federation. This presents a challenging
dilemma for Belgrade and Banja Luka, as they cannot overlook the widespread support for
Russia's actions among the Serbian population. Any anti-Russian steps taken by local authori-
ties may lead to serious internal political conflicts in both Serbia and Republika Srpska, with
far-reaching implications for regional stability.

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ndia’s foreign policy has been guided by certain enduring principles throughout

its history, with notable significance placed on the principle of non-alignment or

"Panchashila” (Gupta and Shukla 2009). However, at the turn of the 20th and 21st
centuries, India witnessed shifts in the foundational pillars of its foreign policy. The
first shift arose from a transition from the construction of a socialist society to embrac-
ing modern capitalism. The second shift encompassed a change in national economic
strategy and the implementation of economic reforms in response to the challenges
posed by globalization and the emergence of the global economy. As a consequence,
there was a marked transition from a predominantly political focus to a heightened
emphasis on economic aspects in India's foreign policy. At this juncture, India's fore-
most objective was to attract foreign direct investment and gain access to developed
markets.

The third shift in India's foreign policy was driven by the country's aspirations to
transition from the role of a leader in the third world to that of a global power, lever-
aging its substantial economic potential as a means of affirmation. India successfully
transformed the principle of non-alignment into the principle of independent foreign
policy. Furthermore, the fourth shift entailed a departure from the "anti-Western"
mindset and rhetoric, as India positioned itself as the world's largest democracy deeply
committed to Western political values beyond the Euro-Atlantic realm. Lastly, the fifth
shift witnessed a move away from idealism and moralism towards realism in India's
foreign policy. Presently, Indian leaders adopt a pragmatic approach and seek practical
solutions to foreign policy challenges (Mohan 2006).

Today, India's engagements with other nations, including the United States, are
founded upon these principles as it strives to solidify its status as a global power by re-
calibrating its foreign policy priorities. The relationship between India and the United
States holds particular significance, not only for India's pursuit of global prominence
but also for shaping the balance of power in the Indo-Pacific, South Asia, and South-
east Asia regions.

The history of India-United States relations, spanning five decades, has been
marked by complexity and contradictions. Noteworthy aspects include the continuous
quest for common ground and a commitment to steady development, as well as the
dynamic and evolving nature of the relationship, characterized by oscillations akin to a
pendulum. Cooperation between the two countries has always grappled with inherent
contradictions, as M. Malone observes, leading statesmen from both sides lamenting
this period as a "lost half-century” (Malone 2014: 153). However, it would be remiss to
label the achievements made by both powers during this period as a "lost half-century."
Recent years have witnessed a fundamental shift, prompting India's sixteenth Prime
Minister, Atal Bihari Vajpayee, to declare India as the "world's largest democracy" and
the United States as the "world's oldest democracy” as "natural allies."

However, the dynamics of state relations are seldom explained by linear equa-
tions; instead, diplomatic relations are often characterized by polynomial equations'.
The development of relations between India and the United States has been influenced
by a multitude of external and internal factors. External factors encompass the global
geopolitical situation, regional shifts in the balance of power, and internal factors such
as economic, political, and ideological considerations.

Three primary parameters have consistently played a decisive role in shaping the
relationship between the two countries: strategy, ideology, and values. The ebb and
flow of the relationship, characterized by periods of convergence and cooling, have
been contingent upon the specific assessment of these parameters.

The objective of this article is to trace the evolution of India-United States rela-
tions, identify the stages of their development, and examine the outcomes and pros-
pects. Notably, the works of Muchkund Dubey and David Malone hold a significant
place in the literature on Indian foreign policy. Dubey's monograph provides a com-
prehensive analysis of key aspects of Indian foreign policy, incorporating a wealth of
factual information and current trends shaped by national interests and traditional
ideas (Dubey 2016). Malone's book offers a comprehensive analysis of how Indian
foreign policy has responded to new challenges, with a particular focus on regional
dynamics (Malone 2014).

Renowned India expert Alyssa Ayres, in her monograph, delves into India's trans-
formation into a major power, exploring the political consequences accompanying this
shift and India's quest to find its place in the global arena. Subramanyam Jaishankar
observes the realignment of the world order over the past 12 years (2008-2020), which
has compelled India to forge pragmatic relations with major powers to pursue its na-
tional interests. Jaishankar examines the formation of new foreign policy approaches
within the historical and traditional context of the country (Jaishankar 2020).

Shivshankar Menon analyzes the regional geopolitical landscape and traces In-
dia's evolving approach, particularly in response to China's rise, positioning India as
a counterweight (Menon 2021). Aparna Pande views India as a aspiring global power,
grappling with complex economic, social, foreign policy, and military challenges that
hinder its path to attaining such status (Pande 2020). Pande's book highlights the po-
tential imbalance in India's policy, wherein the country desires world power status but
exhibits hesitancy in taking actions to achieve this goal (Pande 2021).

Undoubtedly, India sets ambitious goals for itself, aspiring to become a global
power. According to Mohamed Zeeshan, achieving this objective requires India to
address not only internal development challenges but also pursue proactive foreign
policy and adopt a coherent and consistent strategy in its external relations (Zeeshan
2021).

This article employs a method of comparative analysis, enabling the identification
of disparities in the goals, geopolitical interests, and policy strategies of India and the
United States. This approach facilitates the exploration of various dynamic factors that
have influenced the evolution of bilateral relations, taking into account global geo-
political processes, shifts in political forces, and emerging consensus of interests. The
systemic approach aids in discerning the essence of the new international reality as a
primary external multi-level and intricate factor that has shaped the complex nature of
these relationships. By relying on the structural and functional approach, it becomes
possible to ascertain the functions, roles, and actions of both parties and formulate
projections for the future development of their relationship.

The historical perspective of US-India relations

Upon achieving independence and sovereignty, India approached its relations with
other states from an anti-imperialist perspective. Observing the active involvement of
the United States in the South Asian region, India harbored legitimate concerns that
the British colonial domination it had just escaped could be replaced by American he-
gemony. Having experienced two centuries of colonial rule, India perceived American
imperialism as a potential threat to its freedom and sovereignty.

The emergence of the bipolar system following World War II compelled India to
find its position within this dichotomous structure of international relations. Fearful
of compromising its sovereignty and independence under the influence of either pow-
er, India opted not to align with either the United States or the Soviet Union. Instead,
it charted a third, more favorable path: non-alignment. India assumed leadership of
the Non-Aligned Movement when it was established in 1961 as a coalition of develop-
ing countries from Asia and Africa. It was essential for India to present this movement
not as a third bloc, but as a neutral "middle ground" amidst a world divided into two
opposing camps.

On the other hand, the United States viewed India's planned economy and poli-
cy of non-alignment with caution, perceiving them as potential risks for the country
gravitating toward the Soviet Union and socialism. This ideological divergence be-
tween the two countries gave rise to distrust and caution in their relationship.

Starting from the mid-1950s, the United States and Pakistan initiated military
cooperation, compelling India to weaken its non-alignment policy and seek support
from the Soviet Union. This further exacerbated the dissatisfaction of the United States
and deepened the divergence between the two countries. Gradually, ideological dif-
ferences transformed into an ideological chasm, threatening to evolve into a strategic
confrontation and intensifying the strategic divergence of their positions, leading to
heightened tensions.
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The rivalry between the United States and the Soviet Union played a significant
role in shaping the relations between India and the United States. The United States
believed that the withdrawal of Great Britain from the region, combined with India's
principles of non-alignment and neutrality, created a power vacuum in South and
Southeast Asia that they sought to fill by engaging Pakistan as a strategic partner to
achieve their foreign policy objectives. Conversely, India, as the alliance between the
United States and Pakistan grew stronger, gravitated closer to the Soviet Union, per-
ceiving this rapprochement as an opportunity to balance the regional dynamics.

While externally India's policy under Indira Gandhi retained some socialist rhet-
oric and demonstrated commitment to non-alignment and anti-imperialism, it also
pursued a more proactive regional policy, aspiring to attain the status of a regional
power. In 1968, India refused to sign the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons (NPT) proposed by nuclear powers. In response, the United States withheld
nuclear fuel supply to the Indian reactor in Tarapur, further cooling relations between
the two states. The combination of these factors exacerbated the strategic differences
as they contradicted American interests, ultimately leading to a stage of stagnation in
their relationship.

However, two significant events—the end of the Cold War and the economic cri-
sis that struck India—prompted a reevaluation of India’s foreign policy and served as
catalysts to break out of the stagnation in its relations with the United States. Further-
more, overcoming the economic crisis and the country's growing economic success
fueled India's ambitions to emerge as a global power and a leading global actor.

The resolution of these challenges compelled India to gradually shift from the
dominance of ideology to pragmatism in its foreign policy. This necessitated the search
for common interests and shared political values after fifty years of distancing between
the United States and India.

The conclusion of the Cold War marked the termination of competition between
the two superpowers. The "middle" or "third" path embodied by the Non-Aligned
Movement was no longer as relevant. The world was increasingly shaped by a unipolar
structure, with the United States assuming the role of the global center of power. India
lost the support it had received from the USSR and found itself facing competitors for
influence in its own region, particularly China and Pakistan. Regional security con-
cerns emerged as high priorities for India's foreign policy. Simultaneously, successful
economic reforms led to economic growth and a reorientation of India's economy
towards the international arena.

The convergence of these factors necessitated a review of India's previous ap-
proaches to engagement with major powers, as well as the articulation and clarification
of its foreign policy and ideological priorities. It was during this stage, when economic
and political factors began to take precedence, that the shape of India's strategic part-
nership would be determined in the near future. These factors significantly influenced
the subsequent evolution of Indian-American relations in the following years.
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Dimensions of US-India relations

Economic factors played a crucial role in the strategic partnership between India
and the United States. The last decade of the twentieth century marked a turning point
in India's economic development, with Prime Minister P.V. Narasimha Rao (1991-
1996) and Finance Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh initiating liberalization reforms
aimed at opening up the economy. This led to a surge in foreign capital flowing into
the country, with a significant share coming from American investors. Trade volume
between the two countries experienced rapid growth during this period.

While economic cooperation between India and the United States flourished, po-
litical relations between the two nations remained relatively cool. However, India be-
gan to recognize that achieving its goal of integrating into the global economy was not
feasible without forging close ties with the United States. Additionally, the influential
Indian diaspora played a significant role in softening America's stance towards India.

The deepening economic rapprochement between India and the United States had
a positive impact on political relations as well. Political reforms in India, including the
transition from a predominantly one-party system to a multi-party system, the aban-
donment of anti-American and anti-imperialist rhetoric, and a more flexible approach
to the Non-Aligned Movement, encouraged political dialogue with the United States
and the emergence of new foreign policy priorities. The new approach was charac-
terized by greater pragmatism and a realpolitik mindset, moving away from morally
loaded rhetoric.

During this period, India began forging "strategic partnerships” not only with the
United States but also with countries like Iran, Japan, and China, despite occasional
disagreements, particularly on regional security issues. However, the implementation
of the strategic partnership with the United States faced challenges due to certain US
policies in the region. The United States resumed supplying advanced weaponry to
Pakistan, imposed restrictions on India's access to American high technologies, pres-
sured India to abandon its national program for the development of advanced missiles,
and attempted to block the sale of Russian weapons systems to India. Differences in
positions regarding the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT)
and the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty (CTBT) also posed significant ob-
stacles to closer ties between the two countries. India categorically objected to the
permanent extension of the NPT in 1995, and later in 1996, it rejected the CTBT.

While outwardly warm, the relationship between India and the United States dur-
ing this stage was characterized by underlying contradictions that impeded substantial
cooperation. Nevertheless, throughout this decade, both countries consistently sought
common strategic, political, and economic interests.

In the early 2000s, both India and the United States took significant strides to
forge closer ties. India demonstrated its support for President George W. Bush's mis-
sile defense initiative (NMD) and offered assistance in the US war on terror follow-

ing the 9/11 attacks. Consequently, on September 22, 2001, the United States lifted all
sanctions previously imposed on India (Naidu 2014). Subsequently, in 2002, the two
nations initiated bilateral dialogues on regional security and expressed shared per-
spectives on Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, and Afghanistan. These discussions culminated in
a series of high-level multilateral consultations, covering a wide range of issues such as
the economy, finance, trade, security, science and technology, as well as energy and the
environment (Naidu 2014).

During the respective tenures of President George W. Bush and Indian Prime
Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh, the Indo-American Nuclear Deal was signed, mark-
ing a pivotal moment in their bilateral relations. The decisions made during this period
continue to form the foundation of the contemporary framework guiding the rela-
tionship between the two countries (Naidu 2014). In subsequent years, cooperation
expanded across various domains, including civil space programs, high technologies,
economy, energy security, defense, and missile defense. This comprehensive partner-
ship represented an unprecedented level of engagement, encompassing the broadest
array of areas in the history of their bilateral relations. Notably, joint efforts in promot-
ing democracy and ensuring regional security emerged as significant areas of bilateral
agreements (Naidu 2014).

For India, this strategic partnership held immense importance in advancing its
national interests. It provided an opportunity for India to shed its status as a nuclear
outcast, strengthened its position as a global actor, and positioned itself as an emerg-
ing global leader (Li 2018). During the administration of President Barack Obama,
the strategic partnership between India and the United States continued to evolve dy-
namically. In addition to economic and political factors, shared values emerged as an
ideological factor influencing their relations (Li 2018).

Contrary to the typical US strategy of constraining the foreign policy maneuver-
ability of developing countries through partnership-building, India proved to be an
exception. India joined the nuclear club, actively collaborated with the United States,
and supported American initiatives, aiming to maximize the benefits of the strategic
partnership with the global hegemon and bolster its standing as a global power. Pres-
ently, Washington and New Delhi exhibit more shared positions than differences in
international affairs, with their interests and values largely aligned. The rise of China,
the growing economic potential of India, and the shared experience of terrorism have
contributed to bringing the two nations closer together (Magaes 2019)>

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During President Donald Trump's tenure, the relationship between the United
States and India reached an unprecedented scale, culminating in a comprehensive
global strategic partnership’. In the words of India's Ambassador to the US, Taranjit
Singh Sandhu, the India-US relationship served as a source of strength amidst the
global pandemic, with both countries collaborating on vaccine development and In-
do-Pacific security to deepen their strategic partnership in 2020*. The two states share
a common vision for the Indo-Pacific region, regional cooperation, and defense and
security ties. Throughout 2020, the United States and India launched extensive coop-
eration to combat the COVID-19 pandemic, including the supply of essential medi-
cines and collaboration among pharmaceutical companies in vaccine development
(Magdes 2019).

Despite these positive developments, some challenges remain. The United States
does not consistently advocate for India's interests, such as its bid for a permanent seat
on the UN Security Council. Similarly, India does not always align with US initiatives,
particularly in relation to the Islamic world with which it has deep historical and cul-
tural ties. Furthermore, unresolved differences persist between the two countries in
areas such as nuclear non-proliferation and energy security, including the diversifica-
tion of energy sources, including natural gas supplies from Iran and other Persian Gulf
countries. These divergences illustrate that the harmony in their relationship is not yet
solidified (Magaes 2019).

However, the growing economic interdependence between India and the United
States has played a significant role in mitigating these differences. The expanding In-
dian market for American goods and the importance of the United States for India’s
outsourcing services sector have fostered interdependence and provided an incentive
to address and reconcile divergent interests”.

In recent years, a number of factors have predetermined the deepening of the stra-
tegic partnership between India and the United States and created opportunities for its
development into an allied relationship.

Firstly, the dynamic growth of the national economy gives India confidence in its
strength along with its desire to join the group of global powers as one of the leading
countries of the 21st century (Kumar, Verma, Shah 2020; Kaplan 2010).

Secondly, the United States, seeing a confident and strong India, with increased
military power, began to consider it as a potential ally in its global policy (Kumar,
Verma, Shah 2020).

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Thirdly, both countries are united by a common interest in preserving peace and
stability in the Indo-Pacific region, freedom and security of the sea routes of the Indian
Ocean (Kumar, Verma, Shah 2020; Kaplan 2010). This reflects the growing conver-
gence of their geopolitical interests; that is also proved by signing of the U.S. - India
Joint Strategic Vision for the Asia-Pacific and the Indian Ocean Region®.

Fourthly, this agreement strengthened mutual understanding on regional security
and stability and created opportunities for expanding cooperation between the coun-
tries in the military sphere. While India is interested in diversifying the sources of
supplies of modern weapons, the United States, in turn, strives for expanding its own
market. The two countries have launched consultations on defense and strategic issues,
including joint military and naval exercises, participation in training programs and
exchange of military personnel. Therefore, during the visit of the US President Donald
Trump in India, the governments signed a defense deal worth $3 billion’.

Fifthly, there are a number of other positive trends in various areas of interaction:
thus, to date, a greater understanding has been achieved in the field of nuclear policy
and related responsibilities, prospects for cooperation in nuclear energy, food security,
and trade facilitation; the countries have also managed to resolve major differences on
the issue of climate change (Naidu 2014).

Ideological factors of the strategic partnership. The United States view India as a
democratic country ("the world's largest democracy”), a beacon of democracy in the
post-colonial world and a potentially strong partner in Asia (Chacko 2014). Indeed,
both nations defend common political values of liberal democracy. Unlike Pakistan,
which had the status of a "military ally”, India has received the status of a potential
"political ally" of the United States (Chacko 2014). A better understanding of each
other's political values, supplemented by the coincidence of economic interests, led to
the expansion of cooperation between the two countries. During his visit to India in
November 2010, US President Barack Obama stated that he "firmly believes that the
relationship between the United States and India... will become one of the defining
partnerships of the twenty-first century” (Dubey 2016: 217). This statement signaled
the end of a long period of disagreements as well as the convergence of the strategic
positions of Washington and New Delhi. In July 2021, US Secretary of State Antony

Blinken paid an official visit to India, during which he stated that the India-U.S. rela-
tionship was one of the "most important” in the world whose people were "connected
by shared values™.

Despite the fact that the United States has often criticized Indian democracy for its
human rights policy, the promotion of democracy and freedom in the world has be-
come a common platform for interaction in the field of global politics. India has been
a welcome partner of the United States in implementing its strategy in the Middle East
and Asia (Chacko 2014). Rising China and its increasing influence in the Asia-Pacific
region has further stimulated the rapprochement of the two powers (Pan 2014). India
is seen as a counterweight and balancer to China in the region, and its value as a part-
ner has increased even more (Heydarian 2020). The United States tends to recognize
India not as a potential great power but as a major power along with Russia and China.

The official document titled "Brief on India-U.S. Relations," available on the web-
site of the Embassy of India in Washington, acknowledges the development of a "glob-
al strategic partnership” between India and the United States, which is founded on
shared democratic values and an increasing convergence of interests pertaining to bi-
lateral, regional, and global matters. Presently, the bilateral cooperation between India
and the U.S. encompasses a wide range of sectors, including trade and investment, de-
fense and security, education, science and technology, cyber security, high-technology,
civil nuclear energy, space technology and applications, clean energy, environment,
agriculture, and health’.

Nevertheless, certain factors impede closer cooperation between the two coun-
tries. These limiting factors can be delineated as follows:

1. India's reluctance to relinquish its collaboration with Russia, particularly in
the realm of arms procurement, presents a hindrance to enhanced ties with the United
States. Over the years, Moscow has demonstrated itself as a reliable partner by offering
military technologies and engaging in joint production of weapons systems with India.
This approach to military cooperation has bolstered India's autonomy and diminished
its susceptibility to foreign arms supplies and political vicissitudes.

2. Significant disparities exist between the perspectives of the two countries con-
cerning the new world order. While the United States advocates for maintaining the
existing status quo, India, as one of the BRICS countries, contends that transformation
is necessary. India emphasizes the importance of establishing a world order based on
international law, whereas the United States has, in pursuit of its national interests,
repeatedly violated international law.

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3. India has traditionally upheld a commitment to multilateralism underpinned
by the United Nations, whereas the U.S. has displayed a tendency to resort to the use
of force, bypassing UN mandates either unilaterally or in conjunction with NATO.
India had anticipated U.S. support in obtaining permanent membership in the UN
Security Council, but this expectation went unmet, leading to great disappointment.
Additionally, India sought U.S. assistance in addressing the Kashmir issue and im-
proving relations with Pakistan. However, New Delhi's expectations of U.S. support in
pressuring Pakistan to recognize it as a state sponsoring terrorism and take necessary
actions to dismantle terrorist camps operating on its territory for cross-border attacks
against India were not fulfilled. Although Washington has not met these expectations,
it consistently expresses solidarity with India in its fight against terrorism, increases
information exchange in this domain, and expands the transfer of new technologies,
leading to the establishment of a joint working group on combating terrorism. Over
time, India gradually comprehended that the United States was not prepared to sever
ties with Pakistan or pursue a more assertive policy. It appears that Washington is not
particularly interested in India's ascent as a major military power.

4. The countries hold divergent positions on disarmament issues. While India
has long advocated for the complete elimination of nuclear weapons, the United States
has sought to legitimize the possession of nuclear weapons by a select few nations.

5. Disagreements also arise between the parties regarding the agenda of the Doha
Round, trade negotiations, and climate change. Despite protracted negotiations aimed
at resolving trade issues, disparities persist concerning agricultural matters, tarifts,
arms control, labor law, and energy security.

6. India exhibits a lack of enthusiasm for assuming a subordinate role and as-
serts its right to pursue a multi-faceted foreign policy. It maintains constructive rela-
tions with Iran and plans to implement the Iran-Pakistan-India gas pipeline project to
enhance energy security. Furthermore, India has pursued amicable policies towards
undemocratic regimes in neighboring countries, particularly Myanmar, which has
caused tension with Washington.

These factors collectively impede the deepening of the partnership between India
and the United States and hinder its progression towards a close military-political al-
liance.

Prospects of US-India relations

Currently, both India and the United States are actively working towards develop-
ing robust bilateral relations by engaging in dialogue on contentious issues and seek-
ing reasonable compromises. However, India remains committed to the fundamental
principles of its foreign policy, steadfastly defending its national interests while also
demonstrating tolerance and understanding of the positions held by the other side.
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India opposes the United States' categorization of countries into democratic and
rogue states and is against isolating the latter or imposing sanctions on them. Conse-
quently, New Delhi has not supported U.S. policies towards Syria, Iran, and Russia.
India cannot be expected to endorse U.S. ambitions in the region, especially if they in-
fringe upon its own interests or jeopardize peace and stability in South and Southeast
Asia (Barthwal-Datta & Chacko 2020: 258).

Dubey asserts that conducting bilateral relations with a more powerful nation is
challenging, particularly when dealing with the United States. This difficulty arises
not only due to the power asymmetry but also because of the way the U.S. conducts
its foreign policy. The U.S. has dichotomized the world into two categories: those who
are with it and those who are against it. There is no room for an independent or mid-
dle position within this framework. Furthermore, those who align with the U.S. are
expected to do so in all respects. This poses a significant challenge in dealing with the
country (Dubey 2016: 231-232).

India's pursuit of an independent foreign policy encounters specific challenges, as
it faces opposition from a powerful lobby within the country that has gained promi-
nence under the current regime. This lobby includes representatives from big business,
industry, the media, and parts of the political elite, who argue that India's continued
adherence to the policy of non-alignment is morally outdated and prevents the coun-
try from choosing the "right" allies and joining a coalition of major powers led by the
United States.

The positive developments in India-U.S. bilateral relations in the second decade of
the 21st century were driven by India's economic success, rapid development, increased
military influence, and its de facto status as a nuclear power. Thus, the key factors likely
to shape the future of these relations are the continuation of India's economic growth
and, paradoxically, further advancement of its nuclear capabilities. The strengthening
of the bond between the two countries depends on the successful integration of India
into the global economy, expansion of the market for American goods and services,
increased access to American technologies and capital, and growing economic inter-
dependence. Moreover, India's ability to balance China's rising influence in the region
and its own ascent make this alliance not only desirable for both countries but also
imperative. In a joint article published in an American newspaper, Barack Obama and
Narendra Modi referred to the relationship between the two countries as a "natural
and unique partnership™’.

India's strategic partnership with the United States exhibits distinct characteristics.
Firstly, there is a shift in emphasis from the political and strategic sphere to economic
interaction (Pande, 2020). Simultaneously, India strives to maintain a clear distinction
between political partnership and economic cooperation to preserve its principle of
"strategic autonomy" and its policy of non-alignment.

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India’s foreign policy is not solely focused on a strategic partnership with the
United States; it remains multi-vector in nature. It considers global changes and can
be characterized as flexible, dynamic, and pragmatic. India is poised to become an
economic superpower in the near future, and it takes necessary steps to promote its
national interests across all domains. Furthermore, India seeks to establish and main-
tain constructive relations with all major global powers (Ayres 2017; Jaishankar 2020).

US President Joe Biden has demonstrated a more flexible approach to foreign pol-
icy compared to his predecessor, Donald Trump. This has raised expectations in India
that Biden will provide greater support to India rather than China, as the United States
is wary of China's continued rise'". The Indian government also hopes for the further
strengthening of the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (Quad), which would help India
and its partners in containing China's influence in the Indo-Pacific region more effec-
tively (Roy-Chaudhury, Estrada 2018).

The potential establishment of relations between the United States and Iran
through further negotiations could indirectly contribute to the development of In-
do-American relations. This is because it might encourage the supply of affordable
Iranian oil to India, a country with a booming economy. Additionally, India will be
keen to observe Biden's response to issues such as Jammu and Kashmir, the Citizen-
ship Amendment Act, the caste system, and social violence. The US-India relationship
has the potential to reach new heights under Biden's presidency, as he is known for
advocating closer India-US ties'’. The invitation extended to Indian Prime Minister
Narendra Modi to the G-7 summit in June 2021 signifies the importance of India as
a strategic partner for the United States. India's significance as a potential democratic
counterweight in the Indo-Pacific region is growing, particularly as the authoritarian
challenge continues to expand®.

The Indo-Pacific region has become a top-level priority in the foreign policy of
both India and the United States. This is evident in the US National Defense Strategy
of 2018 and India's Maritime Security Strategy of 2015'. The rise of China, its military
modernization, and its assertive policies in the Indian Ocean region pose challenges to
both the United States and India. Consequently, both countries engage in negotiations
to establish common goals and strategies in the Indo-Pacific region to safeguard their
economic, political, military, and strategic interests (Grieco 2018).

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The Quadrilateral Security Dialogue plays a significant role in the cooperation be-
tween India and the United States. Comprising Australia, Japan, India, and the United
States, this strategic security dialogue supports India's efforts to counterbalance China
in the Indo-Pacific region with the assistance of Quad partners, particularly the United
States. This allows India to avoid assuming direct responsibility for conducting an anti-
Chinese policy in the region while fostering close cooperation with the United States
in defense and new technologies.

In 2021, the Quad's activities have witnessed a noticeable revival. Virtual and in-
person summits have taken place, emphasizing the desire for an Indo-Pacific region
free from disputes and friction, resolved in accordance with international law. Bilateral
talks between Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi and President Biden have out-
lined prospects for further cooperation, encompassing pandemic response, peace and
stability in South Asia, digital and information technologies, innovation, education,
environmental conservation, counterterrorism, and more. Following the negotiations,
a joint declaration titled ‘A Partnership for Global Good’ was issued”. In Alaska, the
joint military exercises (the largest ones between the two states) called “Yudh Abhyas
2021" were held; earlier India and the United States also conducted Malabar naval exer-
cise. Later in 2021 the Pentagon declared that India and the United States had opened
a new chapter in Major Defence Partnership'.

Despite these positive developments, differences in the vision of the Indo-Pacific
region persist. India aims to maintain the status quo and protect its geopolitical influ-
ence, particularly as vital trade routes from Africa to India traverse the region. On the
other hand, the United States seeks to enhance its political and military presence in
two oceans and strengthen its global leadership.

India recognizes the need to rely more on the United States to counter China’s as-
sertive policies in the region. However, increased strategic partnerships, particularly
in defense, may potentially limit India's sovereignty or restrict its freedom of action
in international politics. India does not view the Quad as an anti-Chinese "alliance of
democracies”, as articulated by President Biden'. The recent AUKUS project, which
involves the United States transferring nuclear submarine technology to Australia, a
Quad member, has highlighted the asymmetry between the Quad members'. This
asymmetry could potentially impact India's relations with the United States and may
motivate India to continue diversifying its arms supplies, including from Russia.

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India's agreement with Russia for the purchase of S-400 missile systems has
caused tensions between the two countries. The US Countering America's Adversaries
through Sanctions Act (CAATSA) of 2017 includes provisions for punitive measures
against countries engaging in military cooperation with Iran, North Korea, and Russia.
According to this law, India's actions in purchasing the S-400 systems could potentially
trigger sanctions similar to those imposed on Turkey and China for their S-400 pur-
chases. The imposition of such sanctions, if they were to occur, could undermine the
foundations of the global strategic partnership between India and the United States.

India argues that the deal with Russia for the S-400 missile systems is an integral
part of the country's defense against growing security threats, particularly along its
eastern and western borders. India sees the possibility of sanctions as a challenge to its
national principles of sovereignty and strategic autonomy*’.

Concluding remarks

The partnership between India and the United States is indeed considered "indis-
pensable” by both sides and is seen as playing a crucial role in the global community.
There is a convergence of strategic interests between the two countries, with a shared
desire to strengthen cooperation further in order to promote global peace and stability.

The analysis of India-US relations has shown an evolution from mutual alienation
to interaction, with an increasing convergence of interests and strengthening of co-
operation in the economic, political, and security spheres. However, despite the posi-
tive progress in their relationship and the desire for deeper cooperation, there are still
some disagreements between India and the United States.

India is not willing to compromise its foreign policy principles, abandon its world-
view, or play a subservient role in bilateral relations. India's foreign policy is charac-
terized by independence of judgment and freedom of action in international affairs.
While India is eager to be a partner of the United States and supports many of its
foreign policy initiatives, it does so on the basis of equality and mutual respect, while
preserving its freedom to maneuver and the right to choose its own partners and allies.

India believes that as a country with a unique geographical location, international
influence, rich history, traditions, and the status of a major developing power, it is not
appropriate to simply follow the policy of another country, regardless of its power.
India intends to build its foreign policy and bilateral relations with the United States
based on its national interests, principles, and values, which underlie its non-align-
ment policy. Forming an alliance with the United States would entail difficult obliga-
tions that could potentially limit India's freedom of action in the international arena

and undermine the principles of non-alignment that India has steadfastly adhered to
for over 70 years. Therefore, India is cautious about entering into any formal alliances
with major powers.

The government of India, under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi,
has consistently adopted a pragmatic and results-oriented approach to its relations
with the United States. Therefore, it is unlikely that the formation of a strategic alliance
between the two powers will be the immediate result of the bilateral relations. Instead,
the relations between India and the United States is expected to remain at the stage of
strategic partnership, serving the interests of both countries in the foreseeable future.

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Russian Black Sea Trade
in Early 19" Century

Abstract: This research article examines the development of trade in Crimea and Novorossiya
following their incorporation into Russia. In the early 19th century, the grain trade in these
regions had yet to gain momentum due to their limited development. However, ports in
Feodosia, Taganrog, and Odessa regularly received ships from Constantinople and the Greek
islands, while the port of Sevastopol primarily served military purposes. In 1821, under the
decree of Alexander |, a port was established in Kerch to serve as an outpost at the entrance
to the Sea of Azov and initiate trade relations with the mountain peoples along the Caucasian
coast of the Black Sea.
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The Russian authorities faced challenges such as arms smuggling and the flourishing slave
trade during this period. Establishing trade relations between Crimea and Circassia was in-
tended to promote peaceful interactions with the inhabitants of the Caucasian coast. To
facilitate this, the Stewardship of Trade with the Circassians and Abazians was established,
regulating ship dispatch to the Caucasian coast and overseeing the operations of markets
in Kerch and Bugaz. Relations with the highland communities proved difficult, as they fre-
quently captured Russian ship crews and demanded ransoms. Even after the Treaty of Adri-
anople in 1829, when these territories became part of the Russian Empire, the local popula-
tions resisted submission to the new government, just as they had resisted the authority of
the Turkish Sultan previously.

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Abstract: This article examines the foreign trade relations between the Russian Federation
and the states of the Cooperation Council of the Arab States of the Persian Gulf (GCC) in the
21st century. It considers the development of bilateral trade and economic cooperation with
Middle Eastern states, particularly the Arabian monarchies, as an essential direction for en-
hancing Russia's integration into the global economic system in the context of increasing
anti-Russian sanctions. The study's relevance lies in the Russian Federation's need to intensify
foreign trade and investment cooperation with friendly states under the current circumstanc-
es. The research holds theoretical and practical significance for understanding the character-
istics, challenges, and future development of bilateral trade relations with Gulf states.

The article aims to analyze the current state of mutual trade between the Russian Federation
and GCC countries from 2000 to 2021 and identify the main factors influencing the dynamics
and effectiveness of this trade. It establishes that trade and economic cooperation between
both sides are founded on a stable objective basis, characterized by similarities and prox-
imity in economic potential levels between the Russian Federation and the GCC countries
as a collective business entity, considering individual country characteristics. The economic
foundations and mutual benefits remain a priority for further cooperation. Trade volumes,
both in goods and services, have shown steady growth, particularly in the past 5-6 years,
although there are significant differentiations among countries. The United Arab Emirates
(UAE) remains Russia's primary trading partner within the GCC. However, trade flows between
Russia and the UAE, as well as other Gulf states, are imbalanced, with Russian exports to the
Arabian monarchies significantly exceeding imports from the region. The commodity struc-
ture of bilateral trade also requires improvement, offering opportunities for both parties to
enhance efficiency. The author suggests that future efforts should focus on developing trade
in areas that contribute to economic diversification, the establishment of foundations for
"green energy" and other promising sectors, and continuous enhancement of the regulatory
framework for cooperation.

The analysis draws on data from the UNCTAD international database, ensuring the formula-
tion of reliable and well-founded conclusions. The research utilizes various methods, includ-
ing comparative analysis, statistical analysis, factor analysis, as well as historical, institutional,
and causal approaches.

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Abstract: The paper examines the factors that contribute to the outperformance of
mutual funds in relation to the market, with a particular emphasis on the macroeco-
nomic indicators as the key variables of interest. The paper begins by providing a com-
prehensive literature review on various factors that can impact the performance of mu-
tual funds. The discussion encompasses a wide range of topics, including skill presence,
diseconomies of scale, and other challenges associated with generating excess returns
for investors.

In the second part of the paper, an empirical analysis is conducted using actively man-
aged US mutual funds to establish a relationship between fund performance and mac-
ro-variables, specifically focusing on term and credit spreads. Furthermore, the study
considers different returns on positive and negative changes in spreads. The sample
consists of funds that primarily invest in various sectors within the United States, with
the Standard and Poor's 500 (S&P 500) serving as the benchmark. To assess the perfor-
mance of funds with active strategies, panel data models are applied, with the excess
return over the benchmark as the dependent variable. Different subperiods, includ-
ing the financial crisis and the COVID-19 period, are examined. Notably, the impact of
variables during the pandemic period differs significantly from other subperiods. The
findings indicate that positive and negative changes in the spread between corporate
bond yields have significant and positive effects across almost all periods, which has
practical implications for potential investors. It suggests that active professional portfo-
lio managers have been successful in uncertain periods. To control for external shocks
and funds' cross-correlation, double-clustered standard errors are employed, and a se-
ries of robustness checks confirm the stability of the results.

or potential investors, the question of whether to opt for active or passive man-
agement poses a considerable complexity. Traditionally, active management
is represented by mutual funds, while passive management is associated with

stock indices. The prevailing notion that actively managed funds fail to outperform
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the benchmark has garnered support from numerous researchers, including seminal
works such as Jensen (1968), Fama (1970), Malkiel (1995), Gruber (1996), and Carhart
(1997), as well as more recent studies like Crane and Crotty (2018).

Jensen's pioneering work in 1968 found no evidence to support the notion that
superior returns are typically followed by sustained market outperformance (Jensen
1968). Malkiel's study on the return on investment in equity mutual funds over a 20-
year period similarly failed to identify stability in the fund results (Malkiel 1995). Fan
and Lin (2020) concluded that the equity market has become increasingly efficient in
the past decade. These findings align with the idea that actively managed funds strug-
gle to consistently outperform the market.

However, an opposing perspective is presented in several other papers, such as
Goetzmann and Ibbotson (1994), Cremers and Peajisto (2009), Berk and van Bins-
bergen (2015), and Kurbatskii (2022). These authors challenge the efficient market
hypothesis and, through various means, provide evidence of managerial skills. For
instance, Daniel et al. (1997) demonstrated that mutual funds achieve returns equiva-
lent to the fees charged. Chen et al. (2000) found that funds investing in growing assets
are more likely to exhibit management's ability to identify areas with superior returns.
Wermers and Smith (2003) showed that funds with high asset turnover outperformed
the S&P 500 from 1975 to 1994. Dahlquist et al. (2000) arrived at similar conclusions
when analyzing Swedish funds.

Artamonov et al. (2020) have provided empirical evidence to support the notion
that mutual funds' performance is influenced not only by internal characteristics but
also by external factors. Their study focused on examining the impact of government
bond yields on the excess returns of US mutual funds, incorporating various micro-
variables as explanatory factors. By utilizing a sample from the Centre for Research in
Security Prices (CRSP) database, which encompassed 376 US funds spanning from
2006 to 2017, the researchers concluded that the yield of US government bonds sig-
nificantly influenced the mutual fund alpha. Specifically, their hypothesis that mutual
funds tend to outperform the market during periods of rising long-term government
bond rates was confirmed.

Our research is inspired by several related studies, including the works of Pastor
and Stambaugh (2012) and Kacperczyk et al. (2014). Pastor and Stambaugh docu-
mented the time-varying nature of skill in active asset management, highlighting that
managers exhibit stock-picking abilities during favorable market conditions, while
demonstrating better market-timing skills in unfavorable times. Banegas et al. (2018)
investigated the relationship between monetary policy shocks and mutual fund per-
formance using data spanning from 2000 to 2017. They revealed that monetary policy
can exert a direct and persistent effect on the US mutual fund industry. While Goyal
and Welch (2008) and Rapach et al. (2010) considered a broad range of macro vari-
ables to predict stock index returns, the factors examined in their studies may not
necessarily overlap with those influencing relative fund performance. Therefore, our
research question diverges significantly from theirs.
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The primary objective of our research is to analyze both micro and macro factors
that can facilitate or hinder mutual funds in their pursuit to outperform the market.
By exploring these factors, we aim to enhance our understanding of the complexities
surrounding mutual fund performance relative to the broader market.

Micro-approach for substantiating the performance of mutual funds

Researchers are also concerned with the factors that can influence the relative per-
formance of mutual funds in relation to the market. Nearly all studies dedicated to
fund performance investigate the specific characteristics of funds as potentially crucial
determinants of future profitability. An analysis of fund performance that fails to con-
sider the micro-level approach would be deemed incomplete.

Among the various factors examined in studies on mutual funds, the "size of a
fund" emerges as a subject of extensive discussion. Typically measured by the total net
assets, fund size is perhaps the most widely explored variable in this domain. Large
funds possess significant negotiating power due to their operation across a broader
range of assets and management of substantial trading volumes. Additionally, they
are able to offer services with lower commission payments owing to the magnitude of
their transactional activities. Large funds enjoy several advantages over their smaller
counterparts. Firstly, they can distribute costs across a more extensive asset base and
have greater resources for market analysis. Managers of large funds can capitalize on
investment projects that are simply inaccessible to smaller funds. However, large funds
also encounter certain challenges and problems for the management company. The
scale of investment opportunities represents a key factor for sustainability of results.
While small funds tend to concentrate on a limited number of investment positions,
large funds strive to maintain their leading positions by actively seeking new promis-
ing opportunities in the stock market. Consequently, the effects of utilizing managerial
skills begin to blur, leading to diminished economies of scale. For instance, Cremers
and Peajisto (2009) demonstrated that small funds are more likely to employ active
investment strategies, whereas large funds tend to exhibit a more passive approach.
Furthermore, the execution of large transactions by these funds garners substantial at-
tention from competitors in the stock exchange, thereby creating risks of diminishing
the expected return on investment, as other funds emulate the strategies of prominent
players and vie for a share of the final profit. This phenomenon, referred to as the li-
quidity constraint hypothesis, was identified by Chen et al. (2004).

Grinblatt and Titman (1989) conducted several studies and found a mixed impact
of fund size on returns. In contrast, Chen et al. (2004) demonstrated that fund size
has a negative effect on returns, particularly among funds investing in small and il-
liquid assets, indicating that liquidity is the primary driver of this adverse impact. The
authors also highlighted organizational issues within larger funds. Pollet and Wilson
(2008) supported Chen et al. (2004) by attributing the decline in profitability resulting
from fund consolidation to the challenge of scaling the investment strategy correctly,
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primarily due to liquidity constraints. They concluded that when funds experience
significant inflows from investors, managers tend to increase their positions propor-
tionally rather than diversifying the portfolio with new assets.

Ferreira et al. (2013) also found that smaller funds tend to outperform, but the
dispersion of returns increases with the size of the fund's assets. Similar findings were
observed by Dahlquist et al. (2000) for Swedish mutual funds investing in stocks,
where a negative relationship between returns and fund size was identified. On the
other hand, Chen et al. (2004) revealed that network size has a positive impact on fund
performance due to economies of scale. Ferreira et al. (2013) further concluded that
network size has a statistically significant positive effect on the performance of mutual
funds, both in the US and in other countries. Additionally, funds with the best results
are more frequently managed by larger companies.

The age of a fund reflects its ability to thrive in a competitive environment by lev-
eraging managerial expertise. This characteristic can impact performance in various
ways. Some researchers argue that younger funds are more motivated to generate high
returns in order to establish themselves in the market. Conversely, others contend that
the shorter lifespan of younger funds can be a disadvantage, as they may face higher
costs and lack sufficient experience in portfolio management during their formative
stages. Furthermore, due to their smaller size, new funds are more vulnerable to ma-
nipulations of returns and ratings.

The debate surrounding the micro-approach is valuable in exploring the underly-
ing causes of mutual fund insolvency. Specifically, a significant number of researchers
argue that the fees charged to investors when joining a fund have a consistently nega-
tive effect on returns. However, an alternative hypothesis suggests that higher fees may
serve as an indicator of more skilled and successful asset management. The relation-
ship between mutual fund returns and expenses, which encompass management fees,
is believed to be rooted in the concept of commissions as an indirect payment from
investors to fund managers for their services. The influence of this parameter is subject
to varying interpretations among researchers.

Within a sample of US funds, several authors have identified a negative associa-
tion between commissions and both net returns (excluding commissions) and gross
returns (including commissions). However, the impact of commissions on profitability
is not universally agreed upon. Some researchers, such as Ferreira et al. (2013), have
concluded that the effect of commissions on fund performance is not statistically sig-
nificant.

Figure 1 illustrates the performance trends
of the S&P 500 Pure Value and S&P 500 Pure Growth indices since the beginning of
the year. The Value segment primarily consists of companies from cyclical industries
that have been significantly affected by the COVID-19 pandemic. Value stocks are
characterized by low valuations based on multiples such as P/E, P/S, P/B, and EV/
EBITDA, and they consistently trade below the market average. This segment includes
industries such as banks, energy, metals and mining, and industrials. These sectors
form the core components of value indexes, such as the S&P 500 Pure Value index,
which comprises financials (21%), consumer discretionary (18%), communication
services (12%), and five other sectors (each at 8%), including industrials and materi-
als, which are particularly cyclical, as well as technology companies that can also be
considered cyclical based on their inclusion in the index (such as Western Digital, HP
Inc, Micron, and Intel). On the other hand, defensive stocks, mostly in the HealthCare,
Consumer Staples, and Utilities sectors, tend to belong to the quality category.

It is worth noting that value stocks outperformed the S&P 500 in 2022, primarily
due to the overweight allocation in energy and underweight allocation in the technol-
ogy sector. In contrast, the Growth segment is dominated by technology company
stocks, which have been perceived as beneficiaries of the crisis. The divergence in per-
formance between Value and Growth in 2020 was the most significant since the peak
of the Internet bubble in 2000. This substantial gap, particularly prior to November 9
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when news of the Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 vaccine's effectiveness emerged, posed
significant challenges for value-oriented funds in outperforming the benchmark, even
with highly talented and skilled managers. The situation slightly improved in early
November when the Value segment regained approximately 10% against the Growth
segment within a couple of weeks.

In the subsequent section, we propose utilizing both the macro and micro ap-
proaches to examine mutual fund performance, employing panel data models to esti-
mate the impact of various variables on funds' excess returns.

Empirical research

We compiled a sample of 668 US funds by utilizing data from Bloomberg Ter-
minal covering the period from 2006 to 2020. Our sample exclusively includes active
funds, and we excluded funds with high correlation to the benchmark. However, the
determination of a fund's activity level is a broad topic that we do not delve into in this
study. Various methods exist for measuring activity level (Meier, Rombouts 2009), but
they all necessitate access to data on mutual fund portfolio structures, which is often
limited or restricted (Frank et al. 2014).

Sample selection

The funds included in our sample satisfied the following criteria:

« Open-end funds.

+ Investment portfolio assets consist of equity securities.

o Investment goals fell under the categories of Value, Blend, or Growth.

o Large, mid, or small in terms of market orientation.

« Benchmark - S&P 500.

+ Country of domicile - US.

o Index funds, highly specialized funds (such as industry funds), and funds with
substantial investments in other assets were excluded.

o Funds with different life periods were included to avoid survivorship bias.

Investors and managers typically compare their performance to an official bench-
mark, which is why we used this benchmark as the dependent variable. We specifically
considered funds with the S&P 500 as the benchmark and manually filtered the sample
to exclude funds with different investment strategies. We also examined the correla-
tion and removed funds with either very high or very low correlation, as they would
not accurately represent broad market funds despite having the declared benchmark.
It was crucial to ensure a valid comparison between our sample and the S&P 500 in
order to accurately analyze and assess excess returns.

Our primary objective is to investigate the factors that influence a fund's perfor-
mance relative to the benchmark. Therefore, we do not consider "alpha,” which ac-
counts for risk adjustment, as there is insufficient evidence to suggest that higher re-
turns compensate for higher risk in the stock market. The focus of this paper is to
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evaluate managers' ability to outperform the market, taking into account funds with a
risk level similar to that of the market. Additionally, we believe that long-term process-
es need to be understood, and the level of risk, as calculated by the alpha coefficient, is
highly dependent on the investment horizon.

Furthermore, the majority of investors primarily assess the success of a fund based
on its income relative to the benchmark, without considering the level of risk involved.
Notably, this criterion of relative risk level is not utilized by S&P Indices Versus Active
(SPIVA) and Morningstar in their evaluations of the number of funds that outper-
form the benchmark. Stock market indices comprise assets that are readily traded on
the stock exchange. As a result, the assets included in the market portfolio, such as
Exchange Traded Funds (ETFs), index mutual funds, and other derivatives that offer
lower costs for investors, serve as the most apparent and direct alternatives to mutual
funds. Mutual funds and market indices have traditionally been seen as competitors
for potential investments.

Variables

Now let's examine the chosen variables, which were selected based on the afore-
mentioned literature review. It is important to note that we did not incorporate the
fund's lifetime as a factor since it is typically a formal feature. A fund could exist for
20 years without any significant assets and then experience substantial growth due to
a couple of successful years, or vice versa. Regarding the fund's size, we decided to in-
clude it in our models due to the conflicting findings from previous studies.

To elucidate the variations in the funds' excess returns, we included the following
micro- and macro-variables:

- Spread between the logarithm of the fund's return and the logarithm of the
S&P 500 return, referred to as "excess.return” (as the dependent variable).

- Spread between the 10-Year Treasury Constant Maturity Rate and the Three-
Month Treasury Bill rate, denoted as “spread.tres.”

- Spread between Moody's Aaa Corporate Bond Yield and Moody's Seasoned
Baa Corporate Bond Yield, denoted as “spread.moodys.”

- Style, represented as a factor with three levels: Blend, Growth, and Value.

- Fund expense ratio, indicated as “expr.”

- Fund marginal stated fee, indicated as "fee.”

- Fund turnover, denoted as "turn.”

- Percentage of top 10 holdings, referred to as "TopTen."

- Fund's total assets, denoted as “size.”

Regarding the spreads, we consider both positive and negative changes over a spe-
cific period and separately analyze the returns associated with these changes.
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Hypotheses

Now let's outline the main hypotheses of the study:

a) The spread between long-term and short-term interest rates is a significant fac-
tor in determining the mutual fund's excess return, which is the difference between the
fund's return and the benchmark return.

b) The spread between corporate bond yields, serving as an indicator of sensitiv-
ity to risk, has a positive impact on fund performance.

Previous research does not appear to have incorporated all of these variables, al-
though Campello et al. (2008) did consider corporate bond yields to construct firm-
specific measures of expected equity returns. Regarding the other variables, based on
the literature review, we anticipate observing negative signs for the expense ratio, fund
fee, and turnover, while positive coefficients are expected for the percentage of top 10
holdings and the fund’s total assets.

Descriptive statistics
Table 1 contains basic descriptive statistics for the funds’ characteristics.

For the Style factor, there were 266 Blend funds, 124 Growth funds and 166 Value
funds.

Model definition

We employed a panel data approach to analyze the fund excess return, utilizing
time series data for the S&P 500 and interest rates, as well as cross-sectional data for
other variables. The study covered the period from December 2005 to July 2020, with
data collected on a monthly basis. It is worth noting that the characteristics of the
funds remained relatively stable over time.

To estimate the relationship, we employed a panel regression model in the follow-
ing form, where A represents the first difference in time:

Here Atand A- denote the positive and negative changes over a period respec-
tively, e.g. At(spread.tres)=max(A(spread.tres),0) and A-(spread.tres)=
min(A(spread. tres),0).

x; = (Style, expr, fee, turn, TopTen,log(size)) is the vector of the fund charac-
teristics. Since regressors in x; are constant over time, the coeflicients y could not be
estimated for fixed effects (FE) panel regression. Therefore, only pooling and random
effects (RE) regressions were considered.

To perform a robustness check, the models were considered on the following time
subperiods:

o Dec 2005 - Nov 2007

o Dec 2007 - Jun 2009
Jul 2009 — Jan 2020
Dec 2005 - Jan 2020 (excluding the COVID-19 pandemic period)

Feb 2020 - Jul 2020

o Dec 2005 - Jul 2020 (whole time interval)

These specific subperiods were selected in consideration of the recessions that oc-
curred in the United States: 2008-2009, characterized by a recession and accommoda-
tive monetary policy, and 2020, marked by another recession. During recessions, the
relationship between bonds and stocks may undergo changes as investors become con-
cerned about the current state of the economy, and expectations for recovery from the
recession impact profitability (lower yield in times of economic distress). In periods of
relative stability, the yield is influenced by various factors, including inflation, supply
and demand dynamics for bonds, economic indicators, banking sector conditions, ac-
tions and statements from the Federal Reserve, as well as external and internal policies.

Diagnostic tests

Diagnostic tests were based on Bera, Sosa-Escudero and Yoon robust tests for
AR(1) serial correlation and for Res (Bera et al. 2001). The results of tests are presented
in Tables 2 and 3.

Model estimation

For all periods, we have evidence for serial correlation. Individual effects are sig-
nificant only in the period Jul 2009 - Jan 2020. Table 4 therefore presents pooling
model for all periods except the period Jul 2009 - Jan 2020. To control common exter-
nal shocks and correlation across funds we used double-clustered standard errors by
Driscoll & Kraay.

Based on these results, the following empirical conclusions can be drawn at a sig-
nificance level of 5%:

o The positive change in the spread between long-term and short-term US gov-
ernment Treasury bond yields is a significant factor in the periods from July 2009 to
January 2020 and from February 2020 to July 2020. The impact is positive in the period
from July 2009 to January 2020 and negative in the period from February 2020 to July
2020.

« The negative change in the spread between long-term and short-term US gov-
ernment Treasury bond yields is a significant factor only in the period from February
2020 to July 2020.
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 The positive change in the spread between corporate bond yields is positive
and significant in all periods except from July 2009 to January 2020. The strongest
positive impact on excess return was observed in the period from December 2005 to
November 2007.

o The negative change in the spread between corporate bond yields is positive
and significant in the periods from December 2005 to January 2020, from February
2020 to July 2020, and across the entire time range. The strongest positive impact on
excess return was observed in the period from February 2020 to July 2020.

o The management style StyleGrowth is significant and positive only in the pe-
riod from February 2020 to July 2020. It can be concluded that in the extraordinary
situation of 2020, investors who preferred growth stocks outperformed the market
regardless of their skills. The management style StyleValue is significant and negative
in the periods from July 2009 to January 2020, from February 2020 to July 2020, and
across the entire time range.

o The variable expr is significant and negative in the period from December 2005
to January 2020 and across the entire time range.

o The variable fee is positive and insignificant in all subperiods.

o The variable TopTen is positive and significant only in the period of the finan-
cial crisis from December 2007 to June 2009.

o The variable turn is significant in the periods from July 2009 to January 2020,
from December 2005 to January 2020, and across the entire time range.

o The variable size is positive and significant in the periods from December 2005
to November 2007, from July 2009 to January 2020, and from February 2020 to July
2020.

Possible applications

The significance and overall positivity of the credit spreads for active managers
validate their ability to generate profits during periods of market uncertainty. Based
on the significance of the term spread during the COVID-19 subperiod, the practical
implications of the findings can be summarized as follows:

1. Equity fund managers should adjust their portfolios in anticipation of signifi-
cant changes in the US Treasury (UST) market.

2. Although our analysis focuses on equity funds, it does not imply that the find-
ings are limited to this specific type of fund. If we had access to a list of hedge funds
that exclusively invest in stocks, we would include them as well. However, the appli-
cability of our findings extends to other funds that also invest in stocks. Large hedge
funds typically have multiple management teams specializing in different areas such as
stocks, bonds, options, etc. Therefore, the research findings can be of interest to stock
managers who can draw relevant conclusions. Hedge funds or balanced funds can uti-
lize UST instruments to hedge their stock investments and mitigate the impact of stock
market fluctuations.
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Robustness checks

We conducted several robustness checks by examining different specifications.
Given that the spreads are identical for all funds, we did not include panel regressions
with two-way effects. Similar to the previous section, each regression in the series was
fitted on the same subperiods. The following tables present the estimation results for a
specific set of models.

We observe that the significance and the signs of spreads’ effects do not change
with respect to the baseline model.

Discussion and conclusion

The significant impacts of spreads on the excess return can be explained through
various channels. Typically, declining yields indicate economic slowdown or concerns
in the market, leading investors to shift from risky stocks to defensive ones. It is as-
sumed that equity funds tend to have a chronic underweight position in defensive
stocks compared to the benchmark. Defensive stocks are generally more expensive
and may generate lower returns in the long run compared to riskier stocks. Manag-
ers may have a tendency to buy popular stocks, as they can yield significant gains (or
losses), and it is easier to market portfolios with such shares to clients. Thus, all else
being equal, declining yields or prolonged periods of low yields are expected to have a
negative impact on the performance of funds relative to the benchmark.

Low yields in the bond market can push bond investors towards the stock market
in search of higher returns above inflation. However, these investors often lack ex-
pertise in individual stock selection and instead invest in the entire market through
exchange-traded funds (ETFs). This results in a substantial influx of funds into ETFs,
particularly into shares of the largest companies that form the core holdings of such
funds. This influx complicates the task for active investors, as they primarily invest in
other stocks with the goal of outperforming the benchmark.

In 2022, inflation has been on the rise globally, accompanied by increasing in-
terest rates. Investors have started shifting towards companies with stable cash flow,
even if they are relatively expensive. Notably, technology giants like Apple, Microsoft,
and Alphabet have remained resilient in the technology sector while other stocks have
experienced significant declines since the beginning of the year. However, as these
three companies hold a significant weight in the NASDAQ index, which active fund
managers cannot replicate, all 20 major US active technology funds that we track have
underperformed the benchmark. It is important to note that this is a localized effect.

The shape of the US Treasury (UST) curve can be viewed as an indicator of inves-
tors' risk appetite, making it meaningful to consider the spread between corporate
bonds (Baa-rated according to Moody's) and risk-free Aaa-rated bonds. We observe
that this spread has a significant impact on the excess return of actively managed funds.
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Regarding the applicability of our research to Russia, the situation is uncertain due
to the dominant participation of individual investors on the Moscow Exchange. The
share of institutional investors in Russia is relatively small on a global scale. Therefore,
it remains an open question whether our findings hold true for individual investors in
Russia. Further data accumulation in the current market realities will help shed light
on this matter.

In conclusion, we find that the spread between 10-year and three-month bonds
has an impact on the excess returns of actively managed funds during the COVID-19
period. Several factors may contribute to this effect. When the spread narrows and the
US Treasury (UST) curve flattens, defensive stocks tend to outperform the riskier seg-
ment of the market. It is possible that the negative results observed among managers
during this period stem from their portfolios being underweight in defensive stocks.
This finding has practical implications. While our analysis focused on a refined sample
of equity funds that typically do not take long or short positions in bonds, there are
many mixed funds and hedge funds that invest in both stocks and bonds. These funds
have the ability to hedge their alpha through positions in US Treasuries. Additionally,
active funds can utilize leveraged ETFs on long Treasury bonds as a means to hedge al-
pha. Since such ETFs are considered equities, it allows funds to align with their invest-
ment mandates. The understanding that excess returns are influenced by spread move-
ments can serve as a catalyst for adjusting management strategies within portfolios.
