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Abstract: The COVID-19 pandemic exposed the critical problems of the structure not only of
the modern health system but also of the role of the state in managing socio-economic pro-
cesses, government institutions, and their ability to ensure the safety and well-being of the
population in conditions of the practical economic shutdown, self-isolation of citizens and
ultra-high mobilization of state administrative resources to ensure a full-scale fight against
the spread of the virus. Inherent human rights and freedoms were limited to effectively
counter the coronavirus, which would have been difficult to imagine even a few months be-
fore the pandemic outbreak. Arguments about the gradual decline of the role of the state in
the organization of the management of socio-economic processes against the background
of the strengthening of civil society institutions also lost their significance, as only the state
was able to organize a centralized mobilization of resources to counter the mass threat to
public health. These questions lead to a revision of the traditional axiology of Western so-
ciety, based on the primacy of individualism and the atomization of society — approaches
that the Roman Catholic Church has traditionally opposed, which in its doctrine is based on
the concept of the common good. As the world's largest confession, Catholicism retains its
influence over a wide range of people in many of the leading countries of the modern West.
The church's social doctrine is traditionally perceived, both by Catholics themselves and by
various associations of citizens, as an ethical basis for organizing the life of society. The paper
analyzes the development of the social doctrine of the Catholic Church after the outbreak of
the pandemic in the context of both its perception of the coronavirus itself and the neces-
sary measures to combat it and its position on the post-ovoid structure of the world. The Pa-
pal encyclicals, messages, and speeches, which reflect the official position of the Vatican, are
of crucial importance. As a possible way to overcome the crisis, the Vatican offers the classic
principles for the social teaching of the Catholic Church-solidarity and subsidiarity, which
require, on the one hand, the subjectivity of society and the decentralization of power.

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Abstract: The article is devoted to the discussion of the role of postcolonial/decolonial cri-
tigue and its contribution to the theory of international relations. Intersecting with multiple
disciplines and area studies, the postcolonial/decolonial critique offers a broad view not
only on the cultural heritage of colonialism/imperialism as such, but also on the more com-
plex and multifaceted challenges facing international relations — the coloniality of power
and geopolitics of knowledge — and conditions of their emergence.

Postcolonial/decolonial approaches foster critical engagement with Eurocentric narratives
in social sciences, countering teleological or linear representations of modernity. Despite its
importance, postcolonial/decolonial thought penetrated the theory of international rela-
tions rather late. The two fields of intellectual quest have developed not only separately,
but they have often diverged in their very epistemological constitution. Based on a review
of an extensive literature, the author explores the links between the production of postco-
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lonial knowledge and the theory of international relations. Thus, the author illuminates the
problems of modern political science and international studies, on the one hand, and on
the other hand, emphasizes the need to make the theory of IR accessible to a variety of new
global perspectives. The formation of integrative approaches in the study of world politics
should provide a new consolidation of both political science and international studies and a
productive interaction of these areas of knowledge.

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Abstract: The article discusses an essential dimension of modern diaspora research related

to the functional status of diasporas in contemporary armed conflicts. The conventional
point of view is that diasporas can only act as the “third party” of the conflict by either con-
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tributing to the deepening of the contradictions between the opposing parties or acting as
an intermediary between them.

In theoretical terms, the author relies on the concept of “new” or network wars (netwars)
and tries to demonstrate that there are the prerequisites for more active involvement of
diasporas in armed conflicts at the structural level of modern world political processes. To
identify the structural requirements for such participation, the author turns to the analysis
of two cases.

The first case is the emergence and functioning of the 1st Polish Corps in 1917-1918 in Rus-
sia, which was formed when the Polish population of Russia was separated from their ter-
ritory of origin as a result of the First World War. An analysis of the documents shows that
the leadership of the corps quite clearly evaded political subordination to the Russian au-
thorities and retained only military subordination, implying that the task of this unit was to
participate in the restoration of Polish statehood.

The second case is the genesis and evolution of the “Secret Army” of General Wang Pao in
Laos in 1960-1974. This unit played an essential role in the Civil War in Laos, as it managed
to restrain the onslaught of the superior forces of the Patet Lao Front and troops from North
Vietnam. Such long-term participation in hostilities was made possible thanks to US special
services' logistical and technical support.

The two case studies allow us to conclude that there were armed units in previous historical
periods with a clear diaspora component: they made a significant contribution to the overall
dynamics of the confrontation between major parties to the conflict. This experience helps
analyze contemporary conflicts with the diaspora component, especially in the context of
the gradual erosion of power resources in world politics. The participation of diasporas in
armed conflicts outside the “third party” framework is associated with the achievement of
several conditions, both internal and external ones.

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Abstract: The article uses the constructivist securitization concept to analyze the European
Economic Community (EEC), and the European Union (EU) approaches to ensuring energy
security. It seeks to establish whether the energy supply has been securitized within the
European integration process and if so when it happened. The literature review does not
give a definitive and comprehensive answer to this question which is essential for all the
history of the EEC and the EU. The authors of this study use an extensive documentary da-
tabase available on the EU websites. They established that for the EEC/EU the energy policy
securitization is a long-lasting ongoing process that came into being in 1973. Within the
European integration, the securitization is justified by the dependency of the member states
on the imported energy resources, which is regarded through the prism of securing reliable,
affordable, and (since 2000s) environmentally sustainable supply. The authors identified two
waves of energy supply securitization in the EEC/EU. The first wave was triggered by the oil
embargo of the OPEC Arab countries and, generally, the world oil crisis of 1973-1974. The
second wave of the 2000s and 2010s was triggered by the Russian-Ukrainian gas conflicts of
2006 and 2009 and the sharp deterioration of Russian-Ukrainian relations in 2014. For both
waves, the Commission was the main ‘securitizing actor. However, during the second wave,
the European Parliament, some EU countries, and even the United States made their own
‘securitizing moves'. The ‘audience’ (EEC/EU countries) expressed its opinion towards the
‘securitizing moves’ through the European Council and the Council decisions. The research
conclusions can be useful for a profound scientific explanation of the EU energy policy as
well as for the operationalization of the securitization concept
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Abstract: Central Asia's importance in Turkish foreign policy has begun to rise since the
beginning of the 2010s. Turkey determines its regional policy in the conception of the
Turkic world, including Azerbaijan. With this regard, Turkey pays particular attention to
the institutionalization of bilateral relations with the regional states. The most success-
ful measure in that direction is the establishment of the Turkic Council. This integration
project marks significant progress for the institutionalization of Turkey's Central Asian
policy. Turkey is one of the non-regional actors affecting the Central Asian balance of
power. However, it has limited influence on regional security and military affairs, which
Russia dominates. Turkey is only a secondary non-regional actor in Central Asia. There-
fore, it primarily structures its Central Asian policy using common historical and cultural
elements. In this study, we investigate whether Turkey has a long-term project in Cen-
tral Asia. For this purpose, we explore the restrictions of Turkish policy in Central Asia.
After that, we compare Turkey's importance for the foreign policies of Central Asian
states. Additionally, we evaluate Turkey's interest in non-Western organizations such as
the Eurasian Economic Union and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization to transform
Turkish foreign policy priorities in recent years. Finally, we show that Turkey has a policy
toward Central Asia but not a fully-fledged project for the region.

fter the collapse of the Soviet Union, modern Central Asia has become a

significant region that affects regional and international politics. As a re-

sult, central Asia is a center at the intersection of regional and global
projects.

The region has rich energy resources. Their transportation to other countries raises

the importance of Central Asia in energy politics. On the other hand, security threats
such as fundamentalism and drug trafficking, which come from Afghanistan, desta-
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bilize the region and strengthen local regimes at the same time. In this framework,
non-regional states devise various policies and create integration projects in politi-
cal, military, economic, ideological, and cultural spheres. Undoubtedly, their purpose
here is to increase their influence on regional development and use regional energy
resources. Thus, it turns Central Asia into a region of power struggle (Nadtochey and
Safranchuk 2019).

Currently, the main non-regional actors in Central Asia are China, Russia, and the
USA. Secondary actors in the region are Turkey, Iran, some Arab and European coun-
tries, Japan, South Korea, and India. The influence of the countries listed in the second
group on the balance of power in political and military-security fields in Central Asia
remains limited. That group of states mainly strives to develop bilateral economic re-
lations, focusing on building cultural and educational ties. In this way, they seek to
contribute to the regional states' national identity-building processes.

Turkey is one of the secondary actors in the balance of power in Central Asia. It
has cultural, religious, and linguistic ties with Central Asian people. Therefore, Central
Asia is one of the areas where Turkey's regional power ambitions can rise. However, it
is questionable whether Turkey can realize its regional policy.

Following this puzzle, we formulate our research question in the following way:
which factors shape Turkey's role in Central Asia?

At this point, we propose two possible perspectives that help us to answer the re-
search question. The first is to determine the position of Turkey in Central Asia. The
second perspective is the evaluation of what Turkey's Central Asian policy means for
Central Asian states. Besides, it is necessary to analyze Turkey's integration policy, the
Turkic Council initiative, Turkey's interest in Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU), and
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) in changing Turkey's foreign policy priori-
ties in recent years.

The theoretical paradigm guiding our argument is neorealism. We study Turk-
ish foreign policy as a behavior of a rational actor that seeks to guarantee its survival
and secure its interests (Mearsheimer 1994). In this paradigm, institutions are mainly
viewed as instruments of states that seek to increase their capabilities and influence
other actors (Mearsheimer 1994). We also acknowledge that the behavior of states in
world politics is guided by changes in the structure of international relations, includ-
ing the actions of other states and entities (Waltz 1979). We will show that current
Turkish foreign policy uses a pragmatic approach accompanied by the exploitation of
institutions as agents of its influence.

We use case study as the primary methodological tool to answer the research ques-
tion. This method implies a qualitative approach to studying holistic phenomena with
observational evidence (Gerring 2007). Our study relies on an in-depth description and
interpretation of the available evidence to understand current transformation trends
and limitations of Turkish foreign policy. Additionally, we use comparative analysis to
evaluate Turkey's position in the region compared to other important regional actors.
It would help us to study how Turkey presents itself in the regional balance of power.
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The main research narrative on Turkey's foreign policy in Central Asia has changed
quite drastically since the republics' independence. Some of the early works in the field
viewed the collapse of the USSR as the possibility for Turkey to use its cultural and
ethnic ties with the Central Asian republic to gain additional influence in the region
(Mozaffari 1997; Sayari 2000). Although up to the end of the 1990s and in the early
2000s, Turkey did not prioritize the region. At that time, scholars portrayed Turkey's
foreign policy in Central Asia as contingent on developing its relationship with the EU
and NATO (Aydin 1996, 2004; Mozaftari 1997; Weitz 2006).

The re-emergence of Russia and the rise of China limited Turkey's opportuni-
ties to promote its interests in Central Asia. The soft power that Turkey actively used
during the first years of the independence of Central Asian republics seemed to be
outbalanced by the significant military and economic capabilities of other actors in the
region. This trend was also captured in the literature. Some scholars highlighted the
failure of the strategy of pan-Turkism and the re-orientation of Turkish foreign policy
towards more practical goals. To some extent, this pragmatism implied that Turkey
became a neutral player in the region and prioritized economic relations (Duarte 2013;
Zeeshan 2013; Ivanova 2019). This new approach to foreign policy was attributed to
Ahmet Davutoglu. He was the minister of foreign affairs during the early 2010s and
his policy of "zero problems” with neighboring countries (Safonkina 2014). Under this
new approach, Turkey used soft power to build new multilateral institutions and har-
ness cooperation in such spheres as science, education, and business (Safonkina 2014).

In some studies, scholars suggest that Turkey should look beyond common iden-
tity issues and interact with other significant regional powers more actively (Efe Ca-
man, Akyurt 2011; Hakan 2010). This view appears to be more realistic as it proposes
concentrating on the structure of the regional power balance.

It is also important to mention that Turkey has not abandoned its grand cultural
projects altogether. On the contrary, some authors highlight that the ideology of Neo-
Ottomanism could be re-emerging as a significant factor that guides its interaction
with neighbors (Mehdiev 2016).

Our work follows current trends in the literature that study the changing role of
Turkey in the region. We review Turkey's foreign policy in the region as mainly dic-
tated by its interests and find evidence of this in the available sources. Additionally,
as in some studies discussed above, we also highlight some additional possibilities
for Turkey if it tries to participate in Eurasian multilateral institutions such as SCO
or EEU.

Limits of Turkey's Central Asian Policy

By the end of the Cold War, political instabilities and security risks in the near
abroad of Turkey determine not only the Turkish foreign policy priorities but also its
relations with the great powers. Accordingly, the Balkans, the Caucasus, the Middle
East are among unstable regions in Turkey's neighborhood.
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In this context, the US military intervention in Iraq in 2003, the Russian-Georgian
War in 2008, the so-called ‘the Arab Spring' in the Middle East (its evolution into
a civil war in Syria), and finally, tensions between Turkey and Greece in the East-
ern Mediterranean Sea have shaped Turkish foreign policy in the last 20 years. These
dynamics bear some limitations on the continuity of Turkish policy in Central Asia.
Turkey spends most of its foreign policy resources to regulate crises in those unstable
regions. Notwithstanding these issues, Turkey has still managed to increase its impor-
tance in Central Asia from the 2010s.

Turkey defines its Central Asian policy with the "Turkic World" approach. Thus,
Turkey focuses primarily on cultural, linguistic, and economic relations, on the har-
mony of expected benefits with Turkic-speaking countries. In this context, it is nec-
essary to put forward Turkey's Central Asian policy limits by evaluating them in the
context of political, economic, military, and cultural-educational fields.

Political Relations

According to the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Turkey's foreign policy pri-
orities in Central Asia are':

- Promoting stability and democratic values in the region by developing bilateral
and multilateral relations,

- Increasing the functioning of multilateral organizations such as the Turkish
Council, TURKSOY, TIKA,

- Increasing cooperation with countries in the region through such mechanisms as
economic commissions and high-level strategic cooperation councils,

- Maintaining economic support for the development of the countries of the region,

- Increasing economic investments in the region by improving economy and trade
relations.

Turkey's relations with Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan determine Turkey's presence
in Central Asia. The Kazakh-Turkish relations develop stably as compared to Turkey's
relations with other countries.

Turkey is also eager to institutionalize its relations with the countries of the re-
gion. For this purpose, during Nazarbayev's visit to Turkey in 2009, the parties signed
the Strategic Partnership Treaty and established the High-Level Strategic Cooperation
Council in 2012. Moreover, under the Council, the Joint Strategic Planning Group and
the Joint Economic Commission meetings proceed within bilateral relations.

Relations between Turkey and Uzbekistan deteriorated because Turkey sheltered
representatives of Uzbek opposition in the 1990s. Furthermore, Turkey has taken a
stand against Uzbekistan at the United Nations regarding the events in the Uzbek city

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of Andijan in 2005. The normalization process began when the minister of foreign
affairs, Ahmet Davutoglu, visited Uzbekistan in 2014. Since Shavkat Mirziyoyev was
president in 2016, a new era in bilateral relations has begun. The two countries have
established the High-Level Strategic Cooperation Council. In addition, Turkey and
Uzbekistan hold meetings within the Council of the Joint Economic Commission and
Joint Strategic Planning Group.

Turkey's relations with Kyrgyzstan, on the one hand, are generally stable. They
established The High-Level Strategic Cooperation Council as a mechanism of bilateral
relations in 2011. Moreover, political consultations proceed with the Joint Strategic
Planning Group meetings between ministers of foreign affairs. On the other hand,
between Turkmenistan and Turkey, bilateral relations primarily developed in the eco-
nomic field. From the 1990s to the current days, Turkey has become a significant trade
partner in the economy of Turkmenistan. Two states hold regular high-level meetings.
Besides, other meetings of different ministers regularly play an essential role in the
development of bilateral relations.

Finally, because of the civil war in Tajikistan during the 1990s, Turkey and Ta-
jikistan's bilateral relations began to develop in the 2000s. The visit of prime minister
Erdogan to this country in 2003 marks the beginning of a new era. In 2012, The Re-
public of Turkey and the Republic of Tajikistan signed The Joint Statement to establish
a Cooperation Council.

Turkey maintains positive relations with all states of the region, using bilateral
institutions to reinforce them.

Economic Relations

Given its geographical proximity to major energy routes, Turkey strives to play a
decisive role in energy transportation projects to Europe. Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan,
and Azerbaijan (a South Caucasus country) are the leading regional partners in Tur-
key's energy policy. There is no borderland between Turkey and Central Asia. There-
fore, the South Caucasus region is a trade route from Central Asia to Europe. From
the 1990s to the present day, different energy pipeline projects emerged, such as the
Baku - Tbilisi - Ceyhan oil pipeline (2006), the Trans-Anatolian Natural Gas Pipeline
(TANAP) in 2018, and the Baku - Thilisi - Kars railway (2017).

In parallel with the Turkish economy's steady growth from the 2000s (with an
average annual growth performance of 5.37% until 2020°), Central Asia has become a
significant region in Turkish economic policy. Turkey's bilateral trade with the coun-
tries of Central Asia has increased steadily. Between 2014 and 2018, Turkey exported
38.94 billion dollars to the countries of the region’. In 2018, Turkey's trade volume

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with Central Asian states was 6 billion dollars; it accounts for 15% of Turkey's total
foreign trade. In 2019, Turkey's total trade volume with the region was about $ 7 billion
(see Table 1). As can be seen from the table, Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are Turkey's
two largest trading partners in the region.

Nevertheless, the trade volume with these two countries alone in 2019 is as low
as about $ 4.7 billion. On the other hand, Turkish companies’ investments in Central
Asia have approached 15 billion dollars4. Moreover, many Turkish firms operate in the
region. While these companies' contracting assets have reached 86 billion dollars to
date, more than 4000 Turkish companies are working in Central Asia’.

Military Cooperation

Turkey is a secondary actor in the security and military fields of Central Asia.
Since the 1990s, Turkey has not found a foothold in the region to promote its mili-
tary agenda. For instance, in 1994, Turkey was mainly occupied with implementing
NATO's Partnership for Peace Program in Central Asia. However, as a secondary ac-
tor, Turkey provides limited financial assistance to countries in the region through
military cooperation agreements. For example, Turkey provided Uzbekistan with a 1.2
million grant in March 2002 and signed an agreement on counterterrorism in 2003
(Aydin 2013). Turkish military aid to Kyrgyzstan is totaling $13 million by 2013. Since
2010, Kazakh military students have started to study in Turkey. Besides, in 2005, Tur-
key provided military grants for military students from Kazakhstan (Aydin 2013).

Furthermore, Turkish and Kazakh defense industry companies ASELSAN and
Kazakhstan Engineering signed a $ 44 million worth agreement in 2012°. Turkey also
gives limited military grants to Kyrgyz military students. In addition, from time to
time, the Turkish army organizes training programs for Kyrgyz soldiers.

In general, Russia ensures the security needs of Central Asia. Russia has a military
presence in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan. It protects the security of the region

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and restricts the activities of an external actor in this area (Safranchuk 2019). In recent
years, China's military effectiveness in Central Asia also has increased. Although not
yet officially confirmed, there are claims that China has a military base in Tajikistan’.

Turkey's Soft Power

Turkey's soft power in Central Asia has been historically based on religious, lin-
guistic, and cultural elements. Turkey uses them to establish governmental organiza-
tions and educational institutions, promote the Turkish press, and broadcast media
in Central Asia. With this regard, Turkey's cultural influence in Central Asia remains
strong, and this is mainly due to the state policy of those Central Asian ruling elites
who want to distance themselves from Russia (Malysheva 2017).

Turkey's soft power policies in Central Asia have developed in several areas. For
this purpose, during the 1990s, the Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency
(TIKA) and the International Organisation of Turkic Culture (TURKSOY) were es-
tablished. TIKA has 57 branches all over the world. Five of them operate in the capitals
of all Central Asian states®. TURKSOY is a multilateral cultural organization consist-
ing of 6 members of the Central Asian republics, Azerbaijan and Turkey’. In 2007,
Yunus Emre Institute was also founded as a governmental organization for contrib-
uting to Turkey's soft power politics. The mission of the Yunus Emre Institute is to
introduce the Turkish language, culture, and art to the world. It has branches in 58
countries around the world. In Central Asia, there is only one branch in the Nursultan,
the capital of Kazakhstan'®. Another institution operating in this field is the Presi-
dency of Turks Abroad and Related Communities (YTB), established in 2010"". Under
The 'Great Student Project,’ from 1992 to 2012, the Presidency allocated some 22.000
quotas to the Central Asian republics, and 15.248 of them reached their recipients
(Aydin 2013). Unfortunately, this project was not successful, and it was renamed in
2012 under the umbrella of YTB as 'the Turkey scholarship.’ From 2013 to 2019 (see
Table 2), the number of students studying in Turkey increased from 10,023 to 23,423.
Besides, the Turkish universities and educational institutions continue their activities
in Central Asia. These universities are Ahmet Yesevi University in Kazakhstan (1991),
Silleyman Demirel University (1996), the Kyrgyz Manas University of Turkey in Kyr-
gyzstan (1995). The TOBB University of Economics and Technology in Ankara has
also opened a branch in Tashkent for Uzbek students who will study in it during the
2020 - 2021 academic year.

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In addition to these governmental institutions, after the Central Asian states
gained their independence, some religious foundations from Turkey began educa-
tional and cultural activities in Central Asia. These groups have started to establish
Turkish high schools and language education centers. The most well-known of these
religious groups are ‘cemaat’ under Fethullah Gulen's leadership (living in the USA
and responsible for the military coup attempt on July 15, 2015, in Turkey). After the
coup attempt, Turkey identified that group as the Fethullahist Terrorist Organisation
(FETO). Therefore, Turkey wants to eliminate all the Turkish schools and educational
centers founded by this group. Transferring these schools to Turkey's administration
has resulted in a problem with Central Asian states. These schools were already closed
in Uzbekistan before the year 2000. Turkmenistan, too, closed them in 2011. Besides,
Tajikistan closed these educational institutions in 2016 after the military coup attempt.
In Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, some issues are still present. Negotiations with these
countries are ongoing. Therefore, the impact of Turkey's educational policy in the re-
gion is questionable.

On the other hand, Turkey continues to broadcast television in Central Asia. For
this purpose, it founded the TRTAvaz channel in 2009. This channel also produces
content in Central Asian languages during the day by aiming to be a bridge in the
geography where Turkic languages are spoken. During this period, the Turkish series
have become popular in Central Asia, as in many parts of the world. Turkey is the
second most exported country of TV series in the world after the United States. It has
exported more than 150 Turkish series to 146 countries as of 2019. Those series bring
approximately 500 million dollars of revenue with an audience of 700 million view-
ers'>. The majority of these series have no ideological content. In this way, Turkish
daily life and the Turkish language have become more prevalent in Central Asia.

Turkic Council as a New Integration Project

Turkic Council is a unique example of Turkey's integration policy with Central

Asian states since the demise of the Soviet Union. The four Central Asian states, except

for Turkmenistan, are members of the Council. The Council is also a leading organiza-
tion in Central Asia which does not include Russia. This organization originated from
the Summits of Turkic Speaking States in the 1990s. During the 1990s, they did not
result in a multilateral mechanism. However, as a positive result, at the first summit
in 1992, it was decided to establish TURKSOY. The members of the organization held
meetings regularly until 2009. In that year, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and
Turkey signed the council agreement to establish the Turkic Council as a roof organi-
zation in Nakhchivan. In this context, the Turkic Council's related organizations are
TURKSOY, TURKPA (Parliamentary Assembly of Turkish-speaking countries), Turk-
ish Business Council, Turkish Academy, and Turkish Culture and Heritage Founda-
tion. The first summit of the Turkic Council convened in Almaty, Kazakhstan, in 2011.
Uzbekistan became a member of the Council in 2019. At the 2019 summit, Nursultan
Nazarbayev was elected as a lifetime president of the Council. The summits of the
Turkic Council were held seven times until 2020. The Council of Foreign Ministers is
the main body of political cooperation, and it meets regularly within the framework
of the Summit of the Turkic Council. Besides, member states propose cooperating in
transportation, education, youth and sports, transport, economy, culture, information
and communication technologies, diaspora, media.

We shall question the purpose of existence of this organization in two ways:
whether the Council can act as a Central Asian project for Turkey and to what extent
the Turkic Council is an alternative for Central Asia states.

The Turkic Council cannot act as a full-fledged Central Asian project, but it marks
a definite beginning for later periods. The foundation of such an organization, inde-
pendent from Russia and China, constitutes a soft alternative for Central Asia's Turkic-
speaking states. Consequently, Russia and China have sorted the region's needs as the
more traditional security, military, and economic needs are provided. Turkic Council
could embrace more non-traditional areas such as education and culture, which would
expand its scope.

Secondly, could the Council be an alternative to other forms of cooperation in the
region? The Turkic Council has the potential to be an alternative form of determin-
ing the foreign policies of regional states. The Council gives Central Asian republics a
chance to expand their multipolarity even further.

Russia is the leader of the most multilateral organization in which Central Asian
republics are members. This situation in the relations of the regional states is consider-
able detail to keep in mind when considering integration projects. When we look at
the countries of the region, all of them also have weak civil societies. It restricts the
soft power capabilities of external actors. Besides, clan and family structures dominate
their political systems. It is one of the biggest obstacles to building a national identity
within regional countries.

The Turkic Council is an effective instrument for the development of Turkey's
relations with Central Asian republics. However, Turkey's resources are not sufficient
to finance the needs of Central Asian states. Moreover, as a regional power in Central
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Asia, Turkey does not have the adequate material capacity to implement an effective
foreign policy.

Nevertheless, recent Turkey's relations with the EU and the United States also
affect Turkey's interactions with Central Asian states. Therefore, the Eurasian vec-
tor in Turkish foreign policy will open new areas in Central Asia to Turkey. The
EAEU and the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) are the two integra-
tion projects of which Central Asian countries are also members and stand in Tur-
key as two new alternatives. Turkey's approach to these two organizations also offers
a new choice to the continuity of Turkey's politics in Central Asia for an extended
period.

Turkey's Policy Towards EAEU and SCO

Turkish foreign policy priorities have undergone several changes since the mid-
2010s. Based on integration with Western institutions, the traditional Turkish foreign
policy priorities began to change during this period. However, the EU and the United
States' relations are still the main determinants of Turkish foreign policy. One of the
main factors of deterioration of relations with Western partners is the so-called Arab
Spring, which resulted in a civil war in Syria. The approaches of Turkey and the West-
ern states to the resolution of the Syrian crisis differ pretty significantly.

As a NATO member, Turkey has purchased S-400 air defense systems from Russia
instead of F35. However, the failed coup attempt on July 15, 2016, resulted in a new
breaking point in Turkey's relations with Western countries.

As a result, some negative trends are emerging. EU suspended Turkey's accession
process. The relations with NATO remain troubled. These issues require Turkey to
pursue a more independent foreign policy. Therefore, the Eurasian vector is becoming
an alternative for Turkey.

Turkey has developed policies to improve its relations with Eurasian countries
such as Russia and China. In contrast, organizations involving these two countries
have emerged as an alternative for Turkish integration policy. These projects affect
Turkey's policy in Central Asia. They can present Turkey with new economic and po-
litical opportunities, but they also may impose some constraints. For instance, if Tur-
key becomes a member of those organizations, it would have to implement its policy
in Central Asia in line with Russia and China's preferences.

During the Supreme Economic Council of EAEU in Minsk in 2013, the president
of Kazakhstan Nazarbayev voiced a possibility of Turkey's membership in the EAEU.
This move could have also marked the desire of Kazakhstan to balance Russia in the
union. Among Central Asian countries, only Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are members
of the union, while Tajikistan is the candidate country. Other members have raised the
issue of Uzbekistan's membership in the union since 2019. The Economic Union is a
project of Russia's regional economic integration in the post-Soviet area, including
Central Asia.
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First of all, we should consider whether the economic interests of Turkey match
with those of the EAEU member states. The EU has remained Turkey's most impor-
tant trading partner. The trade volume between Turkey and the EU amounted to 162
billion dollars in 2019. Turkey ranks sixth with a 3.4% share in EU total exports, and
Turkey's trade volume with the EU corresponds to 49% of Turkey's total exports with
88 billion dollars in the same year'’. Turkey's trade volume with CIS countries in 2019
was 36.3 billion dollars, while Central Asia's trade volume with Turkey was only 8.5
billion dollars'. As a result, Turkey's foreign trade with the EU is larger than the sum
of trade with the CIS and Central Asian countries. Therefore, the pursuit of member-
ship in the EAEU will affect Turkey's relations with the EU countries. The fact that
recently only Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan of the Central Asian countries are members
of the union also limits Turkey's interest in membership.

The possibility of membership in SCO has been one of the alternatives of the Turk-
ish foreign policy agendas since the 2010s. For the first time, Prime Minister Recep
Tayyip Erdogan stated it in 2012 while he was returning from Russia'”>. Among Central
Asian countries, only Turkmenistan is not a member of the organization. As of 2013,
it has officially become a dialogue partner. In this respect, Turkey is the only country
with this status as a NATO member state. Furthermore, although Turkey is not an SCO
member, it was elected as the SCO Energy Club's rotating president in 2017. In 2016,
President Erdogan stated that the EU was not the only alternative for Turkey when he
returned from Uzbekistan. He asked why Turkey will not be in the Shanghai-Five'.
A week later, Chinese Foreign Ministry Spokesman'” reminded that Turkey has the
status of a dialogue partner in the SCO and added that they are happy with the close
cooperation with Turkey. However, no further development has happened since then.
Turkey's accession to the SCO could signal that it is considering other partnerships
instead of the EU. Therefore, if Turkey sees the SCO as a real alternative and applies for
membership, how will it affect the Central Asian policy of Turkey?

In the current situation, there are three ways for Turkey to develop its Central
Asian policy for the near future:

1. Turkey will normalize its relations with Western countries. Through this, Tur-
key can offer new alternatives to the Central Asian states as in the 1990s. Recent devel-
opments demonstrate that Turkey is moving away from that.

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2. If the Eurasian vector in Turkey's foreign policy becomes more institutional-
ized, membership in SCO will elevate its importance even further. It will open new
possibilities to Turkey in Central Asia.

3. The relations with China and Russia will expand and deepen in the field of se-
curity and military partnerships. Therefore, Turkey can be a part of military-security
politics in Central Asia.

As a result, Turkey's effectiveness in regional security issues may increase. How-
ever, Turkey's membership in NATO raises additional issues in this regard. Whether
Turkey will be able to implement its foreign policy independently of other regional
powers remains. There is no doubt that Turkey will have to follow policies parallel
with Russian and Chinese political interests. It will mean that Turkey will preserve its
secondary power status in Central Asia. In a possible security issue, will Turkey pursue
common interests in the region with Russia and China, or will the interests differ? It
will be directly proportional to the institutionalization of Turkey's relations with Rus-
sia and China.

Turkey is a secondary actor in Central Asian politics. The most significant reason
for this is the inadequacy of its material resources to meet the political, military, secu-
rity, and economic needs of Central Asian countries. On the whole, Russia and China
still determine the security, economic, and political agendas of the Central Asian re-
gion. Furthermore, the Russian military presence in Central Asia closes the region for
other actors' military activities. Turkish foreign policymakers prefer to concentrate on
developing bilateral relations in trade, culture, and education.

While the importance of the Central Asian direction of Turkish foreign policy
continues to rise, it is still unclear whether Turkey has developed a long-term project
for the region. Currently, Turkish regional policy is shaped by more realist impera-
tives. As a secondary actor in the region, Turkey aims to develop bilateral economic
relations with Central Asian countries. For this purpose, it increases its investments
in the region. Besides, Turkey aims to activate soft power potential in cultural and
educational fields. The Turkish Council is an essential organization for the realization
of these policies. In these ways, Turkey has become an effective alternative for Central
Asian countries.

The Turkish government supports the foundation of Turkish universities and edu-
cational institutions in the region. Graduates from Turkish educational institutions
will be bridges between Turkey and Central Asian countries in the future. Neverthe-
less, Turkey is not alone in this area. Russia, China, the Western states, and other non-
regional actors are also implementing their regional policies.

The agenda of membership in the EAEU and the SCO can have increased impor-
tance given Turkey's changing foreign policy priorities. Turkey's interest in these areas
will undoubtedly increase, but it will also affect Turkey's relations with NATO and the
EU. Membership in EAEU or the SCO could open a new political space for Turkey in
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Central Asia. However, Russia and China will undoubtedly force Turkey to follow their
policies.

As a result, Turkey has a policy in Central Asia, but there is no long-term Central
Asian Project. As seen, Russia and China dominate the fields of political and military
cooperation in the region. This guarantees a secondary role for Turkey in the region.
Therefore, Turkey should balance its foreign policy between Western states and the
other power centers such as Russia and China.

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went down in history as the year of new dividing lines and de-
structive practices. The boomerang of colonial politics returned
centuries later and was skillfully used for political purposes.

The BLM movement forced to revise many of the foundations of modern not only
political democracy but also morality, culture, and history’. In this context, the new
book by Stevan Gajic, Doctor of Political Science, a leading researcher at the Belgrade
Institute for European Studies, seems exceptionally timely.

Gaji¢’s book explores the ideas of the most influential African-American political
thinkers, primarily Frederick Douglass* and W.E.B. Du Bois®, and their relevance for

2 Frederick Douglass (1818-1895) was the most influential African-American abolitionist, political thinker, an impressive
speaker, an uncompromising fighter for the cause of the abolition of slavery in the United States. Douglass himself was
born in slavery. Because of this attitude, he clashed with his close friends, who were also abolitionists, who believed that
free states should secede from the Union and detach from the slaveholding South. Douglass was warning them that
this would be a betrayal not only of slaves and the idea of civic solidarity but also of their integrity. Douglass is also one
of the most significant political figures of the American Civil War, during which he achieved great success in convincing
President Abraham Lincoln to include African Americans in the army of the Union. After the war, he was the American
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understanding contemporary relations within American society. The book offers novel
insights and comparative ideational analyses of African-American political thought
from the 19™ century to the present day.

Although it captures the political thought of African Americans more broadly, the
book focuses on the confrontation of the intellectual work of Frederick Douglass and
William Du Bois and the dynamics in which "the second continued on the first" but
"did not give identical answers." "Not only for the sake of a concrete history of political
ideas, but for the sake of giving universal answers," as the author states, "which contain
somewhat abstract notions such as freedom, equality, or justice” (p. 8).

Gaji¢ analyses different views of Douglass (Douglass 1881; Douglass 1869) and
Du Bois (Du Bois 2007) concerning the future of African-Americans in the country
to which their ancestors were forcibly brought. Douglass, a liberal thinker, placed the
individual's interest in the center of his viewpoint on the equalization of all people
in their natural rights and the subsequent emancipation of African-Americans from
slavery (p. 128). Du Bois, a socialist, focused on collective interests and found the posi-
tion of African-Americans in society fundamentally undermined, doomed to forever
measure themselves by standards they did not create and to look upon themselves
through ‘white’ eyes. He argued this prevented them from attaining happiness, even if
their position was legally equated with white America, as the psychological traces of
slavery would remain. The author skillfully contrasts the basic postulates of the politi-
cal philosophies of Douglass and Du Bois. The former developed a line from liberal
individualism to American messianic nationalism, while the latter followed the path
of socialism, an understanding of permanently disrupted collective (racial) relations in
America, and the double consciousness of African Americans (p. 14). The first was a
Christian, the second an agnostic. The first is an apologist for the Declaration of Inde-
pendence; the second is its critic (p. 130). Throughout the book, the author occasion-

ambassador to Haiti. In the United States to this day, the word abolitionist is synonymous with the name of Frederick
Douglass.

3 W.E.B. Du Bois (1868-1963) is undoubtedly one of the most influential figures in the African-American struggle for
emancipation. He was also an extremely productive writer. Although, unlike Frederick Douglass, born a free man in the
northern state of Massachusetts, Du Bois had early in life felt the injustice of racial segregation in the South. Segregation
with which Du Bois was preoccupied for most of his professional life started after the American Civil War. The racial seg-
regation and injustice gave him inspiration for inventing the concept of the color line, double consciousness, and other
obstacles which tormented the African American people, or "The Black Folk," as Du Bois liked to call his people. Because
of his political views, especially his sympathy for communism, although he enjoyed a high international reputation, Du
Bois was not entirely accepted in the Pantheon of American heroes. He thoroughly resented the American establishment
for its entire activity. In doing so, they provoked a unique rage campaign, as in the case of the article he wrote on the
occasion of Stalin's death. Du Bois' visit to the USSR and meetings with Khrushchev and China with Mao Zedong also pro-
voked anger back home. Du Bois founded the Niagara Movement, which opposed the then-dominant school of thought
of another black leader, Booker T. Washington, and his Tuskegee ideology of compromise with racial segregation. Du Bois
is the founder of the most famous organization of African Americans, the National Association for the Advancement of
Colored People or NAACP. Because of the political attitudes that cost him severe persecution in America, he voluntarily
emigrated to Ghana at the invitation of his friend, the president of that African country, Kwame Nkrumah. He also took
the citizenship of Ghana, and after his death, his state burial was arranged, and his body still rests in the mausoleum in
Accra.
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ally explains to us the influences that formed both thinkers. For Douglass, it was first
Locke, Bacon, and Thomas Jefferson; for Du Bois it was Marx and Lenin.

The book offers a bold and intriguing perspective on how the roots of Douglass’
thought do not go back only to Thomas Jefferson’s Declaration of Independence and
John Locke’s “Theory of Natural Law, but that it also drew inspiration from a more
distant past, from Francis Bacon’s New Atlantis (Bacon 1627). The influence of Bacon’s
thought on Douglass is seen in the latter’s belief that the US is an entirely new organism,
with a unique and essentially messianic role in the world (p. 151). The book, therefore,
reveals striking analogies between Bacon's New Atlantis (1627) and Douglass’ speech
"Our Composite Nationality" (1869) (Douglass 1869). Gaji¢ points to the connection
between Douglass' vision of the United States in the future and Bacon's fictional island
of Bensalem, namely "choice, predestination and exceptionalism, assimilation of for-
eigners, superiority and order, development and geographical position, the decline of
Europe and the rise of the United States (Bensalem)" (p. 127).

Further, analyzing Douglass' words with which he described the power of the USA
to assimilate, enrich and provide happiness to people who come to the United States
from all over the world, the author finds parallels with topics from New Atlantis (for
example, the founding fathers are comparable to Bacon’s merchants of light). Like Ben-
salem, the path (possible and uncertain) of the United States that Douglass advocated
is to be a society based on natural law, overcoming the legacy of slavery with an out-
come in harmonious and integrated equality for all.

According to the vision set out in that speech, the US will, just like Bacon’s ‘island
of Bensalem,' by a policy of assimilation and attraction of the world's population, draw
in citizens from the rest of the world, and thus constantly strengthen, because they are
destined to lead the world. The author also constantly reminds us that Du Bois consist-
ently continued in Douglass' footsteps; however, he challenged the reality of nominally
granted civil rights to African Americans. Thus, the largest part of the book is dedi-
cated to the analysis and comparison of the thoughts and ideas of these two thinkers.

Equally noteworthy is the book’s analysis of connections—also previously unac-
knowledged—between the critical ideas of Du Bois and the Russian linguist and his-
torian Nikolai Trubetzkoy (1890-1938). It explores the striking similarity between Du
Bois” concept of double consciousness and Trubetzkoy’s theory of cosmopolitanism as
a globally imposed yet covert Romano-Germanic chauvinism (p. 135-150). Du Bois
sees racial and ethnic determinism in American society and an unsolvable challenge
of double consciousness for African Americans. He thinks that harmony between
American and black identity is impossible for African Americans. In his most famous
book, "Souls of The Black Folk", Du Bois writes - "An American a Negro; two souls,
two thoughts, two unreconciled strivings; two warring ideals in one black body whose
dogged strength alone keeps it from being torn asunder” (p. 8).

In addition to Douglass and Du Bois, this book analyses the political thought of
other prominent African-American thinkers and activists (including Malcolm X and
Martin Luther King Jr.) and their views on the position of African-Americans, the
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global place of the US, religion (p. 173-197) and feminism (p. 198-218). It invokes and
examines the ideas of many other theorists in this context, from Aristotle and Machi-
avelli to Locke, Francis Yates, Alexander Dugin, Nikolai Danilevsky, and Edward
Said - to name but a few.

The book also considers the future of liberalism and possible implications for lib-
eral theory after its victory over the two competing 20th-century ideologies, fascism,
and communism and the transition to post-liberalism (p. 229-237). It shows that the
significance of the ideas of Douglass, Du Bois, and other African-American thinkers
far exceeds the boundaries of this community and the parameters of the US. The is-
sues they raised are unavoidable when considering any ethnically and racially diverse
society, which gives their ideas a global character.

The first two chapters are devoted to their early youth and formative years. Then
follows the central part of the book, the chapter "Douglass’ vision of the future - New
Atlantis and the concept of blended race versus Du Bois' double consciousness,” which
elaborates their intellectual work through nine subchapters following ideological
themes (p. 70). Here we can emphasize two elements in particular. The author pays at-
tention to the influence of Bacon's New Atlantis as an ideal-type utopia, the New World
(with capital letters), on the formation of Douglass' views embodied in the speech
"Our Composite Nationality." Although the author notices that Douglass does not ex-
plicitly mention Bacon anywhere, he draws a clear vertical between the two in which
Thomas Jefferson, as Douglass' "favorite” father, the founder of the United States, is the
primary mediator.

Gaji¢ makes a unique contribution by noticing the coincidence of the critique
of universalism with Du Bois and Trubetzkoy. Their critique was based on the un-
derstanding that universalist ideas are entirely contextual, originated in a particular
historical moment and its circumstances, burdened with narrower experiences and
worldviews, and as such unsuitable for transfer to other societies, different cultural
identities. Gaji¢ sees it this way: "that common idea is that" universality, "created for
one racial or cultural identity, and according to the ideas and measures of that iden-
tity, cannot be grafted onto another identity without serious negative consequences
for another identity. It is not possible because it is unnatural. When it is done, the
result is a double consciousness [...] Both Du Bois and Trubetzkoy noticed the
same phenomenon: the constant aspiration of a group that "copies” someone else's
identity - voluntarily accepted or imposed - to achieve the "original,” which is at hand,
and the constant evasion of the desired target, like a mirage" (p. 135).

Trubetzkoy wrote in a completely different context - in Europe and about "Roma-
no-Germanic" cosmopolitanism, which Gaji¢ explains with a more extensive citation
of Trubetzkoy’s book Europe and Humanity. Gaji¢ also notices the difference, which is
primarily a difference of circumstances - African Americans do not have a tradition to
which they could “return” to as they were people belonging to different ethnicities with
different languages, who were rooted out of their land in Africa, forcefully brought to
the United States where they mixed amongst themselves and with the whites. There-
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fore they were rooted out form their own cultures but were never accepted in the new
land. As Douglass wrote in his “Oration in Memory of Abraham Lincoln” (1876), their
destiny was only to become the stepchildren. So a "return” to their roots could not be
the outcome of their emancipation, unlike with different European nations (Trubetz-
koy mainly dealt with Russians and Romano-Germanic influences). Thus, essentially
in his pessimism, Du Bois saw the only practical solution in the elvation of African
Americans within American society. Elvation, preferably in a higher socioeconomic
level, would be driven by Du Bois called 'the talented tenth' among African Americans.
After this chapter, Gaji¢ thematically and briefly deals with certain aspects of Douglass'
and Du Bois' intellectual work in a comparative form. It seems that today Trubetzkoy's
and Du Bois' ideas are more relevant than ever before. Gajic¢ is essentially suggesting
that chauvinism of the present became ontological in a certain sense. It is not racial
or national allegiance that makes a person think they have the right or entitlement to
discriminate against others, but a set of values that gives people, regardless of their
background, the self-proclaimed a self-given right to behave arrogantly and essentially
expect a type of servitude from others for this behavior.

Analyzing the phenomenon of American exceptionalism— long considered axi-
omatic and self-explanatory within the American elite, or at least a large part of it—
the book finds its roots in Bacon’s New Atlantis and Locke's Theory of Natural Law.
The belief in exceptionalism and uniqueness has been manifested in US foreign policy
since Theodore Roosevelt and Woodrow Wilson and has more recently been invoked
by Barack Obama, the first US president of African descent.

Gaji¢ also deals with the critique of American imperialism present in Du Bois's
writings. Then there are religious themes. Gaji¢ emphasized the importance of Ameri-
can Quaker missionaries in the early stages in the cause for the abolition of slavery.
A whole chapter is dedicated to the relation of African American thinkers, including
Martin Luther King Jr, Malcolm X, Douglass, and Du Bois, to Christianity. Many of
them had similar views of Christianity as a religion being abused to subjugate African
Americans (and other communities). Malcolm X was undoubtedly among more radi-
cal critics who rejected Christianity altogether and embraced Islam instead.

Both Douglass and Du Bois' saw parallels in the discrimination and marginaliza-
tion of African Americans and women. The struggle for the political and social eman-
cipation of women had many parallels with that of the African Americans. Thus the
book also analyses the modern feminist movement and its relation to questions of race
and gender. The work of Douglass, Du Bois, and other African-American activists and
the sources of their political ideas have strongly influenced the dramatic events that
shape the US and the whole of humankind to the present day. In feminism, Gaji¢ sees
a significant agreement between Douglass and Du Bois, with a root in the understand-
ing of natural rights and personal freedom. The author reminds us of their biographi-
cal details (Douglass' vivid memories of his aunt's whipping, Du Bois's trauma of being
left by his father when he was a child) and the great importance of the "black mother
figure" in their upbringing and political thinking.
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The book examines the Baconian development of the human race from the men of
the New Atlantis to Donna Haraway's concept of the cyborg - a new creature, which is
no longer a human being, thus rendering the question of feminism obsolete (Haraway
1991). Cyborg is neither man nor woman, neither animal nor machine, and is all of
that at the same time, similarly to the future man of Douglass’ blended race of future
Americans, who would no longer be white, black, Chinese, or of any other racial (or
national) identity, but a combination of them (p. 223-224).

The penultimate chapter ("The End of Humanism") presents the author's attempt
to connect Douglass' ideas about the post-racial or blended-racial America with thor-
oughly contemporary topics such as post-liberalism (Dugin), post-sexual cyborgs
(Haraway), and archeofuturism (Faye). The last chapter deals with African Americans
and the future of liberalism. In addition to the reliable use of literature, Gaji¢ made
several fresh observations, and here we primarily mean the observation of Bacon's
influence on Douglass and the parallelism in the thinking of Du Bois and Trubetzkoy
(p. 226).

The final part of the book offers observations—in the context of Douglass’ and
Du Bois” thought—on many contemporary movements in the US and their intertwin-
ing, with constant conflicts on values, peaking during the 2020 presidential campaign.
One central message of the book is that the ideas of the past live today and influence
the present in ways the actors of current events are often unaware of. More than that,
the book represents a thematic novelty in science, it broadens our aspects of political
philosophy, and therefore I can recommend publishers to translate this book from Ser-
bian and publish it. Gaji¢’s book is not only a severe scientific work but also a unique
research endeavor. There are not many experts in Russia on this issue, so the book
should be translated into the Russian language. It is equally essential that the work of
Gaji¢ gives rise to controversy, which is a breeding ground for the growth of the Tree

of Knowledge. Therefore, I would like to wish the author new studies and polemical
books.
