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The article is devoted to activity of orthodox priests in Russian embassies and missions. All
Russian embassies in Europe had churches and family chapels with the personnel. They sub-
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mitted to ambassadors or heads of Russian missions, were accountable to the Russian For-
eign Ministry that paid them salary. Most of the Holy Synod also controlled them. During the
reign of Nicholas | the priests were appointed to those eastern countries with whom Russia
wanted to open up diplomatic relations. The greatest number of cleric was in the Ottoman
Empire and Greece.

Churches and church services in these countries had to be examples for orthodox communi-
ties for the Balkan Slavic population where orthodox church services are usually non-canon-
ical. Special attention should be paid to the Russian Orthodox Ecclesiastical Mission in China
that also served as a diplomatic mission there. During the second quarter several Orthodox
Ecclesiastical Mission were established in China and remained there for a long time, while
Russia still had no diplomatic relations with China.

The article is based on documents from the Archive of foreign policy of Russian Empire that
have never been engaged in scientific researches. The theme of clerics’membership in Rus-
sian embassies has never been studied before (except for few works concerning Russian
clergy in the Holy Land). The large scale of materials that shows an important role of em-
bassy clerics make it possible to significantly broaden the study of the activity of the Russian
representational offices.

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The subject of the study is the perception of political ideologies, movements and parties
development problems by the Catholic Church, during the period of the First and Second
World War. The object of the study is the Catholic political doctrine during the pontificate
of Benedict XV, Pius XI and Pius XII. The author pays special attention to the key encycli-
cal - Quadragesimo Anno, published in the 40th year after Rerum Novarum, as well as the
influence that the Church has had on the formation of the post-war political system of Euro-
pean countries. Such methods as dialectical, logical, comparative, systemic, and a number
of others are widely used in the article. The main conclusion of the author is that during the
world wars the Church did not concentrate political doctrine only around foreign policy is-
sues, being in search of a political platform capable of ensuring the implementation of its
principles within the political process. Obviously, neither liberalism, nor communism could
be such. Moreover, it was precisely because of the emergence of the communist threat that
the Catholic Church perceived a number of authoritarian regimes in the early years of their
existence as subjects that could be oriented toward a less hostile direction of development.
As a result, Pius Xll, choosing between existing political ideologies, did not stake on any of
them, preferring the choice of a political regime - democracy.

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This article analyzes the history of the development of the phenomenon of citizenship in
Western Europe, from Antiquity to the Modernity. The analysis uses the binary opposition
method, which is the basis for including individuals in or out of citizenship.

The citizenship of Ancient Greece was of an elitist nature, sharply distinguishing citizens
from the rest of the population. The basis for inclusion / exclusion was the binary opposi-
tions “civilized — barbarians’, “free — dependent ‘, “possessing land ownership — not possess-
ing such’, “adults — minors’, as a result only a small part of the population had the rights of
citizens. In the Athenian democracy, for the first time in history, the basic essential character-

istics of the concept of “citizen” was laid: equality, participation and liberty. The citizenship of
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Ancient Rome, which received the status of a limited circle of people, during the conquest
of new territories included ever wider sections of population. As a result, Roman citizenship
was unified, that led to the formation of the legal status of “subject of the Roman Empire,” for
which no longer required property and which did not involve political participation.

In the Middle Ages and Early Modern Period, for which characteristic subjection and vassal-
age was a type of relationship between the supreme power and the population, the phe-
nomenon of citizenship existed only in cities. After the revolutions of the Mid Modern Period
the achievement of which was the liberation of all categories of the population and the
proclamation of equality, the ideas of citizenship began to be embodied within national
states. If, at the initial stage, all women and men who did not possess sufficient property
were still excluded from political participation, by the end of the Mid Modern Period all men
had received a full range of civil rights.

During the Modern Period women were granted the right to political participation, there-
fore, all adult indigenous peoples finally enter into citizenship within national states. There-
fore, the list of oppositions began to include only the following: “native inhabitants of the
country — foreigners” and “adults — minors”. At the same time, social rights were given special
development, which enabled citizens did not worry about their survival and security. Cur-
rently, researchers note the following problems in the development of the phenomenon of
citizenship: the actual remaining inequality with the declared equality of all citizens, “citizen-
ship without participation,” when a citizen is a passive consumer of social services provided
by the state.

The processes of globalization led to mass migration, and it became obvious that the citi-
zenship of the West European country is a huge privilege. The arriving population is again

structured within the framework of binary oppositions: “resident - stranger”,“an European - a
non-European’, “white - black (black, yellow-skinned)’, “educated - uneducated’, “Christian-
Muslim”and so on. The question of inclusion / exclusion in the citizenship of Western Euro-
pean countries today is not fundamentally resolved.

The analysis of the phenomenon of citizenship made it possible to draw a conclusion about
two cycles of the development of the phenomenon of citizenship. The first cycle - Antiquity,
the second cycle - the Medieval Ages and the New Time. For each of them there are some
characteristic vectors of development: liberation from dependence (slavish, feudal); Inclu-
sion of ever wider layers of the population in citizenship (the evolution of the phenomenon
from elitist to mass); reduction and complete rejection of property requirements for inclu-
sion in citizenship; reduction of active participation of citizens in government; alienation of a
citizen from the state, formalization of relations between a citizen and the state. It is possible
that the Modern period is the beginning of the third cycle, which will continue its develop-
ment in accordance with the aforementioned vectors.

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The topicality of the article is determined by many contemporary ethnic conflicts in different
parts and regions of the world, including the conflict in Ukraine. The article’s study base is
formed by modern Russian, Byelorussian and Polish, researches and historical sources. One
of the main features of the emerging ethnic conflict in the Polish-Byelorussian borderland
in the first half of the XX century, which had significantly influenced its development was
the rivalry between two different cultural centers “west-oriented” Warsaw and Moscow as
part of a greater “Russian World”. The article confronts two ideologically motivated policies
towards Western Byelorussian lands: assimilation and integration. Both of them according
to their background (nation-oriented assimilation and concentrated on the pattern of so-
cial and economical ties and relations — integration) somehow neglected very specific lo-
cal identity. Specific character of the process was emphasized by lasting for many decades
Byelorussian nation shaping, which ran under several different regimes: Russian Empire, Il
Polish Republic and Soviet state. As a result, such an ambiguity led to the development of
a stronger local identity immune to the stronger oppression in the concerned period. The
Tensions between Polish and Byelorussian regional communities escalated during the pe-
riod 1939-1941, when integration processes in Western Byelorussia were taking place. In
some aspects of interaction e.g. in the area of administration they even resulted in outright
confrontation. The main reason for was caused by the fact that by the majority of the Pol-
ish population their national statehood was regarded, despite all the disadvantages of its
realization during the Il Polish Republic, as a significant value. Local polish community could
not understand the reluctance of ethnic minorities to defend the old regime, that would
discriminate them. Soviet authorities acted as a buffer, taking responsibility for the negative
manifestations of the new ethnic policies and transformation processes.

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The end of August 1917 was marked by a dramatic event, which influenced a lot the fu-
ture of the Russian state. It is the case of the so-called «Kornilov revolt» — undertaken by
the Supreme Commander-in-Chief General L.G. Kornilov, who attempted to send troops to
Petrograd in order to establish military order in the capital. Kornilov’s action was unsuccess-
ful. Together with his closest associate she was arrested and sent to a small Belarusian town
of Old Bykhov, located near Mogilev, where the headquarters was located. The generals L.G.
Kornilov, A.l. Denikin, A.S. Lukomsky, S.L. Markov and other prominent figures of the White
movement were soon placed in a converted women’s gymnasium in a prison. There they
were about a month and a half, and then, shortly after the October events of 1918, they left
it going to the Don. “The Kornilov revolt” has been devoted to a lot of books and scientific
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articles, but very few have been written about the stay of military commanders were held
in the prison of the Belarusian town. More details about him were written, perhaps, only by
A.l. Denikin in the work «Essays of the Russian Troubles». The absence of numerous sources
about the «Bykhov period» of Kornilov and his associates can be explained by three reasons.
First, Kornilov and his associates were in isolation in Bykhov and could not communicate
with their recent political military environment. Journalists also did not have access to them,
so articles in the newspapers about what happened to the Bykhovites appeared quite infre-
quently. Secondly, Kornilov’s stay in Bykhov turned out to be extremely short. Finally, those
who could leave interesting memories, for example, the same Kornilov or Markov, died in
less than a year on the fronts of the Civil War.

Having decided partly to fill the gap in the historiography of the “Bykhov period’, the au-
thor visited the town of Bykhov, which is now located in the Mogilev region in Belarus, and
tried to find evidence of the presence of participants in Kornilov’s actions in August 1918.
He visited the building of the former women’s gymnasium, which now houses the Bykhov
forestry. Then he saw the room in which Kornilov lived. Its layout has not changed much.
In the same building, the forestry staff created a small museum exposition. Near the main
entrance there is a memorial plaque informing about the stay of Kornilov in Bykhov. During
the preparation of the article, author also held some conversations with the director of the
historical museum of this city, as well as with L.A. Kornilov - Chapron du Lorre — grandson of
the famous general, who lives now in Brussel. He told a lot of interesting things about the
events which happened in late August 1917.

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DE-COLONIZING POLITICAL
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The discourse of “borders” and decolonisation in the context of Central Asia has been a path
unexplored until this moment, therefore a “startup” approach is logical. This “border” is a
phenomenon that continuously shapes and transforms itself, therefore giving new light to
the understanding of history and culture of Central Asia. This guiding principle influences
the relationships that are built between close and distant neighbors on the planet. The other
side opposite of this the notion is that of a modern state, that does not tolerate the lack of
an identity; it requires one to cement a belonging to a certain geographical unit. The history
of “modern and national”is articulated through the juxtaposition of “I"and “Other” (“outside
of the border”). The interconnections of borders, states in Central Asia, and their orientalist
platform do not lend themselves to an easy solution. The border does not hide or deny its
artificiality, it has become ingrained as the norm. The innocent process of modern state-
building is ensued by its «Westphalian» foundation. Naturally such interpretation of modern
state raises more questions than answers. These questions are related to the uncertainty of
the past of Central Asia, as well as the it’s bordering lands. The most fascinating character-
istic of such uncertainty, is that it displays multi-locality (or otherwise, multi-community)
rather than “multi-nationality. Inside Dushanbe, Samarkand, Tashkent, and Bukhara most
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of these communities are distinguished by their national diversity, which is a given. This
“rhythm” continues to make the region more open not just to each other internally, but also
globally. Therefore, in this context the remaining colonial heritage should be treated differ-
ently, without constant references to “borders’, without attempts to reproduce the sense of
subordination of former colonization. In this regard, the proximity (geographical, cultural,
“Soviet”) to Russia should help with understanding its own Eurasian of interconnectedness.
A real equilateral dialogue, with the incorporation of the accumulated common academic
heritage. i.e. sovereignty (in which all the inhabitants of the republics are believed) cannot
be represented as a voluntary application of the universally declared right to self-determi-
nation. All five members of the Central Asian “club” march and convince each other, that
the abstract universal form of international relations in no way makes our common «stan»
Eurocentric. While Central Asian involvement in so-called “national” cultures is difficult to
materialize with its variety of languages, traditions, styles. Hence the difficulty of a sense of
«multinationality».

This should rather be treated and seen “multi-locality” (or otherwise “multi-community”)
in Dushanbe, Samarkand, Tashkent, Bukhara. National diversity of these communities are
naturally inherent. This “rhythm” continues to make the region more open to each other and
to the world, transforming it into a “field” located on beyond good, evil, right or wrong. The
region is where the diversity meets.

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The article analyzes the impact of 2016 amendments to the Constitution of the Kyrgyz Re-
public on maintaining and strengthening of political stability in the country, which was the
official goal of the amendments. The author focuses on new elements in the sphere of divi-
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sion of powers between the head of state, the prime minister, and the legislative power.
There are two aspects to the analysis: the normative and the empirical. The main analytical
tool was the model of relationship between presidents and assemblies, devised by M. S.
Shugart and J. M. Carey.The articlealso utilizes the neo-institutional approach, which can
account for the influence of informal political norms and practices when evaluating various
institutional patterns. In particular, it examines such peculiarities of the Kyrgyz society as
ethnocultural dividedness and neopatrimonial political and cultural orientations.

The author concludes that alterations made to the institutional framework of relationship
between the president, the head of parliament, and the parliament, and to the growth of re-
sponsibility and discipline of deputies may have a positive effect on maintaining of political
stability especially given the level of institutionalization of the party system rises.

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The article discusses the current state of relations between Russian and the West. The
author presents long-term assessment of rising tensions between Russia and the West.
The article identifies the NATO expansion as one of the most important factors that
contributed to the current deterioration. The author argues that the NATO expansion
was a political miscalculation of the Western countries.

The author believes that the relations between Russia and the West can be improved
through foreign policy linkage of two regions: Middle East and Eastern Europe. It is the
place for significant political transformations (especially in the Middle East) and both
sides are politically involved there. The first major recent shift in the global political
landscape there is Russian-Syrian alliance that has changed the development of the
civil war in the country as well as global counterterrorist efforts. The second major shift
occurs in the Saudi Arabia where a more moderate leadership has come to power.

The author proposes the diplomatic framework for improving relations 5+1 format that
includes the USA, major European states and Russia. However, the main issue is not
the format of negotiations, but its essence. Russia could use its current potential as a
mediating power to fully restore the Syrian state and calm down the tensions between
Saudi Arabia and Iran. In return, the West can be more flexible in conflicts in the post-
Soviet space.

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NATO expansion, condescension, Libya and sanctions:
the roadmap to confrontation

he veteran US diplomat and Russian expert George Kennan was warning in

February 1997 of the risks of NATO stretching to the boundaries of the Rus-

sian Federation: «The view, bluntly stated, is that expanding NATO would
be the most fateful error of American policy in the entire post-cold-war era. Such
a decision may be expected to inflame the nationalistic, anti-Western and milita-
ristic tendencies in Russian opinion; to have an adverse effect on the development
of Russian democracy; to restore the atmosphere of the Cold War to East-West re-
lations, and to impel Russian foreign policy in directions decidedly not to our
liking»*.

Having been ignored by the Clinton Administration, Kennan returned to the
charge in May 1998 in an interview with Thomas L. Friedman of the New York Times
when he commented on the US Senate’s agreement on NATO expansion: «I think it
is the beginning of a new Cold War. I think the Russians will gradually react quite ad-
versely and it will affect their policies. I think it is a tragic mistake. There was no reason
for this whatever. No one was threatening anybody else. This expansion would make
the founding fathers of this country turn in their graves. We have signed up to protect
a whole series of countries, even though we have neither the resources nor the inten-
tion to do so in any serious way. [NATO expansion] was simply a light-hearted action
by a Senate that has no real interest in foreign affairs. I was particularly bothered by the
references to Russia as a country dying to attack Western Europe. Don't people under-
stand? Our differences in the Cold War were with the Soviet Communist regime. And
now we are turning our backs on the very people who mounted the greatest bloodless
revolution in history to remove that Soviet regime»’.

Well before NATO’s bombing of Kosovo in 1999 Russian-NATO diplomatic co-
operation was cooling. I talked to Russian diplomats early on in the conflict and they
predicted bombing would not succeed but that the time was not right for an early
intervention and they would wait and intervene diplomatically later. The true story
over Kosovo has never been told, I suspect because Yeltsin and Chernomyrdin were
of a generation that zealously regarded Gazprom’s reputation for not being used as a
diplomatic tool by closing gas pipelines. I am of the view that when Yeltsin's special
envoy, Chernomyrdin, first visited President Milosevic in Belgrade by himself, that he
warned him that when he returned a few weeks later with the UN special envoy and
Finnish President Ahtisaari he would be demanding a Serbian military withdrawal
from Kosovo and that if this was not done there would be a total cut off of Russian gas.

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I am sure it was this far more than a fear that the US under President Clinton would
intervene militarily with troops on the ground, which forced Milosevic to order a re-
luctant Serbian military to withdraw despite having successfully withstood more than
80 days of NATO bombing.

Whether NATO enlargement or expansion was an active policy decision in some
quarters or an inadvertent lack of attention is discussed in the book British Foreign
Policy After Brexit which I have written with David Ludlow [6]. The end result was the
same — a growing feeling of humiliation and resentment in Russia, and a harkening
for a return to the glory days, as Robert Skidelsky highlights in an article: «...Rob-
ert Gates, who headed the CIA in the early 1990s, later conceded that the West, and
particularly the US, ‘badly underestimated the magnitude of Russian humiliation in
losing the Cold War’ The spectacle of American government officials, academicians,
businessmen, and politicians” arrogantly ‘telling the Russians how to conduct their
[...] affairs” inevitably ‘led to deep and long-term resentment and bitterness'»*.

Vindictiveness was not the problem as much as condescension. This attitude start-
ed with President George W. Bush ignoring in 2001 the substance of Putin’s speedy
offer of cooperation after 9/11 with the closure of bases in Cuba and North Korea.
Then Bush and Blair grossly mishandled Afghanistan and Iraq from 2003-2006. Then
Obama, intellectually dismissing Russia as a regional power, failed to anticipate that
war in Syria gave Russia the opportunity to return to a position of influence in the
Middle East. Empires hang on to exaggerated power because of their history and the
aspiration to exert influence. It can be a somewhat painful adjustment period as we in
the UK experienced after the Suez Canal failure in 1956 and you in Russia experienced
in Afghanistan in the 1980s. But Empires leave a legacy which cannot be glibly dispar-
aged, particularly if the will of the people wants to remain a player internationally as
they believe they do in both Russia and in the UK.

I hoped that after 1989 it would be through a developing mixed economy in Rus-
sia that commercial relationships would build up trust between Russia and the rest of
the world, and your Communist command economy would never return. Commer-
cial relationships did lead to a better intergovernmental relationship for twenty years
and gather in its wake personal relationships that still bind business people together.
I remain of the view that this will be the dynamics for the rebuilding of our currently
very strained national relationships. I fear the figure that some use today that 70% of
the Russian economy is controlled by the Russian Government. One of the many bad
consequences of our current economic standoff and sanctions is that it is pushing Rus-
sia back into the command economy of the past with all its diseconomies and threats
to freedom of choice.

There was no single event which of itself triggered the present deteriora-
tion in relations between NATO countries and Russia but a sequence of ongo-

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ing events. Georgia 2008, Libya 2011, Syria 2011, Ukraine 2014. I believe the most
poisonous is the lack of trust in the Security Council that was generated over
Libya.

The controversy around the military intervention in Libya continues to this day,
as the country has both collapsed into chaos and become a major trafficking hub for
migrants seeking to cross to Europe. Once again, the lack of sufficient boots on the
ground after initial destructive aerial bombing has raised questions about the con-
tinued use of this particular strategy of intervention confined to the use of air power.
The reluctance to involve Russia from the start in continuing discussions at the UN
Security Council was an error. By abstaining in the Security Council vote, Russia and
China had let the UN resolution approving action through, but they had been assured
throughout that regime change was not the objective. Dmitry Medvedev, who was, at
the time, the President of the Russian Federation, was helped in his decision not to
use the veto by Obama saying publicly: «Broadening our military mission to include
regime change would be a mistake ... If we tried to overthrow Gaddafi by force our
coalition would splinter». Whatever the rights or wrongs of handling Gaddafi, a large
section of global opinion believes France and the UK in particular were intent on re-
moving him, and much of what Sarkozy and Cameron said at the time fed the impres-
sion that their goal was to capture Gaddafi dead or alive, allowing Putin, then Russian
Prime Minister, to talk later of the Libyan operation as a medieval crusade by the West.
President Medvedev deserved better from the UK and France. At the very least, they
should have involved the Russian military through the NATO-Russia Council on the
real problems of target selection, as Gaddafi continued to operate as the controlling
force of the military. Thereafter, it appears Russian policy has been never to let a UN
Security Resolution pass over Syria that could be used to justify damaging President
Assad, and this was a serious blow to solving the civil war. The one moment of hope
was when Foreign Ministers Lavrov and Kerry negotiated over zarin gas in Syria and
there is little doubt that a very large part of that stock was removed and destroyed un-
der UN supervision.

President Obama, in an interview with the Atlantic magazine in 2016 was also
critical of the UK and France for failing to stop Libya becoming what he called a ‘mess.
He singled out Cameron for allegedly becoming ‘distracted by a range of other things.
Certainly, without US air power the Libyan ground-to-air missiles would never have
been so comprehensively destroyed before French and British airplanes flew bomb-
ing sorties. This was the major contribution that the US Secretary of Defence, Robert
Gates, made. While being opposed to the whole intervention, Gates made sure that at
least in the early stages NATO, because of the US, had the means to create an effective
no-fly zone. Gates never made any secret that implementing a no-fly zone is a declara-
tion of war. In Libya, military from Qatar made an important contribution in ground-
to-air control, but it is still necessary to reappraise no-fly zones as an instrument of
intervention. In Syria, Turkey wanted one to create a safe haven and if done then it
could have been extended to cover Aleppo.

Linking foreign policies in the Middle East and Eastern Europe:
a roadmap to possible cooperation

Middle East

Andrew Monaghan’s book «The New Politics of Russia. Interpreting Change» is
a very good starting place as to how the West and Russia might start to change [5, p.
9]. He writes about «strong linguistic dissonance, both in terms of translation and dif-
ferent interpretation of terminology» suggesting that the Ukraine crisis has revealed
that the West and Russia are speaking different dialects on security. There are gaps in
terminology that reflect divergences: in Western terms, for instance, Crimea was «an-
nexed» by Russia, but in Russian terms, Crimea was «reunified» with Russia. Similarly,
NATO’s policy is one of «open door» or «enlargement» whereas the Russian term is
«expansion». Linguistic differences were commonplace in the Cold War whether in
terms of peace, détente and deterrence. But there is more than linguistics to the break-
down in relations that I believe have been highlighted in Syria and now permeate the
Middle East.

Two areas of foreign policy - the Middle East and Eastern Europe — must come
together with sufficient, cooperative activity to rebuild again the relationship which
has lead to hostility between Russia and NATO.

The relevant concern we have is the growth in the belief amongst informed NATO
military opinion that your Russian conventional forces are now able to punch a hole
in NATO's conventional defences, particularly in the Baltic region. This is the rational
case for increased NATO defence spending; to allow that new feature to consolidate
would lead to a risk that NATO would be forced to make a choice over resorting to
nuclear weapons at a far earlier stage than hitherto [10]. It is essential, therefore, that
the UK puts money and effort into our deterrence strategy in its modern setting and
its relationship to cyber warfare.

The Sixth US Strategic Command Deterrence Symposium on 27-28 July 2016
looked at deterrence in its widest context. One conclusion of the symposium was that
«space is not deterred in space and cyber is not deterred in cyber, they must be con-
sidered in conjunction». The symposium saw hybrid warfare — characterized by mis-
information, unconventional activity and ambiguity - as designed to be kept below the
threshold which would involve conventional conflict, and carefully planned to avert
state conflict, but supportive of an overall hostile strategy.

Renewed Russian political and military involvement in the Middle East is not new.
It is easy to forget that on 24 October 1973 Leonid Brezhnev nearly sent a Soviet air-
borne force to the Arab-Israeli war zone and US forces were put on increased alert.
Fortunately, that dire crisis passed. Later a conference was held in Geneva in Decem-
ber 1973, which was co-chaired by the US and the Soviet Union. Following the confer-
ence, the Soviet Union’s influence in the Middle East, however, began to wane. Never-
theless, on 1 October 1977 a joint US-Soviet statement on the Middle East was made
by US Secretary of State Vance and Soviet Foreign Minister Gromyko. A vituperative
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attack on this statement by Begin's government showed they were totally opposed to a
reconvening of any Geneva Conference. This view was reinforced by the Jewish com-
munity in the US. Also President Sadat of Egypt had private doubts about yet further
involvement of the Soviet Union, then Egypt’s main arms supplier, and was trying to
back away from Egypt being seen as part of a Soviet sphere of influence. President
Carter had also wisely sent Sadat a handwritten note towards the end of October ap-
pealing for a bold and statesmanlike move to help overcome the hurdles to the Geneva
process.

On 13 November 1977, after some private diplomacy between Egypt and Israel,
Menachem Begin invited Sadat to come to Israel, and on 18 November Sadat flew into
Israel to propose a world summit in East Jerusalem to be attended by Syria, Jordan,
Egypt and the PLO with the US, Soviet Union, China, France and the UK. That pro-
posal was soon dropped in favour of the start of a dialogue between Sadat and Begin,
but it had merit then and it could yet have merit forty years later.

Experience over the last 24 years shows that US Presidents Clinton, George
W. Bush and Obama - all second-term Presidents — when they are meant to have more
scope to influence the Israeli government have not been politically capable of exercis-
ing sustained authority to force a compromise. The UN, Russia and the EU were for
much of this time corralled into the so-called Quartet with the US, making it hard
for the UK or France to take independent positions. Attempts were made to improve
the economy of the Palestinian Arab areas by the appointment of special envoys as
representatives of the Quartet. The first was the previous head of the World Bank,
James Wolfensohn, who initially did well but stepped down after a year because of
restrictions in dealing with Hamas and the withholding of money from the Palestinian
Authority. Initial objections were made by Russia to the second envoy, Tony Blair, as to
the scope of his authority. But Blair’s views on potential military action against Iran in
light of its nuclear programme - a matter totally outside his remit — helped neither the
Palestinians’ relations with him nor the British government, who did not agree with
his views. Attacks from southern Lebanon, Gaza and the West Bank continued into
Israeli-held territory. A high wall has been built between the two potential states by
Israel, highlighting the image of irreconcilability but perhaps only temporarily leading
to some diminution in attacks.

During much of this time the Israeli government, but not many of their key strate-
gic commanders, wanted the US to help them bomb Iran. Fortunately, that resistance
from the Israeli military and intelligence community has so far succeeded in prevent-
ing any such pre-emptive military action. It is to the credit of President George W.
Bush that he made it publicly clear in the transitional period of the incoming President
Obama that he had refused the request of the then Prime Minister Olmert, making it
easier for President Obama to also refuse Prime Minister Netanayhu.

A fresh approach has to take account of two dramatic changes in the recent poli-
tics of the Middle East. The first was in the summer of 2015 when Assad during a
visit to Moscow warned President Putin that the road link between Damascus and the
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Mediterranean was in danger of being blocked militarily by rebel forces, and Putin
responded swiftly and intelligently. In September 2015, the Russian naval base, which
was at place since 1971, was quickly reinforced by adapting a nearby Syrian airfield,
and Russian planes began a bombing campaign to tilt the balance back in favor of As-
sad, while claiming you were going primarily to attack ISIS [1]. Russia was obviously
now going to control an area of Syria in the west like the Turks had wanted to do in the
east. President Obama should have acted at this stage very differently, for the threat to
Damascus, to which your President Putin was responding, was real. Had Damascus, a
multi-religious centre, not dissimilar to Jerusalem, been captured with ISIS already en-
sconced in the suburbs, it would have been devastating. Obama should have suggested
to Putin that Russia focus on Damascus and the Alawite Mediterranean stronghold
while the US would help protect Aleppo and work with Turkey to create from the air
the safe haven for refugees on Syrian territory. They might not have agreed but Russia
was embarking on a risky venture and did want to collaborate over ISIS. The situation
in the Middle East now involves Lebanon which has created a situation where both
Russia and the US must cooperate. Neither can resolve it on their own.

We can go on with Russia working in its interests and the US in theirs, but it will
not deal with Iran and Saudi Arabia, the UAE and some other Arab countries are
locked into the war in Yemen. Any moment war can extend to Lebanon. Take another
example. NATO is in danger of losing Turkey as a member, something which would
be both a grave strategic loss, and a serious political loss. In the short term you in Rus-
sia who are obviously wooing Turkey think this will help you. I doubt it will, even in
the short term. There are many Muslim countries with which you have strong strate-
gic and political links, one need only mention the «Stans». Whereas the US, the UK,
France and Germany have far fewer Muslim countries not locked in conflict. Why try
to reduce them? Turkey in NATO widens our perspective on the Muslim World. Nar-
rowing that perspective will be detrimental to us, but also to you in Russia.

The other dramatic change of huge potential importance is the recent announce-
ment by the 32-year-old Crown Prince of Saudi Arabia, Mohammed bin Salman, to
create over his lifetime a new i-city Neom that will be representative of the modern
Saudi Arabia. He is intent on returning Saudi Arabia to moderate Islam introducing
social change in relation to women and religious change in a distancing of the govern-
ment from the powerful Wahhabi sect in Saudi Arabia. Wahhabism has done huge
harm to Russia - think of their attempt to destabilize Chechnya. Also to the US; think
of 9/11 with 15 of the 19 perpetrators coming from Saudi Arabia and masterminded
by Bin Laden on the Afghan border with Pakistan. As yet the Crown Prince has not
spoken about engaging Gaza in his Neom vision but this I am sure will come and could
be crucial for creating a prosperous Palestine.

A Gaza able to «breathe» across the Egyptian border could hasten the emergence
of Palestine as a stable state. Hamas now accepting the Palestinian Authority personnel
on Gaza’s border points with Egypt and the Israeli military is a much-needed stabilis-
ing move.
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There can be no stability in a Middle East with the Sunni and Shia people divided
and while Iran and Saudi Arabia pursue their present enmity. Russia, the US, Europe,
Israel, Palestine and Egypt can all be a crucial influence ending this divide. Firstly, the
Shia-led Iraq should become ever more important. Secondly, Israel’s pragmatic rela-
tions with the Alawite-led Syrian government over the decades has been important
and Golan surprisingly stable. You in Russia did not make the same mistaken judge-
ment as the US and many European governments, including the UK, that the Assad
regime was likely to be overthrown by the uprising within Syria in 2011. Now Syria
must be rebuilt.

In Iraq there is still the unfulfilled potential for Haider al-Abadi, the Prime Min-
ister since 2014, to garner the confidence of the Sunnis but their disillusionment with
Baghdad is growing now particularly after ISIS has been routed in Syria and Iraq, a
more precise word incidentally than beaten. ISIS are moving elsewhere but are still en-
sconced in Sinai. The Saudis may be in the process of stepping back from their hitherto
supportive role for Iragi Sunnis which could have consequences. In Parliament, the
Sunni-led grouping has 78 seats correctly proportional, dwarfed by the Shia grouping
which has 182 and the Kurdish element 65 seats. Yet that Parliament is seen to be heav-
ily influenced by Iran, more so than the government. In April next year al-Abadi will
come up for re-election and he will need to win support from the Sunni group, as well
as the Kurds who are alienated following al-Abadi’s military action after Barzani’s ill-
fated referendum. Stability in Iraq is still suffering from the consequences of the US/
UK de-Baathification in 2003. Under Prime Minister al-Maliki from 2006-2014 many
Sunnis were further deprived of prominent jobs in the military and government; some
jobs came back under al-Abadi. Financially, Sunnis ask, who is going to help rebuild
Mosul? What about towns like Karma with a population of around 95,000 liberated
in May 20162 Money has been promised but is yet to materialise in anything like the
amounts that will be needed. Al-Abadi as a Shia will obviously want to maintain good
relations with Iran but there are few signs that he wishes to be dominated by Iran. Yet
short-sighted policies from Saudi Arabia, US and Europe could very easily deepen al-
Abadi’s dependence on Iran. Bombing Iran would be exactly the wrong way to proceed.
There is no future whatever for the US, UK, France, Russia or Israel in taking sides be-
tween the Shia and the Sunni population in the Middle East. Nor is there any future
for the Saudi-dominated Sunni grouping’s economic and political, often illegal, actions
against what some refer to as the Islamist Sunni grouping of Qatar and Turkey.

The first line of defence against the Iranian Revolutionary Guard becoming an
expeditionary force beyond the boundaries of the Islamic Republic is to encourage a
more moderate Iraqi Shia government to play a mainstream role in the Middle East
politics.

The second line of defence is to create a Syria genuinely independent and not
dominated by Iran. Can Assad be such a leader? Certainly, his father was never in the
pocket of the Shah or until very recently so dependent for survival on Iran. Here the
role of Russia is becoming ever more important but the most stable solution is to mo-
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bilise the Middle East regionally to reject any assumption that Assad can be allowed
to control the whole of Syria without defining security conditions affecting his neigh-
bours. In Syria, a well-judged Kurdish policy could help reduce Iranian influence. As
could a new push for Sunni unity. The strengthened American military in Iraq and
Syria that is focussed on ISIL has work to do to help constrain Assad. How much better
if that could be done as a regional policy and supported by Russia.

In that process there is no substitute for a US/Russian military dialogue and that
must extend at the right time to Trump and Putin. This will be difficult given US do-
mestic politics. It has been one of the successes of Putin’s personal diplomacy in the
Middle East that it has been surprisingly inclusive. Netanyahu has been frequently
consulted. Russia, so far, has not fallen into the trap of being identified only with the
Sunni or the Shia. Putin has also seen the Saudis and talked to Iran. All this gives me
hope.

Despite much comment a permanent land bridge has not yet been established
from Tehran to Beirut. Israel will not accept this. Yet the potential for the Iranian Rev-
olutionary Guard to achieve this is considerable [3; 9]. It looked as if after his success-
ful visit to Saudi Arabia that President Trump was determined that the US should side
with Saudi Arabia’s views, but that appears to have been too simplistic an assumption.
US diplomacy has helped Kuwait moderate somewhat the hostility between Qatar and
Saudi Arabia and the UAE. The US Secretary of State has warned about intervention
in the Lebanon after the resignation of the Lebanese Prime Minister announced from
Saudi Arabia. The need to continue to suppress ISIL and their associates means the
American military ought to be able to continue to work closely with Russia. Much
depends on President Putin and President Trump and both most recently talked at the
Asia-Pacific summit held in November 2017 in Vietnam.

President Trump on Iran, instead of abandoning the Joint Comprehensive Plan of
Action with Iran (JCPOA), the multilateral agreement negotiated by China, France,
Germany, Russia, the UK and the US, referred the matter to the US Congress. This was
a clever and wise move. Congress will recognise that the Plan is enshrined in UN Reso-
lution 231 unanimously adopted by the UN Security Council in early 2016 and cannot
just be overthrown. Congress is wisely taking their time and fixing many hearings.
China is well placed to influence Congress as is the UK, France and Germany in such
hearings. On Iran there are critical issues on which the US Congress will be justified in
demanding progress such as missile programmes, regional responsibilities, coopera-
tion with al-Qaeda and their stance on Israel, and more generally on human rights.
What they must not do and in my opinion will not do is challenge the essence of the
Plan of Action. The one forum for negotiation with the Islamic Republic of Iran that
has worked for the US is this one. That forum I profoundly believe is the only way now
in which Russia and the US can together work with Iran to help stabilise the Middle
East. I suggest we do not need to reinvent the wheel. Work with what works.

China will not be silent on Iran. China has a very direct interest in Iranian oil
and gas, as well as Saudi, Qatar and the Gulf States, coming out through the straits of
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Hormuz and turning left into the Indian Ocean. Whereas in the past the US had an
overriding interest in Iranian and Saudi oil turning right outside the straits, the US
build up of regional and national self-sufficiency in oil and gas has made them far
less dependent. China played a very constructive role in JCPOA. They do not want
to see that Agreement swept away by the US. They, I hope, can be persuaded as a
permanent member of the Security Council to go on using influence for a wider pur-
pose such as over Syria, to define steps that a recognised government must accept as
part of Middle East recognition. Particularly the passage of arms, on the ground or in
the air, and military personnel from any country into another; whether Saudi Arabia
or Israel, not just Iran to Lebanon. Here again there needs to be a dialogue between
you in Russia with your naval and air facilities in the Alawite-dominated Mediter-
ranean area only minutes flying time from Lebanon and with the UK in Cyprus as
well as and the US and Israel. Some of that dialogue is already happening between
the respective military in all these countries. Russian aircraft have twice breached
Israel's boundary but were not shot down as they were once by Turkey. We need
restraint.

In Lebanon unless there are significant checks placed on the Iranian Revolutionary
Guard-Alawite-Hezbollah axis there will be war involving Israel again. The increased
Shia influence in Lebanon is a reality but it risks becoming Iran dominated. Hezbollah
is basically a Lebanese phenomenon though backed by Iran. They will not go away but
they have to be contained. Hezbollah has fought in Syria using heavy weapons in a way
they have never done in Lebanon. They are in possession of many more sophisticated
missiles than they have ever had in their armoury before [2; 8].

It is logical to assume that an Iranian military presence in Lebanon is unaccept-
able to many countries in the Middle East. An Iranian presence on the Syrian parts of
the Golan Heights is also unacceptable. The Russian surface to air missiles such as the
§-300, if deployed within range of the Golan Heights is very provocative. A Russian-
influenced Syrian government can be persuaded that limitations such as these must be
negotiated. This must not be a purely US or Israeli demand, it must come from a Rus-
sian medium-term assessment of what is in your self interest. But, more importantly,
such bans must have the authority from a consensus in the Middle East regionally. It
will not be easy to achieve.

Any Iranian government lead by President Rouhani has to recognise the strength
of the Iranian Revolutionary Guard. It is an industrial organisation in Iran, not just a
military one. It helped save Iran during the Iran/Iraq war despite the US and Europe
turning a blind eye to Iraq’s use of chemical weapons. But so did the Iranian air force
still flying US aircraft bought under the Shah and the Iranian naval special forces who
before 1982 helped hit Iraqi military installations. Both played a crucial role in forcing
Iraqi forces out of Iran.

President Rouhani, having won the Presidency for a second time, will feel he has
to move very carefully. He knows the problems of rapid movement in changing policy
towards the Revolutionary Guard. Yet the record shows the Islamic Revolution has
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moved slowly but definitely back into a dialogue with the rest of the world [4]. That
dialogue will take longer to develop than we all want. Patience is, however, an essential
prerequisite for dealing with Iran.

I can only conclude with one simplistic assertion. There will be no peace in the
Middle East if Russia sides with the Iran-Alawite-Hezbollah axis alone. Yet being re-
alistic, President Putin, at the moment, has every reason to continue to focus Russian
attention on that axis because he and Russia feel in their own backyard in the Ukraine
that Russian interests are being ignored. The skill is for Russia to feel they have more
to gain from becoming an overall peace negotiator with the US in Eastern Europe and
in the Middle East as a region.

Geographical linkage is a proven diplomatic tool. Where your room for manoeu-
vre is limited, you trade across geographical boundaries and linkage of negotiating
forums is also a proven source for compromise. There is, therefore, a very strong case
for using the same combination of P5+1 (the Security Council permanent members
plus Germany) that underpins the JCOPA across the Middle East and the same com-
bination in Eastern Europe. A more prominent Chinese input, I have already shown,
will help a wider Middle East strategy. The American military are feeling their way
towards a joint strategy for dealing with North Korea with China while not ignoring
Russia. There is much evidence that the US military are much respected by President
Trump. The case for China being involved in Eastern Europe is that they are now a ma-
jor global power and any forum needs balance and Russia should find some comfort
in their involvement. Your two countries have also very successfully agreed your own
boundary.

What about influencing Saudi Arabia? The new factor is the Crown Prince Mo-
hammed bin Salman of Saudi Arabia. He may still be attracted to bombing Iran but
he is on a rapid learning curve and I detect signs that he is realizing that a Middle East
solution cannot be reached by just working with the US, also bombing Iran is no lon-
ger on anyone’s agenda.

It is a Middle East interest that Iran understands that they cannot follow the path
that they seem set on of a military axis from Tehran through Iraq and the Alawite in
Syria to install Hezbollah in power in Lebanon. It is increasingly clear that while the
military and security experts in Washington and Tel Aviv have found common ground
in their forthright opposition over the last few years to a pre-emptive attack on Iran
they are identifying Lebanon, in the light of what has happened in Syria, as the place
to call a halt to an Iranian military presence.

There has been a chain of events starting with what the Crown Prince has done
in initiating reform in Saudi Arabia, already described, and the promise of a revived
economic region around Neom with Jordan and Egypt, to what has been happening
in Gaza in the reconciliation of Palestinian Authority with Hamas, to developments
in and around Syria over the last week. There is not in place any proven mechanism
to stop an outright military confrontation between Hezbollah, Iran, Israel and Saudi
Arabia.
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Such a confrontation will not take place if President Putin is determined to stop it
and if he is helped by President Trump and Prime Minister al-Abadi in Iraq. A genu-
ine Middle Eastern settlement in which Russia and America act in concert would be a
breakthrough. Its essential message must be that Hezbollah are not going to be allowed
to control the Lebanon and a new very serious attempt must accompany that to forge
a peace agreement between Israel and Palestine.

Look how rapidly things have moved. On 31 October 2017, the Israeli army blew
up Islamic Jihad attack tunnels under the border of the Gaza strip. On November 1st
it was reported out of Syria that the Israeli air force had bombed a Hezbollah weapons
factory in central Syria and anti-aircraft missiles were fired at Israeli planes as they flew
over Lebanon. The Israeli army then said it would intervene militarily to prevent the
occupation of a Druze village called Khadeer in the Syrian Golan Heights, some 3km
from the Israeli border that was being threatened by the Islamic Nusra Front. While
the situation on the ground appears to have eased since then it is clear Israel is assert-
ing a position on which they are likely to stick. The Lebanese Prime Minister Saad
Hariri resigned during a trip to Saudi Arabia alluding to an assassination attempt. He
has lived constantly with death threats and his father was assassinated when Prime
Minister in 2005. He declared in Saudi Arabia - whether under pressure or not — using
unequivocal terms in his TV broadcast that “Iran arms in the region will be cut oft™

There are new signs that Israel is serious about easing the horrendous humanitar-
ian situation that has been allowed to develop in Gaza. Major General Mordechai, the
coordinator of Israeli ground activities in Gaza, has called for the implementation of
an equivalent of a Marshall Plan in an article with two others published by the Institute
for National Security Studies. The article does not specify the source of the funding but
it does not require a genius to see the potential link to the new economic region that
the Crown Prince of Saudi Arabia sees developing at Neom linked with Jordan and
Egypt.

Palestinian reconciliation in Gaza is the result of ongoing talks between Egypt,
Hamas, the Palestinian Authority, Saudi Arabia and the UAE and it is an integral part
of the Arab effort to cut Hamas off from Iran and advance the peace process. They are
setting a new path in the Middle East that is both an optimistic and dangerous.

Eastern Europe

The best diplomatic response would be for Russia and the US to suggest the P5+1
nations that worked on the Iranian nuclear question, together with different person-
nel, should focus on the Middle East as a whole. They are used to working with Iran
and Iran with them. China, already mentioned, has a greater interest than any other
nation in oil and gas coming from Iran, Iraq, Saudi Arabia and all the Gulf states.

At the moment, the incentives for Russia to create strains in its relationship on
the ground with Syria, Iran and the Iranian Revolutionary commander and his troops,
as well as Hezbollah, are not persuasive enough. Russia will, in my view, only play
the constructive role that it could in its new position, with a military airfield close
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to Lebanon, if we in the other four nations in 5+1 - Germany, France, US and the
UK - offer to enter with you into a constructive dialogue in the area, above all, which is
of immediate concern for Russia, namely east Ukraine and Crimea. A readiness to es-
tablish formal 5+1 negotiations for the settlement of not only these boundary disputes
but also involving those near Moldova, namely Transnistria. Also Georgia, Nagorno
Karabakh and even perhaps Kosovo, could be a way of unblocking the present standoft
in negotiating directly with Ukraine and sets the dialogue in terms of other boundary
changes.

Despite a second peace agreement («Minsk II») being signed in Minsk in Febru-
ary 2015, the fighting has continued and economic and political sanctions remain in
place against Russia, with no final resolution in sight. The role of the EU and its mem-
ber states, in managing the negotiations with Ukraine on the Association Agreement
and ultimately in dealing with the subsequent crisis, has come in for much justified
criticism. Richard Sakwa, in his article, «The death of Europe? Continental fates after
Ukraine», wrote: «The Ukraine crisis exposed the flaws in Europe’s post-Cold War
development... In the Ukraine crisis the EU not only proved inadequate as a conflict
regulator but itself became the source of conflict. The EU’s ill prepared advance into
what was always recognized to be a contested neighborhood provoked the gravest in-
ternational crisis of our era, but once the crisis started Europe was sidelined»[7].

The UK's role has also been minimalist. Despite its position as a signatory of the
Budapest Memorandum, the UK has not had any real role in trying to find a solution
to the crisis. Germany and France have taken the lead in Europe helped by Poland. A
House of Lords report highlighted this: «As one of the four signatories of the Budapest
Memorandum (1994), which pledged to respect Ukraine’s territorial integrity, the UK
had a particular responsibility when the crisis erupted. The government has not been
as active or as visible on this issue as it could have been». Playing a key role in reaching
a resolution to this crisis and developing a new relationship with Russia must form a
key plank in any UK foreign policy outside of the EU. It will be by no means easy.

Finding a common approach will require patience and there are likely to be dis-
ruptions on the way. The US will not like making any concessions, as they will see
them, to Russia over the boundaries of NATO. Yet NATO has made a number of moves
to recognize Russia’s special position, such as the establishment of the NATO-Russia
Council, and bringing Yeltsins Russia into the G8. Accepting Russia as a major player
does not mean acquiescing to every Russian demand; however, it does require a much
greater level of genuine engagement on Russian concerns and some greater limits set
on NATO expansion than has been the case in the recent past. Patiently, persuasively
and persistently in the P5+1 on Eastern Europe and on the Middle East deals can be
made that balanced across these two separate regions could help to rebuild the rela-
tionship between Russia and the US and involve Iran in the context of Russian help in
stabilizing the Middle East.

We in the UK as part of NATO, meanwhile, will continue to deploy 800 troops
in Estonia where present tensions continue. Prime Minister May’s comments in her
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speech to the Republican Party conference in January 2017 provide a good starting
point for the rebuilding of the UK’s relationship with Russia: «There is nothing inevi-
table about conflict between Russia and the West. And nothing unavoidable about re-
treating to the days of the Cold War. But we should engage with Russia from a position
of strength. And we should build the relationships, systems and processes that make
co-operation more likely than conflict - and that, particularly after the illegal annexa-
tion of Crimea, give assurance to Russia’s neighboring states that their security is not
in question»’.

The scope of P5+1 negotiations would primarily establish a new international map
of the many controversial boundaries in the areas already spelt out. Possible confi-
dence-building agreements should be considered so as to help ensure there are no
violations. The tensions on either side of any new borders must be addressed. These
limited P5+1 negotiations would be a first step. They will hopefully lead on to negotia-
tions on specific bilateral nuclear and conventional weapon reductions, military exer-
cises and conventional force reductions and limitations in both regions. The boundary
questions should not take long to conclude, the issues are known to all countries whose
territory will be discussed. They must be fully represented in any specific negotiation
on their boundaries. The process should be time limited from the start to run for no
more than a year. Existing sanctions could be temporarily, partially or totally lifted as
negotiations proceeded.

The Times of London editorial on 13 November « War Drums. The Hezbollah ter-
ror group is destabilizing the Middle East at the behest of Iran» is blunt®. We are on the
threshold of another war in the Middle East involving Lebanon and the surrounding
countries. We are already in a war in the Ukraine that has cost over 10,000 lives and
could have cost many thousands more. There is war in the Yemen. With cooperation,
generals and diplomats in Moscow and Washington can do much to defuse both con-
flicts and in the process help lay the foundations for a regional settlement between Is-
rael and Palestine. We need Presidents Putin and Trump to authorize this process and
the sooner the better and start to develop a measure of regard for each other’s domestic
arrangements. They will not repair all the strains and stresses quickly, but a civilized
dialogue can and must be restored.

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ISLAMIC ECONOMY IN «ISLAMIC
STATE»: IS IT POSSIBLE?

Muslim scholars from Egypt and British India formulated the principles of Islamic economy
in the second half of the 1940s. At the turn of the 1970s-1980s a number of countries (Sudan,
Iran and Pakistan) attempted to Islamize their financial systems. However, in none of the
three, the experiment was successful. Afterwards, the Muslim world has not undertaken to
build a financial system based on the principles of Islamic economics and finance any more.
However, interest in the application of individual institutions of the Islamic economy has not
faded away.

The article examines how the principles of Islamic economic doctrine were applied in the
formation of the “state” budget in the terrorist entity “Islamic State” (IS). The author analyses
the principal differences between the theoretical constructions of the Islamic economy and
their practical implementation in the territories controlled by the IS. In fact, the IS imple-
ments a completely different concept of Islamic economy and Islamic finance (fundamental-
ist) from the one that was applied in a number of Muslim countries (modernist). Considering
the practice of application of Islamic economic principles by the IS, the author of the article
develops the thesis expressed in his earlier publications that there is no single universal
Islamic economic doctrine that could be applied with some modifications in any society
and in any jurisdiction. Moreover, the various interpretations of the economic provisions of
Shariah can come into serious contradiction with each other. This is indicated, in particular,
in the case of the IS, where, with the help of law-permitting institutions, they try to legalize
activities that are illegal from the point of view of Shariah. Another important feature of the
financial policy in the IS is the insignificant interest in modern Islamic financial institutions:
banks, insurance (takaful) companies, etc. The author explains this as follows. In their at-
tempt to build a caliphate, the ideologists of the IS and their followers take a traditionalist
approach in which there is no place for institutions unknown in the 7th-13th centuries. For
traditionalists, such institutions as Islamic banks, etc., formed in the second half of the XX
century, are often unauthorized innovations (bida’).

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The article analyzes problems of solar energy rise in the Middle East and North Africa. The
Arab World possesses huge resources of oil and natural gas and gained great significance as
a world producer and exporter of energy. The MENA region home market is also a big con-
sumer of oil and gas. The study stresses the fact, that industrial processing of mass amounts
of crude inside the region has already created serious constraints in development of the
area. The further steps to overwhelm the aggravations may be positive if secured through
minimizing serious threats, concentrating around problems of climate warming and green
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gases. The perspectives of doing well in this vital sphere are closely connected with the im-
plementation of various kinds of renewables represented in the Arab East in supply, given
the fact that the most preferred of them is the sun energy as economically more commercial
and so far more effective in its competition with the traditional fuels. Meanwhile the study
confirms that the Arab World as a whole is not yet ready for frontal deployment of this meth-
od of electric power generation. The real obstacle for the major part of the Arab countries
is the inequality of their economic potentials and lack of financial support for industrial use
of the new type of energy. There are also social and economic limits doing alongside with
the macroeconomic factors. Insufficient experience and lack of competence are followed by
more serious factors seeing in bureaucratic hurdles, passivity of national capital, incorrect
distribution of functions among administrative bodies, etc. The whole situation is abnormal-
ly stressed due to the absence of flexible cost-reflective energy policy and improper billing
mechanisms still dominating the region and braking promotion of solar energy industry.
The study comes to the conclusion that any delay with building-up of most favorable
grounds for the energy market in the MENA region may provoke mal-practicing of the whole
business and then the ambitious arab plan for the solar energy development may find itself
effective only to a certain degree.

The article analyzes main trends in the work of the UN Security Council on the Syrian is-
sues. The author notes that the interaction of the Security Council members fully reflected
the modern development of international relations, related to its transformation towards
polycentricism. This process is associated with a reduction in the ability of the US to use the
UN Security Council to conduct its own narrow-conjuncture policy, with the growing influ-
ence of new centers of power, primarily Russia and China. Those actors are ready to uphold
the principle of inadmissibility of using the UN Security Council to interfere in the internal
affairs of states in order to change regimes.

To counter this trend, Washington and its allies pursued a policy of pressure on Moscow,
trying to force it to abandon an independent course toward Syria. At the same time, the
thesis of the “paralysis” of the UN Security Council with reference to the conflict in Syria was
actively used because of Russia’s position. Simultaneously, Russian initiatives in the UN Se-
curity Council aimed at de-escalating the situation and launching an inter-Syrian dialogue
were rejected. Nevertheless, the consistent position of Russia and China forced the West to
gradually realize the non-alternative search for common denominators on the Syrian issue
as well as collective partnership efforts to find measures to end the conflict.

As a result, it became possible to adopt a number of decisions of the UN Security Council
concerning various aspects of the settlement of the crisis. The main principles of the set-
tlement, negotiating formats for the participants in the conflict and external players were
agreed upon. Thus, it was the interaction in Syria that gave the UN Security Council the op-
portunity to become the embodiment and guarantor of a multipolar world, a platform for
harmonizing approaches on an equitable collective basis in a changing world.

The article proposes and applies 4 measurable indicators to assess the EU actorness in
human rights promotion: 1) explicitness of references to the UN or global fora in the EU
primary law and secondary legislation related to human rights promotion; 2) degree of
support/contestation for the EU objectives by other non-EU actors at the HRC; 3) de-
gree of (in)cohesiveness of EU external representation at the HRC; 4) EU (in)consistency
in formulating priorities and using instruments at the HRC.

Multi-polar world system questions the EU high aspirations as‘a global force’in human
rights promotion. The EU ability to use its instruments in human rights promotion is
moderate even despite its enhanced burden sharing among the EU member states, a
hybrid system of representation, a vast diplomatic and NGOs' network. ‘Big’ states still
play the leading role in this process.

The UN HRC structural context limits
the EU opportunity to promote human rights, therefore, the EU tries to be less loud and
less visible.

To adapt its high aspirations on human rights
to reality the EU has developed a complex institutional setting with the Union, state
and non-state actors behind it. Surprisingly, at the UN Human Rights Council (UN
HRC, HRC) the EU performance is rather moderate. Despite the fact that the value of
fundamental human rights is a subject of numerous international agreements in histo-
ry and is laid down in almost all national constitutions, the UN HRC reflects diverging
views on what human rights are and how this fundamental value should be promoted.
Neoliberal institutionalist theory remains quite popular to explain why the EU views
on human rights should be promoted. The emerging multi-polar world system urges
for a less normative analysis of diverging views at the HRC.

The EU has its own views on how human rights should be promoted. The Union
identifies itself as ‘global human rights force’ but less and less acts in accordance with
that identity at the UN HRC. How to assess the EU human rights promotion at the
HRC? What international developments determine EU behavior at the HRC? The
methodological basis of the article is the institutional approach to the studies of in-
ternational organizations with employment of some sociological methods, namely in-
terviews. The article analyzes the EU legislation related to human rights, EU internal
documents at the Foreign Affairs Council and its preparatory bodies (Council of the
EU), the resolutions adopted at the HRC Regular Sessions in the period of 2014-2016.
Plus, the author conducted 9 semi-structured interviews with the state diplomats, the
EU officials (the European External Action Service (EEAS), the European Commis-
sion), the UN civil servants (the Office of the UN High Commissioner for Human
Rights (OHCHR), the Office for the High Commissioner on Refugees (ONHCR), and
the NGO accredited for the HRC Regular Sessions.

Limitations of the existing research

At first sight, the EU seems to be influential in human rights promotion. A num-
ber of scholars tend to regard the EU as ... a strategic human rights actor’ [20, c. 157].
However, in intergovernmental arena quite often the EU is unable to act at all. The
patchwork ratification of the international binding human rights treaties by the EU
member states is not the only reason for this. In 2011 the United Kingdom blocked
a substantial number of EU statements in the UN system arguing that the statements
should be delivered “on behalf of the EU and its member states” or solely “on behalf of
the member states” [19, c. 49]. In the end of 2016 following the U.S. strategic objectives
the EU achieved internal agreement among 28 member-states to accuse the China
Peoples’ Republic of human rights violations [6, c. 79-80]. While the EU put much
effort in reaching this internal agreement and building inter-regional coalitions at the
HRC in 2017, Greece, the EU member state, blocked it at the 35th Regular Session
of the UN HRC in June 2017. It was the first time in history of the EU foreign policy
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when the EU did not implement the agreed strategy in human rights promotion. In
addition to that, a great scale of the EU initiatives at the HRC are dropped before the
HRC sessions take place. Is it a future trend for the EU human rights promotion at the
HRC? To answer this question, one should compare the EU aspirations and instru-
ments in human rights promotion with the concrete external environment.

The existing research points out that the EU has been a very visible actor in human
rights promotion at the HRC. This visibility is determined by the EU acting as one of
the most smoothly coordinated bloc [8, c. 24]. At the same time, the high visibility
does not necessarily lead to the desired outcomes. The EU visible ‘speaking with one
voice’ on general objectives does not lead to EU high influence at the HRC [12, c. 224].
On the contrary, the EU acting as a bloc has provoked the other coalitions at the UN
HRC to be more cohesive and contra-pose the EU goals with alternative innovative
interpretations of human rights [18, c. 310] [3, c. 219]. The fragmentation of the con-
temporary international order with distinct rules and mechanisms for human rights
promotion enhances this contestation [1, c. 90-91].

The EU human rights promotion at the HRC depends on how the EU is capable
of overcoming its internal divergence [7, c. 31]. To overcome the internal divisions the
EU has always been in need for enhanced coordination due to its complex structure.
The Lisbon Treaty reform intended to enhance coordination between the EU institu-
tions and the EU member states at the UN [12, c. 628-644]. However, enhanced coor-
dination has not improved the EU performance at the HRC, especially, on the issues
of sexual reproduction rights, gender equality and sexual orientation, human rights
violations in Palestine [17; 9].

How to combine the analysis of the EU aims and instruments with the concrete
external environment? The complex institutional setting of the EU for external human
rights promotion limits the number of applicable analytical approaches. The EU exter-
nal policy complements the national policies of the EU member states, especially, in the
field of human rights in multilateral intergovernmental arena. The overall number of
the EU and its member-states activities at the UN create an image of a ‘patchwork’ [4].
The EU is not a state, it cannot be a member of the UN according to the UN Charter.
At some UN agencies, the EU has a status of a full member organization (like WHO,
FAO), in the intergovernmental arena in the field of human rights the EU enjoys a
status of an observer (like UN GA, UN HRCQ).

However, the academic community cannot neglect its role at the UN. In fact, a
non-member status at the HRC does not prevent the EU from influencing the inter-
national processes at this subsidiary body [4]. The major part of EU human rights
promotion in intergovernmental arena is based on systemic coordination among the
EU member-states’ national policies. This systemic coordination is often overlooked
in academic research. At the same time, when the question comes to the compara-
tive assessment of the role of the EU and the EU member-states at the HRC, prac-
titioners tend to answer that “Everything is decided in Brussels” [Respondent 1,
Respondent 2].
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Overcoming the limitations of the existing research

The EU is not a principal actor at the UN: “the first ‘enemies’ of the EU at the UN
are the EU member-states” [Respondent 4]. How to assess the EU human rights pro-
motion at the HRC? The article applies the concept of ‘actorness’ developed under so-
ciological approach by Bretherton and Vogler [2]. The concept allows to overcome the
purely legal definition of an actor in international relations, which makes it applicable
to the EU. However, Bretherton and Vogler avoided the analysis of the EU actorness
in human rights promotion at international intergovernmental organizations due to
me limitations of the concept. Firstly, the possession of a number of characteristics
of ‘actorness’ does not mean that the analyzed entity is an actor in international rela-
tions. Actorness refers to ... an entity that exhibits a degree of autonomy from its
external environment, and indeed from its internal constituents, and which is capable
of volition or purpose” [2, c. 16]. Such a definition overlaps with the characteristics
of a state as a principal actor in international relations: i. e. ‘derzhavnost’ (Russian:
«mepkaBHOCTB») that is “.. the ability of a state to independently and effectively use
its foreign policy instruments” [16, c. 186]. Secondly, Bretherton and Vogler proposed
three constituting ‘elements’ of actorness but no measurable indicators. This limitation
caused widespread criticism due to the alleged lack of systematic empirical focus [10,
C. 263-264]. The aim of this article is not to assess the EU as an actor in international
relations but to measure the EU aspirations, instruments and the contesting environ-
ment at the HRC with the help of the concept of ‘actorness. Therefore, the article over-
comes the limitations of the existing analytical approaches and the limitations of the
EU ‘patchwork’ institutional setting in human rights promotion.

The concept of ‘actorness’ comprises three elements: presence, opportunity, capa-
bility. This article proposes to measure the elements as ‘weak] ‘moderate, ‘strong’ on
the basis of indicators. The element of ‘presence’ relates to “..the ability of the EU, by
virtue of its existence, to exert influence beyond its borders” [2, c. 27]. It refers to the
EU aspirations and self-identity as an actor in human rights promotion. This article
proposes the explicitness of references to the UN or global fora in the EU law as a
measurable indicator for presence at the UN HRC. Since this indicator measures the
EU aspirations in human rights promotion, the procedural provisions for the EU ac-
tion at the UN, are not taken into account. The more explicit the references to the UN
or global fora are— the stronger the legal acquis — the stronger the EU presence in
human rights at the HRC.

The element of ‘opportunity’ refers to “structural context of EU action includ-
ing factors in the external environment of ideas and events which constrain or enable
actorness” [2, c. 24]. The indicator is the degree of support for the EU objectives by
other non-EU actors at the HRC. The indicator is measured by voting on resolutions
at regular sessions for the HRC. The indicator depends on the degree of contestation of
those EU initiatives that correspond to the EU priorities. This contestation increases if
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the EU proposed initiative is not voted by consensus or meets an alternative initiative
from the other actor at the HRC.

The element of ‘capability’ relates to the “..internal context of EU external action
or inaction; ... ability to capitalize on presence or respond to opportunity” [2, c. 29].
As for the indicators to assess capability, the article analyzes 1) degree of (in)cohesive-
ness of EU external representation at the HRC; 2) EU (in)consistency in formulating
priorities and using instruments at the HRC. The first indicator includes the analysis of
the EU external representation and the format of the EU participation at the HRC. The
second indicator includes the analysis of the EU decision-making procedures, instru-
ments to formulate and reach objectives. The clearer and more consistent the priorities
and procedures are across time and among the EU member states, the stronger the
capability.

Case-selection and scope of the research

The HRC is of a strategic importance of the EU human rights promotion'. The EU
prioritize the support for the HRC in its both action plan on human rights and democ-
racy in 2012-2014 and 2015-2019% Moreover, the EU aims at promoting a rules-based
global order with the UN at its core’. Human rights promotion is laid in the essence of
the HRC as a subsidiary body of the UN General Assembly (UN GA), sometimes the
HRC resolutions precede the resolutions on the respective issues discussed and drafted
by the 3" Committee of the UN GA. According to its constituent document, the HRC
serves for “... promoting and encouraging respect for human rights and fundamental
freedoms for all ...”*. Due to the organisational and institutional structure of the HRC:
sessions, special procedures, size — the article gives preference to the HRC as a global
forum for human rights promotion rather than to the 3" committee of the UN GA.

To narrow down the scope of research the article focuses on the EU human rights
promotion at the HRC in 2014-2016. The period of three years is justified by the man-
date of a member at the HRC that lasts for three years. The period of 2014-2016 is
justified by the struggle between the EU, on the one hand, and such states as Saudi Ara-
bia, the Peoples’ Republic of China, Viet Nam, Algeria, the Russian Federation, Cuba,
elected as the members of the HRC until 31 December 2016. At the same time, all

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members of the UN contribute to the HRC institutional package, the main difference
between a member and a non-member of the HRC is the right to vote on the initiative
be it a resolution or a decision within the HRC.

Presence: explicitness of references to the UN or global fora in the EU law

The EU presence in human rights promotion has a consistent historical back-
ground. In 1970 the European Court of Justice (ECJ) introduced human rights as
“... integral part of the general principles of [Community] law protected by the Court
of Justice” in IHG case’. This case extended the principle of supremacy of the Com-
munity law introduced in Costa v. ENEL case in 1964 to the domain of fundamental
rights. In 1974 with the reference to its case-law, the ECJ restated human rights as
“.. fundamental rights ... [forming] ... an integral part of the general principles of
[Community] law” in Nold case®.

The Preamble of the Treaty on European Union (TEU) stresses the respect for
human rights and fundamental freedoms as the ‘inheritance of Europe. Human rights
are regarded are a foundational value of the EU stipulated by Art. 2, TEU. Once again,
the universality of human rights is stressed without any reference to any international
agreements under the UN. Art. 3, para 3(2) stipulates the EU presence in the promo-
tion of equality between men and women, solidarity between generations and rights of
the child, once again, with no explicit reference to the UN. However, Art. 5 TEU refers
to the protection of human rights .. in its [EU] relations with the wider world...” and
respect for the principles of the United Nations Charter that, in its turn, has at the core
the realization of human rights for all without distinction as to race, sex, language or
religion’.

Article 6, para 3 of the TEU was introduced by the Treaty of Maastricht stressing
human rights as general principles of the EU law evolving from the common consti-
tutional traditions of the member states. It stresses human rights, however, does not
relate to the EU as a global multilateral actor since it does not refer to global sources
for human rights protection. It does not refer explicitly to the HRC or the UN whereas
it has explicit reference to the Charter of Fundamental Rights and the Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (European Convention).

Although the TEU does not have explicit reference to human rights in its provi-
sions on CFSP, the EU external action in Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP)
matters is guided by Art. 21 TEU referring to human rights as a guiding principle.
Art. 21 TEU enables EU strong presence in human rights promotion at the UN. In the

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very first paragraph human rights are explicitly linked with the objective to respect the
principles of the Charter of the UN. Moreover, to promote human rights externally
the EU aims at cooperation with global organisations that share the same values. The
reference to the UN framework is explicit in the second paragraph of Art. 21: it con-
tributes to strong presence since it stipulates that the EU “.. shall promote multilateral
solutions to common problems [also in the domain of human rights], in particular in
the framework of the United Nations” Art. 21 also has explicit reference to the human
rights promotion in accordance with the purposes and principles of the Charter of the
UN in para 2(c) and explicit accent on EU objective to promote multilateral coopera-
tion and ‘good global governance’ in para 2(h), which finally enables EU strong pres-
ence in global fora.

Art. 21 TEU enables human rights promotion as an objective of EU external ac-
tion to be applied across all policies. In order to reach this objective, Art. 212, para 3,
Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU)stipulates that the EU and
the member states “.. shall cooperate with ... competent international organisations”
In addition to that, Art. 220 TFEU stipulates that the EU “...shall establish all appro-
priate forms of cooperation with the organs of the UN and its specialized agencies...”.
Such a reference enables EU identity as a global multilateral actor in human rights.

The Charter of Fundamental Rights (Charter) has significantly increased the EU
presence in human rights. Still, the application of the Charter in external area is lim-
ited. The Charter stipulates in its Preamble that the EU “.. is founded ... on universal
values of human dignity, freedom, equality and solidarity ...”. The rights defined in the
Charter are practically identical with the rights stipulated by the UN sources for hu-
man rights protection, however, there is no explicit reference to them. The Regulation
No 168/2007 establishing the European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (EU
FRA, FRA, Agency) includes two explicit references to the UN®.

Regulation establishing the European Instrument for Democracy and Human
Rights (EIDHR) for the period 2014-2020 has explicit reference to the EU as a global
actor in human rights promotion. In para 16 of the Preamble the Regulation stresses
that the EU assistance under the established structure has a specific role “..by virtue
of its global nature ...". Accordingly, in para 15 if its Preamble it refers to UN Declara-
tion on the Right and Responsibility of Individuals, Groups and Organs of Society to
Promote and Protect Universally Recognized Human Rights and Fundamental Free-
doms (‘Declaration on Human Rights Defenders’), in Art. 1(b), Art. 2(b) — explicit
references to the numerous UN human rights treaties’.

To draw a line, the measurement of the explicitness of referring to the UN sources
and global fora shows that the EU has very high aspirations on human rights promo-
tion at the HRC. Consequently, the EU strategic documents in human rights promo-

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tion — two human rights action plans adopted in 2012 and 2015 — identify the HRC
as the key arena for human rights promotion throughout the world. The EU explicitly
stressed its support for the HRC in “Global Strategy” as an instrument of international
democracy and human rights promotion. The EU has consistent historical background
in this area: since 1970s human rights are integral part of the general principles of EU
law. The EU remains highly aspirational on its identity in human rights promotion at
the HRC, but how is this identity realized in reality?

Opportunity: support and contestation for the EU objectives at the HRC

What is the general structural context at the HRC? The HRC is responsible for hu-
man rights promotion at the global level: it is a subsidiary organ of the UN GA created
by the UN GA Resolution on 15 March 2006". The EU human rights promotion at the
HRC has longstanding historical background towards the HRC predecessor — the UN
Commission on Human Rights (CHR): at this body, the European Communities (EC)
were pushing for country and thematic initiatives corresponding to those the EC had
adopted at its own level, or the EC systemically included the discussions at the CHR in
agenda of meetings with third states''.

What is the structural context of the HRC that enables or constrains the EU hu-
man rights promotion?

Firstly, the characteristics of the HRC constraining the EU opportunity are the fol-
lowing: 1) the intergovernmental nature of the HRC as a body within the UN system —
EU is not a full UN member, therefore, as an example, the EU cannot draft resolutions;
2) the allocation of seats along regional groups — usually the EU has from 7 to 9 mem-
ber states as the members of the HRC out of 47 members, therefore, cannot rely on
voting and needs to find allies; 3) consensus based decision-making at the HRC — the
majority of HRC resolutions are adopted by consensus of the members of the HRC —
the distinct contribution of the EU is ‘behind’ contributions of the states; 4) the exis-
tence of the other politically united groups of states, e.g. the OIC or the Like Minded
Group (LMG) — such groupings contest the EU as a ‘bloc’; 5) proactive behaviour by
the other members of the HRC in 2014-2016 — alternative innovative interpretations
of human rights were introduced under the framework of ‘multi-polar world’; 6) non-
preventive nature of the HRC — the majority of the documents by the HRC are not
legally binding, mostly, the HRC outcomes are recommendatory.

Secondly, the characteristics of the HRC that enable the EU opportunity are:
1) universal respect for the protection of all human rights as the core founding prin-
ciple of the HRC — on of the most effective practices to reach priorities at the HRC is

to refer to already adopted documents, the universal respect for human rights as the
core principle of the HRC relates to universality of human rights, and the EU tries to
present its approach to human rights as a ‘universal one’; 2) legal status for observ-
ers — the EU is not a full member of the UN, however, its formal participation as an
observer is legally provisioned, the EU has a right to speak, deliver statements and
interventions, attend formal meetings; 3) vast coverage of human rights issues — only
actors with vast representation and diplomatic networks can cover all activities of the
HRC, the EU together with its member-states diplomatic networks cover the whole in-
stitutional package of the HRC; 4) diversified institutional package of the HRC create
a lot of room for manoeuvre: Universal Periodic Review (UPR), Special Procedures,
Complaint Procedure, plus, resolutions as standard-setting mechanism — the major-
ity of the HRC documents are non-binding, however, the states report to the UPR ev-
ery 4.5 years or allow special procedures to inspect human rights positive obligations;
5) collaboration of the HRC with the other bodies, notably, the Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) and the Office of the UN High Commis-
sioner for Refugees (UNHCR), opens broad path for the EU to introduce its approach
to human rights through the other bodies — the OHCHR serves as the Secretariat of
the HRC and support special procedures, experts and working groups at the HRC, the
UNHCR functions as an advocacy and covers the whole HRC institutional package.
The budgets of these bodies are opened for voluntary contributions and the EU con-
tributes to these budgets to ensure as their ‘effectiveness and independence’ as those
of the HRC. The EU insists that money should be allocated to concrete HRC special
procedures, the money comes as from the EU institutions, notably the European Com-
mission, as from the EU member-states.

As observed by Smith, the EU member states being the members of the HRC
incline not to vote together if there might occur a request for a voting procedure [12,
c. 70-72]. Such a request is a sign that a decision or resolution is not supported by the
other states therefore would not be adopted by consensus. The requests for a vote on
the HRC resolutions related to the EU priorities can be measured to assess the degree
of contestation of the EU at the HRC. Table 1 presents the resolutions submitted explic-
itly on behalf of the EU in 2014-2016. The data in table gathered from the HRC regular
sessions provides an important finding related to the EU opportunity at the HRC. The
strength of the EU opportunity does not depend on the number of the EU member
states being the members of the HRC. In 2016 the traditional EU resolution on the
“Situation of human rights in the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea” did not meet
a request for a vote whereas this resolution had been voted in 2014-2015. Non-EU
states contest the EU initiatives on country resolutions as bearing political interests
with little effort to promote human rights. This contestation is likely to stay with Item 4
at the HRC: non-EU states, especially, LMG, argue that if the human rights violations
occur in the EU member states, in the United States — no country-specific resolu-
tion is submitted then. This contestation is broadly known as the EU applying ‘double
standards’ in human rights promotion. The EU could overcome the issue through its
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contribution to Universal Periodic Review (UPR), which is intergovernmental, and
through building cross-regional coalitions.

Table 1 provides the information on the resolutions submitted by the EU rotat-
ing presidency explicitly on behalf of the EU. Less than a half of the resolutions were
requested for a vote and still all resolutions were adopted. It is a sign of weak EU op-
portunity at the HRC. As stated by the majority of the interviewees, it is difficult to dif-
ferentiate between the EU and the EU member states acting before the HRC. The first
reason is that the EU does not want to act as a ‘bloc’ in order not to ‘provoke’ the other
political groupings. The second reason is that the EU acts through burden-sharing at
the HRC: different EU member states are responsible for specific resolutions at the
HRC while adopting the EU priorities in Brussels and coordinating in Geneva.

The overall EU opportunity remains weak due to the LMG group, African and
Arab states, the People’s Republic of China and the Russian Federation acting proac-
tively at the HRC. The states contesting the EU neoliberal initiatives can amend the
resolutions with or without membership, plus, can always request a vote through a
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coalition. The EU tries to compromise its priorities with the priorities of the other
groupings, an example of the success was the EU coalition with Latin American and
Caribbean Group (GRULAC) on the issue of rights of the child. To soften contestation,
the EU has to compromise the texts of resolutions and concentrate on implementation
stage. On particular issues, like the arbitrary deprivation of nationality, foreign debt,
family values, protection of Roma, the EU is likely not to compromise.

The other significant contestation refers to the EU ‘acting as a bloc’: e.g. the reso-
lution “Promotion of a democratic and equitable international order” submitted by
Cuba at 33rd Regular Session in 2016. It was adopted with 30 votes in favour and 12
votes against (5 abstentions). All 8 EU member states as the members of the HRC
voted against this resolution .. hence were acting as a bloc’ [Respondent 5]. That is
why the EU does not submit all resolutions explicitly on behalf of the EU, but on behalf
of its member states.

Even if compared to the overall number of the resolutions adopted without a vote,
related to the EU priorities, initiated by the EU member-states, which is high, the
number of resolutions that are very important for the EU human rights promotion
and are still followed by a request for a vote, — their number is significant for assessing
the EU opportunity at the HRC as weak. Such resolutions are not likely to be imple-
mented in future. Moreover, some resolutions proposed by non-EU states are regarded
as opposing the EU perspective on human rights and their universality: resolutions
concerning effects of foreign debt on human rights, illicit financial flows and human
rights, family protection, traditional values, responsibility of transnational companies
for human rights violations, integrity of a judicial system, right to development, etc. At
the same time, the EU resolutions gain support from a variety of actors at the HRC in
specific issues: GRULAC, Canada, Mexico, Japan, the United States, etc.

Therefore, the overall assessment of the EU opportunity at the HRC in 2014-2016
shows that the EU opportunity was weak. How does the EU respond to that structural
context?

Capability: cohesiveness of EU external representation and inconsistency
in formulating priorities and using instruments at the HRC

Absence of equal rules for participation limits the EU capability at the HRC. The
EU has a status an observer status before the HRC based on the UN GA resolution
65/276, which allows the EU to speak, deliver statements and interventions, attend
formal meetings. This status allows less than the full membership: the EU speaks af-
ter the states and seats aside, plus, observers enjoy 1-2 minutes less time speak than
the states [18, c. 307]. As observed by the scholars, the improvement of the status of
the EU at the HRC could have been realized through extension of the application
of the UN GA Resolution 65/276 to the HRC giving the EU status of an enhanced
observer [19, c. 55]. This initiative was proposed in 2012 in the “Strategy for the pro-
gressive improvement of the EU status in international organisations and other fora in
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line with the objectives of the Treaty of Lisbon” (‘Barroso-Ashton Strategy’)'?, however,
the mention of the improvement of the EU status at the HRC disappeared in 2013 note
on the implementation of the Strategy [19, c. 59].

The EU external representation to the HRC strengthens capability. The EU Delega-
tion consists of 40 employees with (including administrative staff)"’. In 2016 5 experts
were working with human rights in the Delegation, while in 2017 there were already
8 experts.” The EU external representation comprises the EU Delegation and the del-
egations of the EU members states acting in close cooperation with the EU Delegation
in accordance with Art. 221, para 2 TFEU. A vast network allows the EU to cover the
whole institutional package of the HRC. As stated by interviewees, only a few actors
before the HRC can cover all the activities at the HRC [Respondents 1, 2, 5, 8]. Before
and during HRC sessions the EU Delegation in in New York assists the EU Delegation
in Geneva. As observed by the scholars, the EU achieves its priorities through multiple
interventions by the EU members states [12, c. 229].

The EU external representation to the HRC can be regarded as a complex system with
the EU Delegation, the EU member states, and rotating presidency acting together [21,
c. 61]. The permanent mission of one EU member state in Geneva has from four to more
than ten human rights experts [17, c. 127]. The Delegation in Geneva merged the Com-
mission delegation and the Council Secretariat acting before the HRC and replaced the
rotating presidency in coordination and contacts with third states [20, c. 144].

On the one hand, the complexity of the representation strengthens the EU capa-
bility, on the other hand, it weakens the EU capability at the HRC. The coordination
process in Geneva strengthen EU capability as it enables the EU and the EU member
states burden-sharing practices at the HRC. However, the EU capability with this com-
plex system is moderate: the EU internal negotiation takes a lot of time. Due to varying
EU member state policies related on human rights, the EU coordinated position often
presents the lowest common denominator’ between the member states.

The EU priorities for the HRC have been adopted since 2012. Guidelines and pri-
orities are developed by the Council (Working Party on Human Rights — COHOM
including member states, Commission, EEAS) with the chairmanship by the EEAS of-
ficials. The coordination may involve the meetings of the CONUN working group and
geographical working groups.

Table 2 presents the EU priorities at the HRC in the period 2014-2016". Accord-
ing to the data, the EU priorities mainly remain consistent across time. The EU capa-

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bility is limited by the internal disagreement among the EU member states, notably,
on the issues of LGBTTI or reproductive health rights [19, c. 74]. The EU member states
consistently disagree on Item 7 on the human rights situation in Palestine, especially,
on the issue of a Syrian Golan, and often on county-specific resolutions in the Eastern
Neighbourhood. The internal divergence among the EU member states has resulted
in incoherence of the EU priorities: as provided by the Table 2, priorities on LGBTI
and reproductive health rights was reformulated, protection of migrants as well as
climate and human rights was agreed only in 2016. The limitation here is the diver-
gence between the EU proclaimed protection of migrants and the hesitance of the EU
member states to join the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of
All Migrant Workers and Members of their Families. The EU avoids setting the rights
of migrants onto the HRC agenda. The other limitation is that ‘big’ EU member states
(France, Germany, the United Kingdom) act proactively while the others are invited to
co-sponsor resolutions through ‘silent procedure’

The EU has much room for improvement. The instruments of the EU strengthen
the EU capability at the HRC. The EU has proclaimed its strive for a rule-based inter-
national order with the UN at the core under the principle of “effective multilateral-
ism”™'%. The EU’s Strategic Framework and Action Plan 2012 gave start to the publica-
tion of the EU priorities in human rights fora, underlined the leading role of the HRC
in terms of human rights promotion". This Action Plan noted the HRC as the leading
mechanism for promotion of economic, social and cultural rights and stressed the
EU member states, EEAS and the Commission as responsible bodies to implement
the action plan. The EU Action Plan on Human Rights and Democracy in 2015-2019
reiterated the existing priorities for the HRC, plus, added the strategic priority for pro-
motion of women’ rights, LGBTI rights, rights of people with disabilities. The latter
action plan also stressed the problem of shrinking society space and set the inclusion
of the ‘civil society space’ and ‘support to human rights defenders’ as priorities at the
HRC. Eleven EU guidelines on the thematic issues were adopted. The guidelines lack
coherent implementation and are not ‘updated’ regularly enough.

The EU continues to cooperate with the HRC special procedures intensively. Nota-
bly, the OHCHR and the HRC special procedures have been briefing the Political and
Security Committee on Brussels [11, c. 38]. The EU contributions to the OHCHR meets
contestation because the EU allocates the funds for concrete special procedures and the
HRC does not monitor the budget of the OHCHR. Finally, the EU could have built more
cross-regional coalitions: a greater cooperation between the EU and GRULAC states on
the rights of the child was success — the HRC resolutions on the issue were adopted in
2014, 2015, 2016 without a request for a vote. The resolutions on the freedom of religion
or belief were also adopted in 2014, 2015 and 2016 without a request for a vote.

The EU includes the outcomes the HRC sessions in bilateral human rights poli-
cies'. As an example, in human rights dialogue with China the EU refers to the de-
cisions and resolutions of the HRC to implement the outcomes [11, c. 38]. The EU
delivers demarches and declarations, includes human rights as essential elements of
agreements, promotes human rights through the other instruments and bodies, e.g
the Development Cooperation Instrument (DCI), etc. [11, c. 174-175]. The EU uses
informal negotiations or so called ‘quiet diplomacy’ to achieve its priorities, e.g. the EU
and the U. S. negotiations with Israel aiming at no abandoning of the UPR [5, c. 20].
The Commission, the European Council, the European Parliament (EP) and the EU
FRA, — monitor human rights violations worldwide. The EU FRA does it in accor-
dance with the methodology of the OHCHR. The EU also uses its Human Rights Focal
Points (HRFP) to gather information and cooperates with the National Human Rights
Institutions (NHRIs) on UPR contribution. The European Parliament (EP) delivers
resolutions on the EU priorities for the HRC sessions, the EP contributes to the work
conducted by the COHOM".

Finally, the EU representation and system of instruments is complex. Due to in-
coherence in human rights promotion among the EU member states, the complexity
of the institutions involved, the indicators enable moderate EU capability. Therefore,
with strong presence, weak opportunity and moderate capability the EU actorness in
human rights promotion at the HRC remains moderate.

Conclusions: from high aspirations to harsh reality

What international developments shape the harsh reality for EU high aspirations
on human rights promotion at the UN HRC?

The EU has been highly aspirational on its role in human rights promotion be-
cause the Union was successful in changing the socio-legal systems of newly indepen-
dent states in the 1990s under the human rights formula. Since that time the EU has
been articulating human rights as foundational value, ‘guiding principle’ and objective
of external action. The EU successfully managed the 2004 enlargement and the Euro-
pean Neighbourhood Policy. The aspirations were that high that it seemed possible
for the societal groups in the EU to promote their views on human rights on a global
level — at the UN. The EU presents its internal approaches, standards, legislation as
‘universal’

The following factors weaken the EU human rights promotion at the UN HRC:

- augmenting global inequality between ‘the West and the Rest), transformation of
global value chains, financial crises;

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- emergence of the other regional economic integration organisations who are ca-
pable of developing own approaches, standards, legislation in the field of human rights
and form coalitions at the HRC;

- increasing inequality between the economic core of the EU (‘big three’) and the
other EU states, human rights violations in the EU member states, the EU institutions
being not accountable for human rights violations, the EU member states hesitating
to ratify the international human rights agreements and respective provisions on indi-
vidual complaint;

- the intergovernmental nature of the HRC as a subsidiary body of the UN GA;

- the allocation of seats along regional groups at the UN, where the EU is a smooth-
ly coordinated powerful bloc, but not the only one;

-the EU inconsistency in human rights promotion, which in turn, enables the di-
vergence in views of the EU member states, the homogeneity of the other political
groupings like the OIC or the LMG, argumentative contestation from non-EU states
like the Russian Federation, Cuba, South Africa, the Peoples’ Republic of China, etc.;

- non-binding nature of the HRC resolutions, non-preventive nature of the HRC.
The U. S. and the EU continue the reforms of the HRC to make it a sanctioning body,
to keep the Western interpretations of human rights as the ‘right ones. It is commonly
discussed under the idea of introducing the criteria for membership at the HRC, an
old idea that was rejected in 2006.

The following factors strengthen the EU human rights promotion:

- universality of human rights as the core of the HRC, respect for consensus prin-
ciple;

- legal status for the EU as an observer;

- EU enhanced coordination procedures and burden sharing with the EU member
states;

- the EU and the EU member states’ vast diplomatic network, which allows the EU
to cover all activities at the HRC;

- diversified institutional package of the HRC, which opens the way to the Western
NGOs. The EU has a wide network of human rights organisations all over the world,
they play a role at the HRC agenda-setting: contribute to the UPR, the Special Pro-
cedures, the general debates. The institutional package of the HRC, for example, the
HRC Special Procedures (OHCHR budget) are opened to voluntary contributions,
where the EU and the EU member states determine how their contributions should
be spent;

- collaboration of the EU and the HRC with the OHCHR as the HRC secretariat,
and the other UN agencies like the UNHCR — it helps the EU not only to use the route
of NGOs in reaching the Union’s goals, but also to use the other bodies: approx. 90%
of the UNHCR budget — voluntary contributions.

When it comes to human rights promotion at the UN, the EU high degree of in-
consistency becomes evident. The EU human rights promotion depends on its politic
and economic interests rather than on significance of fundamental values. One may
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compare the EU human rights approach to the U. S., Saudi Arabia, China, Belarus or
note that the EU limits economic, social and cultural rights to right to water, right to
sanitation, right to food in order to reach the EU trade-development goals in develop-
ing states. The EU has made the rights of migrants as a priority in 2016, however, no
significant action followed this priority. Finally, the Union presents its standards as
allegedly universal, however, still regards its legal order in human rights protection as
distinct from the international legal order (see Kadi case).

The UN HRC has always united diverging views on human rights. The augment-
ing global economic inequality, change in global value chains, next waves of financial
crises will only sharp political and economic interests of international actors, which,
in turn, will increase the level of divergence on human rights. The EU tries to keep
balance: the Union and its member-states stick to less strong in words, compromised
resolutions. It does not mean that the EU refuses its goals: the goals are still pursued
at the stage of implementation of a resolution. The EU masters the inclusion of the
HRC agenda outside the UN into its bilateral relations, once again, if it serves the EU
economic and political interests.

The EU success or failure to promote human rights does not depend on the
number of the EU member states being the members of the HRC. It rather depends on
the level of the EU politicization of fundamental values: the higher the EU interlaces
its economic and political interests with human rights as an instrument, the greater the
contestation will be. That is why the EU is criticized for prioritizing civil and political
rights over social and economic rights, for ‘double standards, for ‘patchwork’ repre-
sentation, for acting ‘as a bloc’ Interestingly enough, the EU politicized human rights
promotion causes contestation, which in turn, causes the EU accusing the HRC as a
politicized body. It is the next inconsistency with the EU proclaimed commitment to
‘effective multilateralism.

Even if powerful states like the Russian Federation or the Peoples’ Republic of
China are not members of the HRC, it does not prevent them from contesting the EU
initiatives, especially, through LMG coalition. As an example, the resolution “Promo-
tion of a democratic and equitable international order” was submitted by Cuba, and
all EU member states as members of the Council voted against this resolution. On the
contrary, the EU resolutions gain support from a variety of other powerful actors and
coalitions at the HRC: GRULAC, Canada, Mexico, Japan, the United States, etc.

Most of the EU priorities remain consistent over time at the HRC, however, the
internal disagreement among the EU member states on specific issues — notably,
Item 7 and Syrian Golan issue, gender identity, sexual reproductive rights — weaken
the EU human rights promotion. ‘Big’ states still play the leading role in EU human
rights promotion.

The EU ability to use its instruments is moderate even despite its enhanced burden
sharing among the EU member states, the EU observer status, a hybrid system of rep-
resentation, a vast diplomatic and NGOs network. The EU internal negotiation takes
a lot of time and due to varying EU member state policies related to human rights
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promotion, the international negotiation takes even more time. The EU coordinated
position often presents the lowest common denominator between the member states.
Some practitioners continue to admit that the EU is ‘a global force for human
rights. There is no such policy like ‘human rights in the EU law, it is a ‘guiding prin-
ciple. Moreover, fundamental values are constitutional principles in vast number of
states. Therefore, harsh reality is that multi-polar world system questions the EU high
aspirations as ‘a global force’ in human rights promotion.

Despite the acknowledgment of the global city concept and the importance of transnation-
alization processes in their formation, the debate regarding global city identification meth-
ods continues. The article stresses the need to change our approach in evaluating global
cities by primarily looking at them as locales for foreign multinational corporations.

By analyzing the location decisions of foreign TNCs included in the Forbes 2000 rankings
two things become apparent: the “nodality” of US global cities and their hierarchical pattern.
Moreover, the article recognizes the key role that Alpha global cities play by leading the
country’s international business relations, examined through foreign TNCs.

Using our methodology and data on foreign TNCs we defined five uneven groups of cities
are defined in the study: city-hegemon New York, leading cities, heavyweight cities, middle-
weight cities and cities-outsider.

The article defines some key factors that determine city’s attractiveness for foreign multina-
tionals: its geo-economical power, functional specialization, location, historical and cultural
ties, position on different sectoral markets. The study of US global cities as hubs for foreign
transnational corporations seems to be especially useful for Russian cities, especially Mos-
cow and St. Petersburgh, which aim to increase the attractiveness for foreign investment.
